is is the record made by A. A,
Wright, M.P. for South Renfrew, on
one of  the smallest dairy farms in the
Province. ;
“It is true,” said Mr. Wright, when
T asked him for the details behind the
brief statement just given, “‘that . I
do not oroduce on the ten acres all the
feed required for the twenty-five head
which I keep. I rent about three
acres of pasture land, but this.is for
the purpose of giying the cows exercise
rather than for the amount of feed

buy hay than produce it. Of course, I
buy my 'bran also, but this is done by
all dairy farmers, no matter how much
ther holdings. The land which I own
is mainly given to the production of

and Leeming, and raise about 15 tons
to the acre. The cost of maintaining
:ny cows !Tll vary from ar:n P:i: yi:rf
ependi ly on

bran, lsngm:;!:n bran will cost $18
a ton, and in other years I can buy as
low as $12. Taking the average of
one year with another, however, the
ocost-of feeding per head runs at about
$50, and the average returns per cow
will be $100 per year. The milk is
sold in ‘town at five conts a quart in
summer and six centsin winter. I
have three men at work all the time.
My cows are all Jorseys. One of
them gave 8,118 pounds of milk in a
year, testing 4.2 per cont. Nearly all
my cows, however, run six to eight
thoussnd pounds per year, and none
test under 4 percent. I know just
what ench cow is giving, becanse I
weigh the milk night and morning,
and know at the end of a month how
each cow in the dairy barn stands.”

In the
meantime I would recommend that
the cheesemakers and men see
that everything is clean about their
factories where the whey is being re-
turned in the milk cans to the
I would recommend the patrons to ses
that their milk cans be thoroughly
washed and scalded immediately after
use and that the place where the
wilking is done is clean, and that the
milk is not allowed to stand in close
proxintity o cow stables, milking
yards, swill varrels, bog-pens, hog-
troughs, or anything that gives an
ive odor, to see that the cows are
not allowed to get stagnant or impure
water, and that the milk is strained,
aereated and cooled, in a clean at-
mosphere, immediately after milking.
I trust that the patrons sending
milk to cheesofactories will take
enough interest in this matter to see
that everything is done that will in-
sure their milk beingin a condition
to make cheese of fine quality. Un-
