cision in reference to a session or a 
dissolution has not yet been announced, 
but everything seems to point to a dis­
solution. It is urged that if the Govern­
ment intends to meet Parliament before 
the appeal to the country surely there 
would have been a definite announce­
ment of the date of the meeting ere this. 
The delay Is therefore held to portend 
a dissolution. Your readers have already 
been apprised of the manner in which 
the printing of the voters' lists is being 
rushed. Provided the revising officers 
keep their work up to time and complete 
the revision by the date flped by law, 
February 28th, there are those who be­
lieve that the printing bureau can have 
the entire list ready for the constituen­
cies by the last week in March or the 

first week in April. This would of course 
entail a late meeting of Parliament. If 
the Government be sustained the Oppo­
sition will not be disposed to make 
much of a fight during the hot weather 
and many think that possibly a two 
months' session will be the outside 
it. Should, however, the Liberals attain 
power, then it woititi devolve upon them 
to shape a policy for Parliament and at 
short notice, and with little time for 
preparation they might fairly be 
cused if they brought down but a mea­
gre,bill of fare.

Undoubtedly the decision of the Judi­
cial committee of the Privy Council in 
the Manitoba school appeal has compli­
cated the political situation. The result 
of the appeal is not palatable to either 
side. No one can really foresee what 
the upshot will be. That the Liberals are 
afraid of it is plainly evident. Their 
leading organ, the Toronto Globe, has 
so far touched upon the question gin­
gerly. At different times during the last 
few years the Globe has been a strong 
advocate for the preservation or main­
tenance of Provincial rights ; in other 
words, that there should be no inter­
ference with Manitoba's rights of self- 
government in education. Fifteen months 
ago the Globe said: “No Government 
which actually proposed coercion could 
live for an hour. The supporters of 
such a Government ooüld not be elected 
in 20 of tbe constituencies of Ontario. 
This is the sober truth which those who 

carrying on the agitation would do 
well to look in the face.” With regard 
to the recent decision the Globe is very 
non-committal, while its confrere, the 
Ottawa Free Press, another influential 
Liberal organ, says that Justice ought 
to be done to the Roman Catholic mi­
nority. While everybody must recognize 
that with those matters in which the 
Provinces are given exclusive Jurisdiction 
there should be no outside interference, 
yet it would seem as If in this Manitoba 
school case the situation is different. 
The Judicial committee not only intimate 
that the Roman Catholics of Manitoba 
have the right to appeal to the Governor-

You were present after the man Schubert was 
taken out dead from a cell 6x4 feet wide, in o 
which he had been thrust half an hour p.e- 
vlously when bound in stialt-jacket so tlghtiy 
laced that, according to evidence taken be­
fore the commissioners, blood was issuing from 
his mouth. Yet you did "■•*« take any steps 
to punish the perpetrators of this vile deed, 
nor did you stop such practice in the future.

SUCCESSFUL JAPAN. ■■■■

Capture of the Whole Chinese Northern, 
Fleet—American 
Fleeing.

Che-feo, Feb 8__The Japanese landed a
force of troops near here yesterday ev­
ening with the intention of capturing 
this city. The landing was made about 
10 miles eastward of Che-foo and an Im­
mediate advance upon the city was or­
dered. As this despatch is sent the Jap­
anese are attacking the forts defending 
the eastern parts of Che-foo. 
excitement prevails and' it Is expected 
that a severe engagement will occur to­
day.

Some Japanese ships which appeared 
this morning near Nlnghai, a town be­
tween Wei-Hai-Wçi and this city, and 
began the bombardment of the forts on 
the western side of the town, left soon 
afterward without doing any damage.

New York, Feb. 8.—The World this 
morning publishes the foUowing cable 
from Chlng Kiang, China: There is no 
truth whatever in the report that any 
officers of the U. S. gunboat Concord 
have been captured or arrested by the 
Chinese here. Moreover there has been 
no trouble here of any sort in which the 
Concord’s officers or other Americans 
are involved. (Sgd.) Alèxanler C. Jores, 
U. S. Consul.

London, Feb. 8.—A despatch received 
here from Che-foo this afternoon says 
the Japanese have carried positions at 
Wel-Hai-Wei and have captured or sunk 
the whole Chinese northern fleet. The 
Japanese during the *ilgnt of Monday, 
last, Feb. 4th, cleared Woi-ilat Wei har­
bor of all torpedoes and submarine mines 
by the skilful use of small torpelo boats 
and steam launches from -he warships, 
which the small craft grappled for and 
cut the Wires connecting the sut murine 
mines with the shore. When the danger­
ous obstructions were removed the Jap­
anese torpedf boats made a splendid dash 
for the harbor and attache# the Chinese 
fleet with such skill tnat the battlo-ship 
Tin Yuen was sunk. These tactic** were 
repeated during tho nigh: of Wb 5th, 
and the Chez Yumx, I .ai Yuen and an­
other Chinese warship were blown up, 
and the remainder of the Chinese fleet 
captured. FoUowing up this splendid suc­
cess the Japanese completed the cap­
ture of Wel-Hai-Wei yesterday by 
landing a large force and seizing the 
Island of Din Kung Tao, which has made 
a gallant defense against heavy odds. 
Some of the Japanese warships passed 
Che-foo this morning early and fired a 
few shots at the fort, without, however, 
doing any damage, and in view of the 
reports current in regard to the feint at­
tack made upon Monghal yesterday the 
belief grows that the Japanese intend to 
attack Che-foo.

A despatch received here from Shang­
hai says there is an intense anti-foreign 
feeling, in the Shan Tung peninsula, and 
that the American missionaries are flee­
ing hastily.

Sir,—I have the honor to acknowledge the 
receipt of a copy of the report of the Com­
missioners appointed to Inquire into certain 
matters in connection with the Provincial 
Lunatic Asylum, together with a copy or 
the evidence taken by the said commissioners.
I regret exceedingly that the conclusions ar­
rived at by yourself, and the impressions left 
on the minds of the public from Its perusal 
and publication, have been so greatly to 
detriment; yet. notwithstanding all that 
been said, and all the erroneous and damaging 
statements that have gone broadcast through 
the country. I have the satisfaction of know­
ing that, so far as I am personally concerned, 
or so far as I have ordered and directed, every­
thing that has been done was for the benefit 
of the patients, and altogether In the interest 
of the institution, without regard to any other 
consideration whatever. I have 
In any way criticise the style of yo 
miss loners’ report, for I feel quite 
that both yourself and the upbtic know quite 
well that things are not always what th 
seem, and,the first impressions and conc;usi 
are often very much modified by extended ac­
quaintance and familiarity with surroundings 
and fixed and unaltered conditions. With re­
gard to cruelties alleged to have been perpe­
trated upon patients. I must respectfully sub­
mit that nothing of the kind has ever taken 
place by my order, in my presence, or with 

approval. That restraint has been resorted 
when considered necessary, is quite tru*. 
all times for the benefit of the patient. It 

was arways my desire, If possible, to do with­
out the use of mechanical appliances. Yet it 
Is a tact that such appliances are necessary, 
and must be used at certain times, and in cer­
tain emergencies, by the keepers when con­
sultation with te Medical Superintendent or 
Other safeguards are Impossible.! To assist me 
In forming a correct opinion as to the effi­
cacy and general use of these restraints, I 
some years ago wrote to several superintend­
ents of asylums asking their advice and ex­
perience In this matter, and the following is 
an extract from the reply of Dr. E. T. Wil­
kins, resident physician of the Napa S.ate

“While I am greatly opposed to the use of 
mechanical restraint in the treatment of the 
Insane, I find it next to impossible I» 
along without it In exceptional ,cases. and 
n<A hesitate to use It when my judgment ap­
proves. Perhaps one per cent, of our patients 
are in restraint of some k:nd every day. I 
prefer the muff, the wristlets and strap, or 
the camisole, to confinement in dark rooms or
