000. The Secretary, brought in a re­
turn claiming that op that date there 
was $167,000lo the cijedit of the Gov’t, 
and when the opposition proceeded to 
investigate it the hollow cry was made 
that it was an attack upon the Bank, 
a cry which no one believed, and which 
was raised by the Gov’t to avoid in­
vestigation.

Taking tip the Agricultural Report 
he condemned the gov’t for praising 
the implements made in Ontario while 
there was not one woi'd of praise given 
to similar implement?, equally good, 
made in the Province!. He character­
ized the gov’t as being unfit to manage 
the agricultural affairs of the Province ; 
and seemed to pursue a course de­
trimental to the manufacturing in­
terests of the Pioviuck, a policy which 
was not calculated to promote the 
country’s thrift.

lie condemned tltie Crown Land 
management, thought that as llie pub­
lic domain decreased!the staff in the 
Crown Lands office should also be de­
creased. The Sur. Gen’l. leniained 
most of his time in StL Andrew’s, but 
managed to spend $1000 annually for 
travelling expenses. How, lie could 
not understand. A statement had 
been asked for but as jit bad not been 
given, the presumption was that all 
the money was not spent for travelling 
expenses.

Referring to tho.slumnagc system 
he said the Gov’t had j introduced it at 
a time when the limber trade w;as de­
pressed and operators’ were becoming 
bankrupt. This policy had driven the 
smaller operators entirely out of the 
field and caused the: control of the 
lumbering intercsls o j the country lo 
pass , into the hands of the few 
wealthy monopolists. : On this side of 
the Province it did hot make much 
difference to representatives, for the 
lumber lands had largely passed out 
of the hands of the Government into 
those ol large companies, but he won­
dered at such men a? Messrs. Kelly 
and Swim, not protesting against the 
course the Governmeiit had pursued 
iu the matter.

He next referred toi the Gloucester 
Lumber seizures mattie/and said the 
Surveyor General hid not brought 
down papers connectcid with that mat­
ter during a former session until it 
was too late to deal with them, and he 
appeared to he playing the same game 
this session ; he brought down papers 
which were not of much consequence, 
while lie neglected to briug down 
others of importance, ajud which might 
cause him trouble.

lie criticised the course of the Gov’t 
respecting the consolidation of the 
Statutes, and said that while it had 
already cost about $19,<JO0, the con­
solidation of the Statutes in 1854 had 
cost but $9648. Mr. C. then gave a

! He held that it was no compliment 
to the House that ol a Gov't of eight— 
tour were lawyers, three of whom 
were in office.

ministrated the financial matters of the 
country in accordance with the wishes 
expressed by the House. He would 
show that taking the receipts as com­
pared with estimates they had receiv­
ed an excess over estimates of $22,000 ] 
and that there was short expended on 
appropriations, 314,000 which the" 
Government had no right to appro­
priate to any purpose, except those 
voted by the House. Taking the 
$128,000 on hand on the 31st October, 
1876, and adding the whole together, 
we should have had on hand, not $96,- 
000 but $165,000. is that any point 
of gratification? It was absurd to 
think that any person con'd admit 
this to be a satisfactory state ot aflairs.

They would find 
j on considering these figures and plac­
ing them right, lhat the gross over- 
expcndituj'e, not authorized ' by the 
House, was equal to the sum of $48,- 
000. . What proportion did that $48,- 

1000 bear to the total sum appropriated 
I by lliat House. It was equal to one- 
| sixth or 10 per cent, of all the moneys 
placed in the hands of the Govern­
ment. What would be thought of the 
Financial Minister of our country if

he allowed the expenditure to exceed 
the appropriation by one sixth. He 
asked any candid, impartial man who : 
desired to tee the financial affairs of 
the country managed in a careful, 
methodical manner, if he was satisfied 
to allow this state ot affairs to remain 
without condemnation. He was not 
quite correct in his figures, but he was. 
uot very far astray, and was correct 
enough for the purpose of placing be-! 
fore-the House, the impropriety of the 
Government in expending such a large 
sum of money over the amount appro­
priated by the House.

Again, referring to the estimates, 
they would find that the Government 
had expended even over and above 
the amount itUriqh they their selves es­
timated would be required to carry on 
the business of the country—$15,000— 
and he asked was that a gratifying ex­
hibit; simply because the receipts ex­
ceeded the estimates some consider­
able sum, were the Government justifi­
ed iu taking that sum and expending 
it. Clearly and constitutionally no, 
uirless authorised by the vole of the 
House. , If I hey returned to the re­
ceipts and bore in mind the remarks 
of llie Provincial Secretary they would 
find an increase in the Crown Lauds 
Department, and the Provincial Secre­
tary referred lo it as a proof of the 
wisdom of the imposition of stumpagp. 
lie said that the receipts were no proof 
lliat the stinnpage policy was a good 
one. The capital of those owning mills 
could not he allowed to remain idle 
and the mills 10 rust ; the employees 
of mill owners to starve, and lie said 
that those interested in the trade could 
not stand idly by and sec their capital 
wasting. They had to go ou. The j 
Provincial Secretary had pointed, the 1 
other day, to him (Mr. Burns) as an 
illustration of the policy, and said that 
seeing mills going up it was very 
strange that people should invest their 
money in them if they incurred a loss, 
lie made a statement then and was 
prepared to maintain it, that the in­
dustry was depressed and that there 
had been a loss in the lumber trade 
of the Province. Trace it from the 
time when the poor man went into 
the woods to the time when the logs 
were brought down the streams, lo 
the time when they went into the hands 
of those who bought the logs. Of 
those who manufactured them into 
deals, of those who exported them, 
of the owners ofilie ships which carried 
them to the other side, ami of those 1 
who sold them, and in all these stages 
there was a loss. If there was no loss ] 
incurred by the mill owner, ihcji to 
the shipper or exporter, if not to thèse 
ilien to the poor mail, who had to take 
lesser wages for his labor.. If not to 
him then to the man who sawed* them 
at so much per thousand, and it not to 1 
him then it was to the owner of the 
ship which carried the deals rt> market 
who would have lo accept a lower 
rate of freight. If.ilie loss was not j 
to these it was to the person whose j 
money was in the trade. He repeated 
again and again lliat there was a loss 
to the trade, and the, time was most1 
inopportune, after a few 5cars of 
prosperity, to put a tax of sixty cents 
per thousand on the lumber industry, 
lie would also say, In connection with 
the loss lliat it was a loss, too, to (he 
farmer, who was forced to accept 
lower prices for iiisoats, jioi k and hay 
in order that the manufacturer or 
shipper might cyme out of the trans­
action without loss, aml-in some one 
way or other there was a.loss to the 
trade; and then not satisfied with this I 
sixt y cents they have raised it to eighty 
cents, now, when tte advices of to­
day were even worse than ever, and 
yet they were told they must be thank­
ful- He could understand how those 
along the St. John river could approve 
of that policy. There was am motive 
so strong as self-interest. They found 
they had nothing to lose from the im­
position of this stinnpage bacause they 
found tlie lands given to the Riviere 
du Loup Railway. They saw the 
tendency was to enhance tlife value of 
tlieir land. They saw that • every 
twenty cents on the stinnpage enhanc­
ed the value of the land which 
the Province had given to them 
to build their railway.

And the people of York and Chai lottd 
saw it enhanced the value of tlieir 
land. It was no argument to say 
they were burnt, because it went to 
make the lands still even more valu­
able. He desired lo say lhat the sys­
tem adopted for the collection of the 
st-umpage was not a good one. It had 
advantages and disadvantages ; among 
its disadvau, ,gcs, lhat the scaler was 
paid by tin. thousand. He was paid 
five cents per thousand for discharg­
ing his duty of ascertaining the quan­
tity of lumber cut by each operator. 
That was a rallier tempting position 
to place the scaler in. It was his m\ 
terest to get the greatest 11 urn her of 
thousands from tlie_ operator. That 
was his bread and butter, and it was 
a bad principle. It was not for him 
to suggest a better one, but the head 
of the department could take it into 
consideration and devise some better 
system. I le would not accuse any of 
those scalers of having done anything 
wrong, hut the principle was bad, and 
some person not having the fear ot the 
grave -offence ot committing such a 
crime might impose on an operator 
the pav ment oi a larger sum of stump- 
age than he was-justly entitled to pay. 
Again, tlie Provincial Secretary look 
credit to himself for tlie satislactfcry 
stale of the revenue. Was it any saG 
is faction that after having taxed tie 
industry ot the country that the sum 
wrung from the trade "should he ex­
pended by misappropriation without 
warrant or authority trom tlijs House. 
The lion, gentleman had referred to 
the difference between tlie estimates 
and amount received from subsidy 
from tlie Government, and explained 
the difference was derived from in­
terest ot moneys remaining in the 
hands o', tlie Government larger than 
was anticipated. Turn now to the ex­
penditure, you find that the sum ol 
$4,000 was sho, t expended on agricul­
ture; that the public printing exceed­
ed the estimate and appropriation by 
$1,343,86. Contingencies also exceed­
ed the appropriation by $996. The 
Public Works exceeded tlie appro­
priation by about $29,000. The free 
grant expenditure exceeded h) $1,000 
and this was the only item of Ihc lot 
in v, hicli lie thought it might be ad­
visable to increase. They found the 
mining appropriat ion was kept ■slight­
ly within its estimate. List year the 
Opposition contended Unit this was a 
useless expenditure, and the course of 
the Government in removing that 

! item from the estimates was a pi out

Unit the Opposition was correct. 
There was another item of $500 which 
the House specially appropriated for 
the purpose of testing the liquor 
license question, but the Government 
said it was not advisable iu view of 
certain things that they should do SO. 
It was the duty of the Government to 
have" given effect to the wishes of the 
Hoivcs and test the power of the Leg­
islature .to withhold those licenses, 
and as a consequence a number of 
ncople felt themselves aggrieved of 
beivà deprived of a legitimate busi­
ness.

The over expenditure to which he 
had referred was specially in connec­
tion with the principal departments; 
Vublic Works. ) ^2 ,r<upq Lands
Department, $3,000; Education, $f,- 
143; Vrintiug, $1,343; Contingencies, 
$996. He would draw the attention 
of (lie House to the curious mode of 
reasoning by the Provincial Secretary, 
lb' aimed at impressing the House 
with tlie fact that because all the over 
expenditure of 1876 was expended in 
1877, therefore (he expenditure was 
right. Referring to the expenditure 
on Public Works they would remem­
ber that last winter after dealing with 
that item in Supply the Chief Commis­
sioner was warned that the amount 
would not be sufficient to carry him 
through the year. He replied it was 
ample, and now they found he had 
c.Ycpeded it by $29,000. He desired 
to impress that on the House when 
they offered to give him enough he 
actually declined saying he iiad ample. 
There had been no great convulsion 
of nature which necessitated the out­
lay, none whatever. It was because 
lie desired lhat money to fulfil obliga­
tions existing at the time the House 
made the appropriation. He (Mr. 
Burns) showed at lhat time he had 
actually used $40,000, and yet the Chief 
Commissioner told them the balance 
was sufficient to carry him through 
tlie year. They did not object so 
much to the expenditure of the money 
as they did to the money being ex­
pended contrary to the appropriation 
of the House. The Provincial Sec­
retary tried to make a point of saying 
lhat the over expenditure on Public 
Works was $7,000, while the over ap­
propriation the previous year was 
$15,000, and he took credit to the 
Chief Commissioner because the over 
expenditure was less than previous 
year. I will show that the actual over 
expenditure for 1877 was greater than 
the expenditure of 1876. If ihey 
would add to the over-expenditure 
$7.000 in 1877 the special expenditure 
$24,000 to $7,000 they would get 
$31,000, and that was tlie actual over- 
cxjicnditure of 1877. Go back to ’76 
and they would find the over-expen­
diture was $ 1,500, and a special ex­
penditure of $11,000 that made $26,-< 
000 in ’76, as compared witli $31,000 in 
’77, and yet the Provincial Secretary 
took credit to tlie Government and 
Chief Commissioner that he’ffSd kepi 
liis expenditure within $7,000. The 
figures could not be disproved except 
by arguing that 1 he special expendi­
ture in those t wo years was a different 
item 011 a different footing, but by the 
terras of the law as read by his lion. 
friend, and as intimated in the resolu­
tion moved by hishon. friend, no such 
expenditure could be made without, 
placing before the Legislature a de­
tailed statement of that expenditure. 
In view of the fact that the Govern­
ment did uot bring down such state­
ment, only $4,000 for the Woodstock 
Pier and Bridge, and $20,000, the 
House must regard the first item as 
placed in the accounts for the purpose 
of making the expenditure smaller. 
They also claimed credit for the small 
»um drawu from the People’s Bank 
from the.dose of the fiscal year to the 
opening of the House. Last year there 
was drawn $37,000 and this year $28,- 
000. It the* added to that $28,000 the 
large over-expenditure which he call­
ed over-expenditure last year Ihc two 
largely exceeded $37,000.

The Provincial Secretary said it was 
$52,000 last year speaking from mem­
ory. The amount drawn by the Chief 
Commissioner between 31st October 
and opening of session was between 
$37,000 and $38,000, and the over-ex­
penditure was $15,000 or 16,000 mak­
ing his account at.the Bank $52,000. 
This year the figures would stand be­
tween $28,000 and 29,000 drawn since 
31st October, and taking tbe balance 
at $7,000 and 8,000 would make $37,- 
000 as against $52,000.

Mr. Burns—Add to that $37,000 the 
15,000 of over-expenditure and also 
$11,000 (or what they call>epecial ex. 
peuditure and they would get $63,000- 
Now take the amount, of $28,000 
drawn between 31st October and 
opening of the session this year, and 
special over-expenditure of $24,000 
and the sum of $7,000, and they had 
$59,000 a di fie re 11 ce of $4,000 in the 
transactions of the two terms.

The Provincial Secretary had the 
hardihood to say in defence of the 
reduction of the surplus that lie had 
10 expend $50,000 on the Normal 
School, and if we had not expended 
it we should have had not $96,000 
but $116,000. What a mode of reason­
ing to say because we had lo expend 
that amount we were so much poorer. 
Did lie not estimate that expenditure, 
and were they not led to suppose 
from the estimates of receipts and 
expenditure furnished by him last 
year, that instead of $96,000 we should 
have $165,000 even after the payment 
of lhe $50,000. That was not a con­
vincing mode of reasoning to the mind 
of any person. If wc had not estimat­
ed that $50,000, the balance on hand 
would therefore have been $215,OOo, 
and adding to that sum the excess of 
receipts over estimates and amount 
expended and not authorized and they 
would get up to his figures.' if (his 
state of things went on we should 
soon have a deficit, and would have 
10 fall back on more taxes, and either 
raise tlie stumpage or have recourse 
to tire most obnoxious of all taxes— 
direct taxation. If the Government 
persisted in their course of over-ex­
penditure, in a few years they would 
lie found face to face with a deficit. 
Tlieir income was limited ; il could 
never exceed $520,000, and they could 
only supplement that by the imposi­
tion of taxes, either on ihc one indus­
try of the country or by direct tac­
tion, which they must endeavor to 
evade. It hail bceii argued there was 
no reason why they should have a 
surplus, and that it was rather the 
duty of the Government to expend it 
to the last dollar; but he did not think 
it advi-able for the country even to be 
without a surplus. They did not 
kuow what calls might be made upon

them ; take for example the, tremen­
dous .disaster in St. Joh#. to which 
they were a-ked to contribute $25,000. 
Who knew the day or hour when 
similar calls might he made? It was 
rather their duty, by strict economy, 
watchfulness and cate to increase 
their surplus."

They need not expect any windfalls 
like the $150,000 in lien of exports, or 
lhe|$45,000 paid for old iron, and out­
side of the mythical claim of the West­
ern Extension aud St. Andrews Rail­
way, they had no claim against the 
Dominion. In view of that it behoov­
ed them to be watchful and careful, 
and it possible pile up a surplus, and 
not have recourse to a course ob­
noxious to the people ot the country 
—direct taxation. As the population 
increased, their burdens would in­
crease, and as revenue was augment­
ed by increase of population, so would 
the calls increase, and they need not 
expect ever to be belter off than they 
were now. *

Besides a constantly decreasing 
surplus, thev had a constantly increas­
ing debt. They had floated "$480,000 
of Provincial Debentures, and Con­
tracts to complete and subsidies to 
pay which would swell their indebted­
ness to $800,000 involving an annual 
outlay ot $48,000 for interest, and a 
sum of $10,000 to carry out the Pro­
vincial Secretary’s scheme of redemp­
tion, which lie thought, a good one— 
au annual tax until all time until these 
debentures were redeemed of about 
58,000. Besides the faith of the Legis­
lature was pledged to lhe construction 
of railways, which, when completed, 
would involve $1,500,000. ' The rail­
way policy had been most vacillating, 
and the)- had endeavored, from time 
to time, to evade the issues thrust 
upon them. They knew the Govern­
ment had promised the bonus of $5,. 
000 a mile for 300 miles, and if they 
are not able to carry out (his they 
must admit they were wrong, and 
were misleading (he country. They 
were responsible for that legislation, 
and it was not for them to throw the 
responsibility on members of that 
House. They might say that the 
House was excited, but in these 
matters the Government that was not 
fit to resist pressure of that kind, was 
not fit to retain office. If right then 
they must lié right uoyy,. aud if wrong 
now, they must have been wrftng 
then, and are rcsponsibleto the House 
for the wrong committed.

Referring to the surplus again, they 
would find it had been constantly de­
creasing for the last seven or eight 
years. In 1868 it was $213,000; in
1869 we were down to $113,000; in
1870 to $83,000; in 1871 we went up 
again to $95.000; in 1872, $123,000; in 
1873, $151,000 ; in 1874 about the same 
amount ; in 1875 were down to $81,- 
000; in 1876 we were up to $128,000; 
they became aroused to the fact that 
ii was necessary to do something to 
bring up tlieir surplus, and in 1877 
they bring it down to $96,000. He 
ball shown last year that the reason 
of 1 lie $128,000 was that they hail de­
ferred payments till alter the close of 
the ii cal tear. You will notice how 
rapid the decrease was from "68to ’71.
It will be remembered the lumber 
trade was very much expanded, aud 
numbers of miles under license that 
year would be vary much greater 
than the. year before, and von will find 
in ’72 there was an increase iu the ex­
port, and a windfall in the shape of 
$45,000 for a claim for railway iron. 
That $15,000 will explain why our bal­
ance run up to $128,000 in ’72. In ’73 
we got that badly needed $150,000 iu 
lieu of exports.? The balance iu ’74 
by keeping out of sight a large over- 
oxpeudiiure for emigration, $4,900, 
was made to appear larger than it was. 
ffhere was a large over-expenditure for 
1’ublie Works, and he himself, brought 
torward a resolution with reference 
to the $15,000 and showed that, the 
balance had 110 existence, that it must 
be reduced by that $45,000. Was he 
right? He was. In ’75 they were 
forced to show the true state of the fi­
nances. In ’76 the balance was kept 
OP by stumpage. and again, in ’77 
down it goes to $96,000, and that in 
the face of an increased revenue, 
caused by increased taxation. Like a 
spendthrift, the more they got the ' 
more they expended. They showed a 
balance of $96,000 last year. Of what 
did that consist? They would find a 
portion of it was out through the 
country in the shape of loans to School 
Boards ; it might come iu and be 
available, but it was not. Coming 
down to the opening of the Legisla­
ture, the Provincial Secretary submit­
ted, yesterday or the day before, a 
statement from the close of the fiscal 
year to the opening of the session ; ho 
had endeavored to_analize that state­
ment. Thev found in the People's 
Bank $119,000 in tlie hands of llie Re­
ceiver General. That was the balance 
on hand at the opening of the Legis­
lature. If they would add to that 
$119,000, $367,000 which would come 
in, they would have $186,000 with 
which to provide for the expenditure 
of about $500,000 odd, leaving them 
to contemplate at the close of the ÿear 
an actual deficit of $45,000 if their lia­
bilities were discharged.

They would really be in debt $45,- 
OuO. Besides this there was a large 
debt rolled up for railway purposes 
$488,000 to be increased $300,000: He 
listened to see if the Provincial Sec­
retary would make auy allusions to • 
the claim against the Dominion on 
account of tlieir stock in the Western 
Extension and Saint Andrews roads,” 
but he made 110 allusions" to them at 
all. Some years ago he had said 
these claims must be regarded as an 
asset, but lie iiad heard nothing real 
and substantial witli reference* to it 
until that morning, iu connection 
with another bill before' tlie House.

Tlie Government bad made light of 
the charge brought against them by 
the Opposition, but any impartial man 
would see that the course pursued by 
tbe Opposition had tended to improve 
the management of affairs. They had 
from time to time adopted the sugges­
tions and altered tlieir system of keep­
ing accounts, and had assented to the 
doctrine of the Opposition with re­
ference to revotes, and trad siigwu the 
contentions of 1I10 Opposition to be 
correct. The lion. Minister of Agri­
culture iiad facetiously referred to the 
Opposition, saying an Opposition had 
functions tp perform and lie hoped to 
«re them continue in opposition. It 
is well for the country they have had 
-uch an Opposition, and perhaps it 
would he better for the country if 
that Opposition were to assume the 
reins of Government. They had been
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
