Weather conditions have exercised

Manufacturing condi­
tions show little change, much machin­
ery being idle and new business coming 
forward slowly. In some industries 
there is still a disposition to wait for 
lower prices, although restricted de­
mand during the past six months must 
render replenishment of stocks almost 
imperative. This fact is emphasized by 
the liberal attendance and brisk bidding 
at all special sales, such as the local auc­
tion of rugs and carpets. Financial sen­
timent improves as restrictions are re­
moved form commercial credits. and 
sales of bonds provide funds for struc­
tural work. Failures decrease in num­
ber, while liabilities in April were smal­
ler than in any month since November, 
despite several large suspensions of a 
speculative nature directly due to the 
advance in prices of securities, which 
this week established a new high re­
cord for the year.

LEAKE’S LECTURE.
Talk on Technical Education For 

City of Brantfwd.

Firemen Going to Dnnnrille-» 
Liquor to Indian.

(Special Despatch to the Times.) 
Brantford, May 13—Inspector Leake, 

of the Department of Education, ad­
dressed a combined meeting of the 
Education Board and the Board of 
Trade last night at Victoria Hall. 
There was a small attendance to.hear 
Mr. Leake outline the plan for a sys­
tem of extended technical education, 
considered distinctly adaptable to 
conditions in Brantford. The inspec­
tor’s recommendation to the local 
school authorities was to build a school 
for mechanical work adjoined bv a 
corner to the Collegiate Institute 
building and to have the same heated 
by a central plant, and to be organ­
ized under one central head. He fur­
ther recommended the teaching of a 
three year course, consisting of the 
following subjects Machine work, 
woodwork, plumbing, printing and 
electrical wiring, the same as were 
proposed in Hamilton. The carrving 
out of such plans would be facilitated 
a great deal if the three school boards 
of the city were amalgamated into one 
Board of Education. In this connec­
tion. Inspector Leake scored the 
Brantford authorities severely, stating 

, that if any business were conducted 
tin the same manner as local school 
interests were, the business would not 
last twenty-four hours. Mr. Leake 
furthermoré stated that all the Brant­
ford boards had to do was to unite 
on some definite plan as outlined 
above, and he was sure the Depart­
ment of Education would make some 

j liberal grant in the near future. It 
' was made plain, however, that, any 
Government grant made would be 
strictly for a technical school, and the 
citizens would have to build their own 
new Collegiate Institute. Just what 
course will be pursued is problematual 
and it is hardly likely the new build­
ings will be commenced this summer, 
A committee of the three principals 
was appointed last night to arrange 
for an advanced class to take up the 
work next September, under the 
scheme of extension outlined by Mr. 
Errett, but no new quipment is 
likely at present.
