CHINESE TO AID UNIVERSITY,

Vancouver Celestials Will_ Raise Fund
For B.C.'s New University.

Vancouver, Ieb, 8—Within three
months China will establish a consulate
general at Ottawa and a vice-consulate at
Vancouver. Tung Ching Lin, attachee of
the Tiondon embasdsy, who came here first
to adjust the Chinese riot damage claims,
his beemn here several -weeks making ar-
rangements. The re-organization of the
Chinese board of trade of Vancouver,
which gecurred Saturday night, was an
important step in linkinhg the Chinese
trade interests in Canada direct with the
Chinese Imperial department, of trade at
Pekin, whencé the charter of the Van-
‘couver organization is derived.

The new board has inaugurated a
niovement among the Chinese of Vancou-
ver for financial support for the unmiver-
gity, whieh British Columbia is to es-
tablish. The subscriptions will amount
fo at least $6,000. The cbject is to divert
Chinese students now going to tho Unit-
ed States to Canada to attend ecllege
here. A cemsus of the Chinese in Can-
ada is now being taken.

COMPEL USE 6F WIRELESS.

Roosevelt Pronoges Law to Make Com-
pulsory Installation of Wireless
Apparatus on Vessels.

Waghingion, Feb. 8—The president
fent a message to congress today uig-
ing the enactment of a law requiring
the installation ef the wireless tele-
graph on ocean-going passenger ves-
sels. “Our interest in, its enactment
is keen on acécount of the great nurm-
bar of steerage as well as canm pas~
sengers who annually arrive at and de-
part from our ports.” .

The message says: “That which we
have already done along practical bus-
iness lines, warrants the United States
in “being the first among nations to
ensct a statute requiring the use of
this safeguard of human life.”

The president indirectly refers to the
recent Republie incident by saying:
“Your atfention is invited to recent
events which have conclusively de-
monstrated the great value of wireless
telegraply as an instrumentdlity for
the preservation of life.”

DOUBLE FORCE ON CANAL.

Taft’s Big Effort to Rush Completion
of Panama Waterway.

Panama, Feb. 7.—In order to carry
out the order of President-elect Taft
that the Panama canal can be finish-
ed in four years, Lieut.-Col. Goethans
is considering a plan to work a canal
force for .twenty-four hours a day.
This would practically cut the time of
esompletion in half. The only obstacle
to this time saving is the fever mo-
squito, which is active ‘at night and
the eonsequent fear that the sick -list
would be dangerously increased. Dr.
Gorgas has been aszed to make a se-
ries of observations and report there-
on, and if his report is favorable an
electric light plant will be installed
and work will go on by day and night.
