DEATH OF PIONEER
RAILWAY BUILDER.

Winnipeg, May 25.—Izra M. RosS,,
one of the best known and most suc-
cessful raiiway contractors of the
early days of railway building in the
west, succumbed to a lm"ermg illness
at midnight, at his residence; 206
Donald street, Winnipeg. He leaves
a widow.
Brunswick in 1840, and as a young
man began as a contractor, taking
sections of the Intercolonial railway.
In 1879 he came west and built the
north shore line of the C.P.R. Sev-
era] sections of the same road bet-
ween Winnipeg 2nd the mountains
were built by him, and he became
associated in partnership with Donald
Grant. They built the Great Nor-
thern from .Lethbridge to Great Falls,
Montana, and double tracked the
Chicago and Great Western from
St. Paul to Chicago. The firm was
the fastest track laying concern the
West ever saw, setting the mile g
day mark that even with the best up-
to-date methods-is hard to pass. The
late Mr. Ross quit railroading- about
1894 and was very successfu]l as a
building contractor.
