The Neptune
Arrives Home

With Good Fare; Seals Stolen.
The S. S. Neptune, Capt. Bob Bart­

lett, steamed into port at 11 o.’cloek 
last night, reporting for 24,000 seals, 
after a five weeks cruise in the Gulf: 
The Neptune having been Icebound on 
the regular sailing day. left Channel 
on March 11th. She got caught in the 
ice floe the following day and was 
jammed for nearly, a week. The ves­
sel was freed on March 20th and on 
the same day struck a large patch of 
whitecoats off Cape St. George. For 
four days the crew killed over forty 
thousand seals and -which was more 
than a load for the Neptune. The next 
five days was devoted to picking up 
pans. When: all the seals that were 
slain were-aboard, as Capt. Bartlett1 
thought, only twenty thousand were 
accounted for stowed down. When 
the Neptune slaughtered the last of 
her seals the steamers Seel and 
Southern Cross were in the immediate 
neighbourhood and; these latter ships. 
It is alleged, took aboard several 
thousand belonging to the Neptune. 
After leaving the ice and arriving at 
Channel, Capt. Bartlett reported 12.000 
seels stoié’n, and a law suit was the 
outcome.

Capt. Bob looks as fine as ever after 
his trip to the frozen panel- He re­
ports an absence of sickness on board 
during the voyage. One sealer" named 
Snow, belonging to Bay Roberts, had 
one of his legs broken during the 
spring by a string of seals falling bn 
him.

$1,000,000. In addition Miss DeWits 
when she becomes twenty-five yearr 
old, will receive $300,000, left to hes 
bv her fathei. The accounting showg 
that her income from the Downin 
estate is $40,000 and her income 
from her father’s estate is $12,000.

Mr DeWitt itemizes the expense of 
his ward as follows: $6,000 a year
