DECLARES WORLD TO HAVE
PERIOD OF RISING PRICES.

Oxford, Eng., Aug. 10.—“There will
be no more cheap prices; after this
war the world is in for a period of
rising prices,” declared Dr. Slater,
principal of Ruskin College, Oxford,
in the first of a series of lectures on
economic phases of the world war.

“I do not believe,” Dr. Slater said,
“that there will be a period of poverty
after the war. There ‘will be no ne-
cessity for poverty, and such poverty
as there is will be due to misapplica-
tion of. the productive powers which
will be available. It will be the pov-
erty which comes from wasted re-
sources, and ‘not from inadequate re-
sources. ’

“There will be no return to pre-
war prices. That means that there
will be a permanent rise of wages and
other permanent readjustments to
meet the higher prices. The proper
policy of.the Trades Unions is to ac-
cept the. war bonuses, not for he
war duration, but for the dixation of
the higher prices.”
