Rome, August 11.—For the first time 
since 1870, when the Pope lost Rome, 
a papal ship to-day sails the high 
seas. Because of its initial mission 
it is called the Nuncius. It was first 
chartered to carry Mgr. Vassallo (ji 
Torregrossa from Spain to Argentina. 
He Is the new Apostolic Internupsio 
to the South American Republic.

The Vatican has officially notified 
the different Governments of the ex-’ 
istence of the Nuncius. The neutral­
ity for the Holy See is respected. It 
sails under a guaranty from all-the 
belligerent powers. The papal colors 
of yellow and white fly from its mast­
head. ,

Vatican circles call the papal ship 
a wartime necessity for the “qafe 
conduct of the business of the Holy 
Father.” Whether it will be used 
after the coming of peace is a ques­
tion they say.

Many others, however, attach the 
utmost significance to this unique 
move on the part of Benedict. They 
declare the Nuncius has come to stay. 
In it they see possible inauguration 
of a new papal policy.
