REMARKABLE ENGINEERING 

FEATS.
Transport services and the engin­

eers come out of the recent advance 
on the Western Front with a very 
fine record of efficiency. The engin­
eers, working in close proximity to 
the actual fighting, have been dfele to 
accomplish some remarkable feats. 
The enemy in crossing the Somme de­
stroyed the bridges behind them, and 
there are instances where the engin­
eers have re-established them with 
temporary repairs within four or five 
hours after the withdrawal of the 
Germans. These structures were ca­
pable of carrying horses and 60- 
pounder guns. By such aids as these 
the artillery was enabled to work up 
almost to the front firing line. It is 
marvellous how smartly and copious­
ly they were supplied with ammuni­
tion. During the last month our guns 
fired at least 10,000,000 rounds. Their 
services in addition to the actual hav­
oc which they played on the Gerlan 
divisions were notable for the way in 
which they broke up wire defences, 
and still more notable was their suc­
cess in actually destroying enemy 
guns. They knocked out ten German 
guns for every one of ours which the 
enemy artillery succeeded in destroy­
ing. These achievements were only 
made possible by the efficiency of the 
transport services.

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USE OF ARTIFICIAL ARMS.
A considerable proportion of the dis­

charged soldiers who have been sup­
plied with artificial arms are not us­
ing them. The matter has been 
brought to the notice of the Minister 
of Pensions, and inquiries on a limit­
ed scale have been instituted to dis­
cover whether any corroboration can 
be obtained in support of this state­
ment The result shows that the per­
centage of men using the artificial 
arm is smaller than might have been 
expected. The inquiries also reveal­
ed a curious fact Laborers make 
more use of their artificial arm than 
any other class. Skilled workers, on 
the other hand, are incliiied to rely 
more entirely on their remaining nat­
ural limb. This is regarded as dis­
appointing. The remedy seems to be 
an even more widespread system of 
instruction in the use of the artificial 
arm, and encouragement to the men to 
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mission to membership of the Institu­
tion of Naval Architects for the first 
time in its history. Each of them lias 
received a technical training, aqd has 
already been engaged in work con­
nected with shipbuilding. The Coun­
cil of the Institution is taking the 
views of members on tho question, 
because under the existing rules wo­
men are not admissable, and, in addi­
tion, for the reason that the consent of 
the Privy Council Is required for the 
necessary alteration of the constitu­
tion.
