GERMANY’S SEVENTH LOAN

The campaign for*Germany’s sev-
enth war loan-‘opened at the Reichs-
bank on September 19 and will close
on October 18. The government pro-
claims in many advertiséments that
“We “can, must and shall. succeed,
else we encourage England to go on
fighting.” ~ The Krupps have sub-
scribed for 50,000,000 marks, but sub-
scriptions are sought mostly among
Ind- owners  and farmers, who are
supposed to have ready cash. Banks
and insurance companies offer in-
ducements to investors of 100 marks,
10 per cent cash and the remainder
by installments running in some cases
for twenty years! The mustard seed
would shrivel beside the disciplined
German - faith. Abuse of President
Wilson is a feature of the placards.
Recent advices from persons not
of German nationality who are con-
sidered to bde familiar with actual
financial conditions within that sorely
misgoverned empire have lately re-
marked upon the imminency of this
latest 1loan, saying that it would
probably prove to be the last burden
which would precipitate the general
conditions of bankruptcy which can
scarcely be concealed much longer
from Germans in Germany. Out-
siders have considered Germany bank-
rupt for a year past; the “pyramid-
ing’ of hypothecations” is likely to
topple at any moment.

JUSTICE FOR SWEDEN

Sweden, or rather the Swedish gov-
ernment, has been the secret ally of
Germany since the beginning of the
war. Its co-operation has been two-
fold. It has acted as an adjunct to
the world-wide spy system maintained
by the Berlin foreign office and it
has been the medium of transfer for
millions of tons of food and military
supplies from meutral and even allied
territory to needy ‘Germany.

Now retribution has overtaken
those guilty of this treachery. The
United States has put an embargo
on cipher cable dispatches, wheat,
metals and other war supplies. Eng-
land supplements the United States
action with a proclamation forbid-
ding the transmission to Sweden,
Norway, Denmark and the Nether-
lands of all' commodities except
printed matter, an ironic touch which
must make the penal measure all the
harder to bear.,

The blow will be a deadly one to
Germany. Of course, it will not
cause starvation in Sweden. It will
simply compel the Swedes to keep
their foodstuffs at home. Germany
will incur the resuulting privation,
but the only Swedes t@ suffer will
be the profiteers, for whom ndbody
has any sympathy, and the pro-Ger-
man king and queen and court, who
deserve, in fact, the fate of the czar
for their toadyism to Germany and
their treachery to the Swedish people
and the allies.

DRAFTED MEN WILL
START SERVICE ON
DECEMBER TENTH

But Must Rego—r—t for Service
or Claim Exemption by
November 10

Ottawa, Oct. 9.—The first men draft-
ed under the Military Service Act will
not actually be called to the colors till
December 10. The date has been fixed
to place all men called on an absolute
basis of equality. By then all exemp-
tion tribunals 'must have their work

completed, and the man who applies
for exemption will thus gain no time
as compared with the man who reports
for service without making any such
dlaim. There will be no possibility of
claiming exemption for the purpose of
delay.

‘The proclamation which will be pub-
lished broadcast on Saturday calling
out the first class of men provides
tha't: Z

Bvery man within the class called
out must either report for service or
claim exemption on or before Novem-
ber 10.

Exemption tribunals will begin their
work on November 8 and must com-
plete it by December 10, which is the
earliest date on which any man will
actually be called to the colors.

Published With Proclamation
Regulations which will be published
conourrently with the proglamation
contain some stringent provigions. Se-
vere penalties are provided (tor bribery
or attempted@ bribery. Any person
found guilty of attempti o bribe any
member of an exemgption tribunal,
medical board or military representa-
tive 'will be liable to a term of impris-
onment- not exceeding five years and
not less than one year. Imprisonment
only is provided. There is no fine. ’
There are also regulations of speci
importance to employers. In certain
quarters the fear has been expressed
that an unscrupulous employer might
attempt to take advantage of the act
to bring down wages, or as similarly,
an employe might offer to work for
less wages—conditionally on the em-
ployer claiming exemption for the man.
In the regulations any such action will
be an offense punishable by a fine not
exceeding $1,000 nor less than $100 or
imprisonment not to exceed six months,
Any employer who enters into any
agreement with an employe providing
for any reduction of an employe’'s sal-
ary or wages, or for the alteration of
any condition of employment in consid-
eration of the employer exercising or
refraining from exercasing his right to
claim exemption from military service
on behalf of an employe will be guilty
of an offence punishable as indicated.

Penalties are also provided for the
employer who knowingly retains in his
employment any mah. in the class called
wp who hasg mot, on or before Novem-
ber 10, either reported for service or
claimed exemption.

I have four brothers at the
frent, I guess they are finishing their
education there. The work'ng man
sacrifices his all, and risks his life to
protect our country, and in so doing,
he protectg the rich and their wealth,
for which he receives 'the fabulous
sum of $1.10 a day. How are the
private soldiers’ dependents eéxpected
to exist at the présent time with the
high cost of living? Are there mnot
some grafters at the -bottom of it,
who have been piling up their millions
during ithis war, bileeding the poor
helpless people, widows and orphans
of the men who have given their lives
to protect our country from the
enemy? Can a lowdown Hun be as bad
as the grafter who is making his
money out of the blood of his fellow
beings? Why not take his millions
and glve them back to whom they be-
long? Why should it be that the man
who risks the most, receives the least
pay?

Is Mr. R. B. Bennett working for
$1.10 a day? Is he willing to risk
his life doing his bit in the trenches
with the other men? It's up to the
single men first, one as muc¢h as the
other. Are there not some returned
veterans who are capable of handling
his job for a while to give him the
glorious chance of fighting for his
king and country?

Many women have both husband and
boys at the front, and many women
have 'been left with several youngsters.

I am a single girl, but under-
stand a little of what .it costs to live
these days, and where there are
youngsters there must be extras in
the way of clothing and boots each
week, and very often doctors’ bills,
etc., but still she must economize.
What about the mamy - women who
have their joy rides dmily in their
swell cars, using up the gasoline? Is
it not through the use of gasoline that
many thousands of our boys’ lives are
able to be saved? The country meeds
the gasoline that is wasted daily on
Joy rides. Wives and mothers of sol-
diers, you will never get justice by
sitting walting for it! Get out and
fight for it!
