The Wrecker of the Farmers bank Out 
on $30,000 Bail

Toronto, May 13—Ur. William 
Beattie Nesbitt is back once more. 
Early Sunday morning while the 
good folk of his home oily still slept, 
the doctor was rushed from the off­
side of a Grand Trunk train at 
North'Parkdulu station, down the 
winding stone steps into the sub­
way. A taxi picked him and his 
police escort up, and in a few min­
utes he v\as off on a roundabout 
way to the jail. There in the big, 
gloomy building b *mlo the Don lie 
is waiting, an unwilling guest, lor 
his tiret appearance in a Canadian 
Court of Justice. A stone’s throw 
away from him is W. It. Travers, 
the man who stood by him in the 
tr, ubied operations of the Farmers 
Bank, and who is now paying with 
years of his life for the wrecking 
of that ill-fated institution.

The return of the exile came with 
dramatic suddenness, rivaling in 
interest the circumstances sur­
rounding his harried flight before 
the arm of the law, eighteen 
months ago, when ho made his 
cHoaixi by driving from his Muskoka 
home over the frozen lake. Satur­
day morning the people of Toronto 
were reading of habeas corpus pro­
ceeding in the Chicago courts, were 
noting interviews with Nesbitt’s 
Chicago counsel, in which ho spoke 
of a surprise that was on the way. 
The ‘surprise” arrived but not the 
one the counsel expected. Early 
Saturday afternoon a wire reached 
Toronto declaring that the ex-bank 
manager hud been spirited away 
from Chicago without being given 
<i chance tu consult his legal ad­
visers and was well out of the state 
of Illinois before his friends were 
a are that he had been removed 
from th«- ( tiiica go jail. His entry ft) 
Toronto' was as quietly curried out, 
and a dozen newspaper men, with a 
few press photographers us aides, 
went mi a wild-goose chase, from 
nort h Park dale Station to t lie Union 
Station, while the prisoner and Pro­
vincial detect i ve Bovd rolled swiftly 
off from Parkdale.

Dr. Nesbitt appeared in the police 
court for a lew minutes tills morn 
mg and was allowed his liberty on 
$15 000 bail. His bondsmen are 
Wallace N'-shift, K.C , and Dr. 
Walter McKeown, each going his 
sur tv to the amount of $7,500 
each.

A Teacher of Health.
Ontario s health exhibition is trav­

eling around the province now, with 
additions and elaborations. The man 
who put th is idea into effect in On­
tario is Dr. J. W. 8. McCullough, 
Provincial Health Officer, and if you 
call at hie office in the Parliament 
Buildings you will find the walls of 
his room lined with various new ob­
ject lessons in health ready to be add­
ed to the traveling exhibit.

The car containing this exhibit i§ 
visiting every city and town in the 
province. It is not taken to a place, 
run on a siding for a few hours, and 
tl . taken away again. A hall is 
hired, the exhibit is attractively set 
up. and a number of local doctors are 
asked to help in explaining the urg­
ent need of sanitation, pu ) water and 
n k, and methods for preventing the 
spread of dangerous infection. Moving 
pictures are also shown to emphasize 
these lessons. Sometimes the health 
exhibit remains in one of the larger 
towns for four or five days, and is 
viewed by thousands of people

Dr. McCullough is greatly interested 
in this work. It may, indeed, be said 
to he his hobby ; for every energetic 
head of a branch of the public ser­
vice has a hobby of some kind. He 
says it has been particularly useful 
in showing the public that tuberculosis 
is no lunger considered a disease 
which cannot he combated, hut that 
if given early treatment i can often 
be conquered.
