Many Canadian Knights Templar
regret to hear of the death after a
illness of Gen. Eugene Robinson, of De-
troit, which occurred on Thursday nigh!.
Gen. Robinson's career as a Mason is well
and favorably known throughout the lani.
On  December 5, 1864, he joined Umiun
Lodge of Strict Observance, No. 3, and
he became a Royal Arch Mason on Jan-
vary 20, 1869, having joined
Chapter, No. 16. ~Shortly after this
became a Knight Templar, joining Detroit
Commandery, No. 1, May 21, 1869, and on
March 1, 1872, he was elected captain-
general of the commandery, succeeding k.
l. Gartfield. It was under Gen. RObinson
that Detroit Commandery gained natiounal
fame and won laurel after laurel fordrul-
ing,and he continued to Lhold the command
antil 1892, Gen. Robinson was still hoa-
orary captain-general of the commandery
at the time of his death. His splendid
work in the commandery led to recogni-
tion by the Knights Templar of the state,
and for years he was grand captain-gen-
eral of the Grand Commandery of the
State of Michigan. On March 10, 1880,
he was made a member of the Micdchigan
Sovereign  Consistory, and joined the
Mystic Shrine about four years later. 'T'he
very happy presentation during the Mas-
onie Temple cornerstone laying at De-
troit by Wt Jernard  Commandery,
Jhicago, shows how highly he was es
teemed by others than those in Michigan,
that celebrated commandery having elect-
ed him an honorary member of the
COTpSs.
