Naval 8 y Issues Instructi
for the Removal of the Body
to Sweden.

WisHiNeToN Crry, Aug. 18.—The act-
ing secretary of the navy fo-day sent the
following instructions to the command-
ant of the nayy yard at New York:—

Upon the m of the embarkati
of the remains of Captain Ericsson it is
the desire of the President to give a

‘Solemn éxpressiom to the eordial and

fraternal feeling that the United States
has with the kindred people of the parent
source of a large body 'of our most valued
citizens, of whom the late inventor, a
Scandinavian by birth and an Aperican
by adoption, was a most illustrious ex-
ample.  In recognition of this fegling and
of the debt we owe to Sweden for the
gift'of Ericsson, whose genius rendered
us the highest service in' a moment of
grave peril and anxiety, it is directed
that at this other moment, when we give
back his body tohis native, country, the
flag of Sweden shall be- saluted by the
squadron. The department  therefore
issues the following instructions: The
colors of the squadron will be at half-
mast, dhring the embarkation. Minute
guns will be fired from the monitor Nan-
tucket during the passage of the body
from the shore to the Baltimore. As the
Baltimore gets under way and passes the
vessels of the squudson each veasel will
‘masthesd her colors and display the
Swedish ensign and fire a national sala

'of twenty-one guns;  The Baltimore will

immediately proceed to sea.

CAN CANADA BE CAPTURED?

An Opinion That the Task is a Very
Difficult One. 2

A correspondent of the Boston Globe
writes :—*“ T notice in the Globe of 25th
ult. some remarks pertaining to the cap-
ture of Canada if the United States and
England should go to war. Now, if our
army officer who gave vent to the above
mentioned remarks had weighed his
words, perhaps the taking of Canada
wonld not seem 80 easy as it did. Let us
look back to the years of 1812 and 1815
and see what part of Canada we took then.
‘We find such_ battles as Lundy’s Lane,
Queenstown Heights and 'other numerous
and hard fought days in which the Cana-
dian forces were equal if not superior to
ours, and at the close of the war we did
not have in our possession enough of Can-
ada to buill a respectable city on. They
managed t0 make that heading unaided
by England, who had as much as ‘she
could do to keep Napoleon in check, and
could comsequently give her colony no
material aid. Now, if the United States
and England'went to war, what a- differ-
ent footing Canada would be on. By the
time Mr. Blaine and President Harrison
had made up their minds what to do,Eng-
gland would have out of her 280 war ships
a sufficient squadron to down all the op-

ry. - The “eloa
o fear of bloodshed keep the

‘position on the great lakes and to ! stroy
‘Chicago, Oswego, Buffalo,

Detre’ | Mil-
wankee and other numerous and iiipovh-
ant cities, which are of almost priceless
importance to the United States. It may
sound odd to say that Canada, nided by a
good squadron on the great lakes, could
hold her own against the Unifed States,
but such would be the fact if hostilities
were engaged in. . She has advantages for
aggressive measures which we have not.
1If we wanted a_ fleet of any
account on the great lakes it
would take some time to build it.
Before we could have one ship properly
under way the Canadians could “have a
fleet transported from the Atlantic by the
way of the St. Lawrence and canals whol-
ly through Canadian territory to their
destination, These are facts which should
not be passed over too lightly. We have
a populous and wealthy territory border-
ing on the lakes almost unprotected from
a neighbor with whom we have been at
war and may some time in the future be
at war with again.. Canada may be taken,
but she would ' inflict beiore being taken
as would make the gain to
the United States small indeed.”
