Brief Cerenionies at the Enthron-
ing of Bishgp Christie at the
Cathedral Yesterday.

R ception Tendered by the Mem-
bers of the Congregation and
Citizens Last Evening.

The ceremonies in connection with the
induction of Right Rev. Alexande¥ Chris-
tie, as Bishop of the Episcopal See of
Vancouver, were made as brief as pos-
sible yesterday on account of the ser-
ious illness of His Lordship. ' Bishop
Christie was taken ill on the trip across
the continent and since his arrival on
the Coast has been under the doctor’s
care. He went to New Westminster for
.a short rest, remaiuipg there for two
days as a guest of Bishop Dantonyille.
This rest improved his health slightly,
but he was still very ill when he insisted
upon continuing' his trip to Tacoma,
where he had arranged to meet Arch-
bishop Gross, and the delegation from

"ietorid.

\Ju company with the archbishop and
the Victoria delegation Bishop Christie
a;rived from Tacoma on the steamer
City of Kingston early yesterday morn-
ing. They were met by the clergy of
the diocese and a committee of the con-
grogation and driven to the Bishop’s
Puaiace, where the Bishop received a
very warm welcome. 'The front of the
pulace was very prettily decorated with
Dritish and American flags, bunting,
Chinese lanterns and flowers. Over the
door in large letters was the single word
“Welcome,” expressive of so much to
one coming to a strange place to make
his home.

It was the desire of Df. O. M. Jones,
who was® summoned to attead Bishop
Christie, that the ceremonies and re-
ception aranged for yesterday, should
be postponed, but rather than disap-
puint the large congregation that had
gathered at the Cathedral the Bishop

decided that he would go through the
ceremony of induction.

At 10 yesterday morning, therefore,
be was driven to the cathedral in com-
pany with Archbishop Gross and their
chaplains. At the entrance they were

.met by the priests of the diocese and

visiting clergy, and after the Archbishop
and Bishop had donned their full can-
onical robes, a procession was formed
and the clergy proceeded to the Bishop’s
throne, chanting the Te Deum, Bishop
Christie was then formally enthroned,
and after a short prayer by Rev, Father
Nicolaye, Rev. Father Althoff read the
decree, first in Latin and then in English,
“authorizing Rev. Alexander Christie’s
consecration to the episcopacy.” A
trenslation of the decree follows:

To the Rev. Alexander Christie, Priest of
the Archdiocese of St. Paul:

Beloved Son, Health and Apostolic Bless-
ing,—The office of the Apostolate, notwith-
standing our unworthiness, has been en-
trusted to us from on High; in virtue of
which office, under God's Providence, we
preside in the government of all churches.
As we ever strive, with the help of the
Lord, to fulfil that trust usefully, we grow
snxious when appointing others to the di-
rection of these churches. We are careful
to select and place over: them s pastors
men who will build up the people confided
to their care, who will be models to them
by  their example of righteous living, and
who will be able, with Divine assis
to rule safely ard govern in ge
cburches entrusted io them.

‘ment in this matter made by any other

authority whatsoever. - Since the Episeopal

See of Vancouver, over which the deceased
John N. Lemmens, its beloved Bishop,
ruled, is destitute of episcopal care, we pro-
vide for the ruling of this See, wherein no
cne disregarding our authority may thrust
himself, being excluded by the above-men-
tionedl reservation and decree. Urged by
fatherly solicitude, we have taken counsel

spiritual, trusting in Him from whom all
graces come that you will fulfil the office to
the glory of God and the salvation of souls.
We grant yeu. moreover, the privilege to
be consecrated hy any Catholic bishop in
communion and favor with the Apostolic
See, assisted therein by two other bishops;
cr if there be inconvenience, assisted by
two priests in clerical dignity. and in com-
‘Tunjon and favor with the Apostolic See.
‘We hereby give authority to the bishop
chosen for your consecration to receive
your profession of faith and the customary
vath of fidelity in our name, and that of
the Holy Roman -Catholic church.

Given in Rome, at St. Peter’s, under the
Fisherman’s Seal, this 26th day of March,
1898, the 21st year of our pontificate,

Dear Mr. Laing,—I send you, in -tabular
form, the marks which I have awarded to
the poys of the threec upper forms, in the
subjeets in which I have examined them.
The papers have. been marked with great
care and with a strictness which may have,
in some cases, erred on the side of severity.
You may take it for granted that every
paper is fully worth the marks awarded to
it. It is satisfactory to note that the ele-
mentary subjects all seem to be thoroughly
mastered. Writing, taken as a whkole, is
extremely good. Dictation is about the
best I every saw. Composition, also, is
good. Grammar is good throughout, no
less than six boys having over 70 per cent.
History .and geographys®are also above the
average, but English literature is weak.
In Latin some very good papers were sent
i, and the younger boys show signs of
good grounding. French, too, produced
some good answers, but I conld have judged
this subject better, and no doubt should
have found occasion to award higher marks,
had I been able to find time for. a vyiva
vece examination.

The examination, on the whole, must be
pronounced satisfactory, and, se far as my
part in it.is coucerned, it Las been con-
ducted with a severity fully equal to that
exercised in the provincial teachers’ exam-
ination. Judged by that standard, there
are very few failures, the pereentages in
nearly every case being sufficient to entitle
the boys te high grades of certificates.

THE PRINCE OF WALES.

The Particulars in Regard to His Re-
cent Injury.

“In consequence of the widespread in-
terest taken, and the sympathy for His
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales
in his recent unfortunate mishap, His
Royal Highness, with characteristic con-
sideration for the wishes of those who
desire authentic information as to the
nature of the injury, has sanctioned the
following  statement: On Monday
morning, July 18, while coming down
the spiral staricase at Waddesdon Manor
he missed his footing and in the sudden
severe effort made to save himself from
falling sustained a fracture of the left
patella. On examination it was found
that he line of fracture was nearly trans-
verse and close to the upper margin of
the patella. About one-fifth of the bone,
somewhat crescentic in shape, was torn
away, along with the tendinous insertion
of the quadriceps extensor, and the gap
between the fragments amounted to a
little more than two inches.  The joint
was destended with blood. Means were
adopted to immobilize the limb, bring
down the upper fragment, and to prevent
tilting., This has proved so far successful
that on examination to-day it was found
that the interval between ‘the fragments
was greatly diminished, not being now
more than a quarter of an inch, and the
effusion .in the joint is lessened consid-
patient. The eondition of the illustrious
patient is in other respects most satis-
factory, and he is bearing the enforeced
restraint with exemplary patience and
good temper.

“VICTORIA.”

To the Editor: 1In yoursissue:of ‘the
Srd inst. ‘you invite correspondence ‘upon
the subject, “What ran be done td-'i)riug
about prosperity in Victoria,” and before
making any suggestions, would like to
avail myself the privilege of occupying
a few lines in your valuable paper. You
are wise in intimating that all corres-
pondence be upon non-political or per-
sonal lines. This is -as it should be;
for anything' that .may be done in. the
interests of Vietoria should Le the out-
come of an enthusiastic desire of the
whole population irrespective of party
politics, social standing or creed. It has
been mournful to witness the suicidal
action of Victoria during the last few
years in placing itself in the hands of
incapable government, but let the past
be  forgotten, and let Victorians be

aroused to concerted action regarding
their city’s future prosperity.

I have had the pleasure of spending
the last few days in Vancouver and it
seems toc me that if the whole city of
Victoria could turn out uponr some ex-
cursion to the terminal city of British:
Columbia that they would see many an
object lesson. Is it ten years or less
since the first city of Vancouver was
ruthlessly laid in ruins by the great
conflagration? Whatever the time may
be since the pioneers of Vancouver saw
all that they possessed in the world
swept away by that memorable fire," no
one can look to-day upon the present
substantial looking city without ac-
knowledging the commendable enter-
prise, which has produced from the ashes
of the past one of the finest cities in
the Dominion of Canada. TUnmistakable
prosperity meets one at every turn, and
whatever may be the difference of opin-
ion regarding the future of Victoria there
can be no difference of opinion in re-
gard to the future of Vancouver. It
may have its dull times, its business man
may be put upon their mettle; but a city
in which eight chartered banks of Cana-
da locate to do business, all of which
have taken, or are taking steps to erect
valuable properties, together with other
large financial institutions cannot but
have a most enviable future before it.
Its appearance is that of a well-gov-
erened city, where foresight and emergy
has been displayed in mdking a fair city
from the forests of a few.years since;
everybody in Vancouver is for Vancou-
ver, and everyone has the established
belief that Vancouver is destined to be
one of the largest and most, prosperous
cities on the Pacificc On every hand
the streets are being improved, perman-
ent roads are being laid, houses of a
first-class order are being erected for
the well-to-do citizens, and wherever you
20 you witness scenes of unsual prosper-
ity. It must be admitted that Vancou-
ver has many advantages, but the Vg_n-
couverites (unlike the people of Vie-
toria) have made the most of them,
for: with .keen businessinstipcts’ they
Isve seensthe possible greatness ofstheir
city and ‘the people have sought”the
good of one another, by considering the
general welfare of the city in support-
ing any business-like proposition emin-
ating from the City Counci}._ I could
say much about Vancouver; its sociai
life, its warm reception to new-comers,
and of its intense loyalty, and I may
add that Vancouver feels no hatred to-
wards the people of Victoria, but many
spoke to me regarding the future of our
own city, all admitting ‘its superb situa-
ation as a residential city, m;d the pos-
sibility of its becoming a great resort,
not only for the people of the Pacific
coast, but for those who live months
upon the prairies of the Northwest and
Manitoba. )

And now, Mr, Editor, I am confidenl
that if Victorians will only pull together
for the common good as Vancouver has
done, that there‘is a great future for
the capital city. 'What city is there on
the coast that will surpass Victoria for
situation, beautifully located, amid beau-
tiful environments, this Queen City
should become the haven of rest for the
tired out business man fram all parts
of the country west of Winnipeg; a place
of unusual attraction to the tourist and
summer -¥isitor, = whilst on the other
hand, hundreds of fortunate iinvestors in
the province _ should «find permanent
homes. Of course nothing can be done
to improve the c¢ity, without expenditure
of money.

Mr. Editor, I would suggest that am-
ong other things the following should
receive thoughtful consideration:

(1) That immediate steps be taken to
improve+our streets, not by trying one
thing and another, but by determining
upon some course of action; and then
thoroughly carrying it out. (2) That in
order to improve the condition of our
a “by-law be put into force,
which shall compel property owners or
their agents to keep their property fac-
ing the streets in good condition; and to
fine any person who shall throw rub-
bish upon the streets. (3] That the
“Local Improvement Act” be put into
force, (a) so that the city shall not be
called upon to pay all expenses conneci-
ed with the imiprovements; (b) that the
City Council be empowered to order the
removal of any building which is an
eye-sore to our business thoroughfares
by fairly compensating the owners, who
on the other hand, shall be requested to
erect business property, or to sell at a
fair valuation to the city, that the city
may be able to carry on the work of
general improvement. (4) That the city
take immediate steps in opening up nego-
tiation with one or more of the large
railway companies, making liberal offers
so that this may become a terminal city.
(5) That Mr. Sorby’s scheme for re-
claiming of the James Bay flais and the
grand harbor scheme he has so masterly
conceived, shall be seriously considered
by the city, so that we may not on}y
have a railwdy terminus, but such dock-
ing provisions as to admit _t!;e entrance
of the largest craft to the inner harbor.
Mr. Sorby’s scheme cannot b too hign-
ly recommended, for if catricd out the
city front would be so transformed as
to be the admiration of all. (6) The Bo:}}-d,
of Trade should seek to obtain: for Vie-
toria all the advantages enjoyed by Van-
couver, in the way of trexghl.'nn-l the
general handling of goods. (7; That the
city provide pure water, so that Vietoria
may be known as the bealthiest spol .on
the coast.. ' WA i

It really is distressing, Mr. Editor, to
anyone having the welfare of .the CI\Y;at»
heart, to know of the:shameful waste' of

which will never be a suceess, and ‘all

the more disgustiamg is it when it is con-
sidered that witlin the last few years
¥ictoria .could have’purchased tlie water
Supply, as served #o its wesfern subush,
but for the mean personaliiies that pre-
vented the city taking the service over,
simply that a few folks knew that a few
other folks would make a little ¢ash, s.
the measure was defeated and we ure
still struggling with the slime of Buaver
Lake.

ISLAND RAILWAYS.

To the Editor:—British Columbia is
prosperous, Victoria is eapital and H. M.
naval station is prospering, but she must
march with the times or lag behind
other rising ecities. Situated at thg
eogthern end of the country she requires
quick, cheap; pleasant and certain com-
munication with all its parts, at present
the maritime portions in particular, not
only’ for the promotion’of settlement and
trade but also for easy access to the
mines, not only those on the Island, of
which there are many excellent ones, but
also for those to the north—mines that
are now only in their infancy and others
yet unborn but yet certainly visible:
These infant industries must be taught
to walk to Victoria: now and so instins-
tively almost to migrate to this city In
future. To effect this desideratum a
light railway from Viectoria to and along
the West Coast of the Island to its
northern end would be in a great mea-
sure effectual. Of its practicability there
can be but little deubt. This railway
would bring the now so distant West
Coast close to our doors and afford a
rapid means of communication theraeto
for many, some painful, reasons so abso-
Intely necessary. Giren a railway to
the north end of the Island by the west
side 2 length about three hundred miles
and a postal communication thence to
other places such as Port Simpson, Sti-
kine, Kittimat, Bella Bella and even
Queen Charlotte islands, the shipping
and passenger interests’ would rapidly
grow and flourish and a big trade en-
sue, having its emporium in Victoria. It
is. of no use attempting to build a frac-
tion of a railway; the whole must be
completed from beginning to end. Fur-
thermore to achieve this; great and im-
portant object the public must be ener-
getic and self-reliant—the road ecannot
be conmstructed of words, neither will
greater prosperity ensme by simply ecall-
ing on Jove for assistance. Providence
helps those industries. who help them-
selves. True it is that British Columbia
is a wonderfully rich country, but equ-
ally true it is that there are but very few
even moderately rich people therein, in
many cases their means having been
used in developing mines and other in-
dustries, whose profitable returns have
not arrived yet, and other causes which
may be referred to some day hereafter.
Anyhow, just now the essential fillip re-
quired is a railway from Victoria to the
‘West Coast and thence onwards to the
north end of the Island—by the West
Coast and no other—will the public unite
to get their means of progress and rapid
rejuvination or become old and progress

downward.

THE WATERWORKS.

To the Editor:—As a ratepayer of the
city of Victoria and gne interested in
the welfare of our fair city, I naturally
view with. regret the apparent deadlock
existing between His Worship the Mayor
and his council ever the question of al-
lowing water to enter the incomplete
filter beds. Desiring to. be informed of
the faets in comnection with this matter
I communicated with the city engineer,
whose reply ‘is herewith submitted:

In compliance with your 'request to
furaish you with a statement of the
facts as regards the position relative to
the question of turning water into the
reservoir in its present condition, I beg
to state that on the 8th of June I. re-
ceived a communication from His' Wor-
ship the Mayor, of which the following

is a copy:
“June 7,'1898.
“E. A. Wilmot, City Engineer.

“Dear Sir:—With this I enclose a copy
of a resolution passed by the munieipal
council last evening re turning filtered
water into the reseryoir in.its present
condition and supplying the city there-
from.

‘“You will please report to me in writ-
ing as to the advisability of carrying out
the project stated in the resolution, the
cost of making the necessary connections
for the same, and the probable results
as to the effect it would have upon the
iltered water, and upon the reservoir
itself.”

I reported on the following day stating
my views on the matter, which report
has .been published and expresses the
views 1 then held and still entertain.
The statement, which I .am informed has
been made, that the tenor of my report
was influenced by the views entertained
by His Worship is absolutely false. 1
resent the imputation of stutifying my-
self by prostituting my professional posi-
tion to perform the part of a time server.

My report is based solely on my own
convictions, derived 'frem personal ex-
perience and knowledge of the general
practice adopted © by engineers under
similar eircumstances. As a matter of
fact I did not see nor hear any consulta-
tion whatever with His Worship from
the time of the passage of the resolu-
tion referred to until after I had sent
in my report. In so far as I am' eon-
cerned the whole matter in a nut shell is
simly this: 1 was ‘instructed in my
official capacity to report on a certain
matter and I did so to the best of my
judgment.

A RAILWAY TO KLONDIKE.

To the Editor: Once more I would like
to put the guestion—what is being done to
further this pro;eet ? And, so far as any
cne in this province is informed, I may an-
gwer by saying—nothing. The provinecial
government and the legislature have done
their part; we are waiting on the Domin-
ion government, who seem' never to have
realized the importance of the question.
At present the great bulk of the goods go
ty the Yukon, a route which would be cost-
ly if - goods were carried free, By the
Stickine railway, freight rates would be no
higher than by other railways in British
Columbia. The remainder of the journey
is by waters, open to all, on which; there-
fore, there can be all the competition
wanted. By that route, goods leaving late
in October could be got down the Hootalin-
cua this season, boats having gone down
late in November last year. Goods-leaving
San Francisco this week, as they are by
the Portland—can have little chance of
reaching Dawson City till July next year.
Steamers may start with them from St.
Michael, as they did last year, on Septem-
ber 3rd. only to be frozen in in the Arctic
cirele till July.

Many who object to everything: without
enquiry, say they will have a railway to
the coast or nothing. Goods by railway
from the coast in November would be stop-
ped by ice in the Hootalinqua or any of the
lakes as soon as by the Stickine. If an
all-rail route and an all-the-year route is
wanted, the rails must be laid to Dawson
City. No cne dare propose an expenditure
sufficinet to put in such a road at present,
though it may come; but the Stickine
route will  serve very well for the first
vear. Put in that railway, and the trade
of the Klondike must go by it. Victoria
and Vancouver merchHants must do a large
portion of it; the American companies must
establish branches here, and our cities be
transformed from the small places they
are to important business centres. I ecan-
not understand the compiacency with
which British Columbia stands by and sees
the neglect of the important trade route by
the Dominion government.

Leonard Craig, who for several
months past has been employed in the
provincial government offices in this city,
will seek more congenial employment
next week at teller in the local branch
of the Merchants’ Bank of Halifax. Mr.
Craig was for several years connected
with the Nelson branch of the Bank of
Montreal, and Nelson’s youngest bank
is fortunate in securing a teller so well
posted upon Kootenay business as he is.
* Joseph Perdue was fined $25 by mag-
istrate Crease on Monday, for carrying
concealed weapons. Perdue was under
in impression that so long as he had
%20 in his pocket he could carry a re-
volver. This rule does not apply in Nel-
son. The amount of money the offender
has in his pocket may affect the amount
of the penalty imposed, but does not
wipe out the offense. —Tribune.

Ymir Miner: There are at present
eight or ten properties working in the
vicinity of Ymir and a good number of
them will put in machinery the summer
and fall. There are at present two con-
centrators and three stamp mills under
construction, all of whom will be com-
pleted within the  next few months.
From present indications the coming
fall will see Ymir a very lively camp.
Although we have experienced some dull
times during the past few months, there
is no reason why we will not see good
times in Ymir yet. With several hun-
dred men working, as there will be
within the next sixty or ninety days,
Ymir will have a pay roll second to no
camp in British Columbia. There are
at present 200 men working on the dif-
ferent properties around Ymir, and plac-
ing the wages of these men at $3.50 a
day, the regular miners’ wages, this
would at present give Ymir a pay roll of
$21,000 per month.

CROW’S NEST RAILWAY.

Contractor Haney is pushing work on
the Crow’s Nest road. The track is
laid within & sixten miles of Wardner.
From MacLeod to Bull Head a regular
train is run three times a week, and
passengers can travel in comparative
conifort that far. To DBull Head the
track is in good shape, and the trains
invariably make their time. From Bull
Head to Coal Creek, now called Fernie,
where the extensive coal mines are lo-
cated, is probably the most interesting
part of the trip. It is between these
points that the celebrated loop is }ocnt-
ed. This loop i€ a nice piece of engineer-
ing, the line dropping several hundred
feet ‘from the mountain side into the
valley’ in the form of a letter 8. The
track around the'loop is not in extra good
shape yet, though large gangs of men
are eonstantly employed lifting, surfac-
