Hopes to Secure Monetary Re-
form From Next Congress
—Iintentions in  Regard to

* Fall Campaign

BEVERLEY, Maes., July 13.—In  ad-
dition to his interest in the work of
the tariff commission, President Taft
is giving considerable thought 'to the
forthcoming report by the monetary
commission, which it is expected will
recommended sweeping changes in the
monetary system to congress. It is not
unlikely that the president will refer
to the work of this commission in his
next message to cofigress, though it is
doubtful that the report will be ready
for consideration until a year from De-
cember.
<. Af the ‘next congress Is republican,
the: president will make an effort to
get a monetary reform bill through.

The president is also mapping out a
line of work for the economy commis-
sion, to be composed of department
chiefs. at Washington. This commis-
slon-1s expected to work a complete re-
form in .the methods of transacting
government business at  Washington.
The $100,000' appropriation for the com-
‘mission is to be spent entirely in pay-
ing “expérts  to ' study departmental
methods and report on various schemes
for a more economical administration
«of affairs. i

It was authoritatively announced to-
day, in view of the various stories that
are going the rounds, that President
Taft's participation in ‘the campaign
this fall will be wholy of a' general
character. - 'Whatever the president may
have to say in: pelitics will” have ‘to ‘do
with the wdrk of the last dongress, and
in proclaiming the fact that to his way
of thinking the Republican representa-
tives placed in power two years ago
have carried out the party platform,
The president ‘will attempt to rule no
one out of party, neither will he have
any candidate for any office, Personal
friendship for William Loeb, Jr., col-
lector of the port of New York, led the
president in a friendly way te suggest
‘to him that he would make a good
candidate for governor of the State of
New: York this fall. But the nomina-
tion is not in his giving, and he has
repeatedly stated that it was not his in-
tention to interfere *in the affairs of
any state,

show to be held at Vancouver during
the first week in November will prove
a revelation of the possibilities of the
fruit ‘industry in British Columbia is
the opinion of Mr..Maxwell Smith, ed-
itor of the Fruit Magazine and the
manager of the exhibition in question,
who was a visitor to the city yester-
lay.

Mr. Smith talks in the most en-
thusiastic manner , about the. show
which he states will prove the big-
gest advertisement which British Col-
umbia has ever had. In the course of
conversation with the Colonist at the
Empress Hotel he said: “We have
every assurance of being able to pro-
duce the greatest apple show in the
world’s history sduring. the first week
of next November, both in point of ex-
tensive exhibits | in ithe, amount of
prize money ‘awarded. Two of the
largest of the new exhibition build-
ings in Vancouver will be utilized and
these will be. connected by a tem-
porary structure which will practically
bring the entire show under one roof
and give floor space of 100,000 square
feet. i

“We already have promises of ex-
hibits amounting to twenty full car-
loads, and this we expect to Jhave in-
creased so that there will be on ex-
xibit somewhere between a million
and a half and two millions of apples.
Three carloads of this we expeot to
receive from Victoria district in ad-
dition to numerous single box and
plate displays.

“We have so arranged the prize list
as to offer the handsomest awards for
what are now recognized as the stand-
ard commercial varieties. This has
been done with careful consideration
for specialties {h the apple kingdom
produced in the 'different provinces of
the Dominion and the best apple cen-
tres of the United States.

“I have just recently returned from
an extended tour of the Interior of
British Columbia, and like the Victoria
district I find that the apple crop
never looked better at this season of
the year. There is now every indica-
tion that ‘the apple crop will not only
be a Heavy one.but that the quality
will be of a high standard. So that
British Columbia now has her first
opportunity of demonstrating to the
world on'a large scale her capabilities
In the production of the king of fruits.

“That our provincial growers must
leave no stone unturned in putting
their exhibits up in the most attrac-
tive form {s evident when we remem-
ber that they will be competing against
'the famous Gravensteins of ' Nova
Scotla, the Fameuse of Quebec, the
Northern Spy of Ontario, the Grimes
Bolden, Spitzbergen, Yellow Newtown,
Jonathan, and many other fancy va-
rieties from the western States.  But
British. Columbja has the “goods,”
and .the responsibility of not only up-
holding’ her present reputation but ‘of
winning fresh laurels rests entirely
on the skill and care with ‘which the
exhibitors put up their packages for
this exhibition. =

of this ‘exhibition will be of a most
far reaching character. The exhibit-
or8 may be assured of handsome
prices for every bax of frult displayed
owing. to-the fact that the.  leading
lapple <buyera of the American conti-

““The amount of money im hand at
present assures us of sufficlent funds
to carry through this tremendous en-
terprise, provided the Provincial gov-
ernment makes anything like a reason-
able contribution, and this I have
every confidence will be done, par-
ticularly when the. government real-
izes * the. handsome sum which has
been .raised by. private enterprise and
the value of the show to one of the
mast promising industries of this
province of marvelous natural re-
sources.

“We have been fortunate enough- to
Secure as secretary of the first Can-
adian. National Apple Show Mr. L. G.
Monroe, who is one of the best pub-
licity ‘men in the west. ~For the past
‘seven. years. he has been secretary of
the Spokane Chamber of Commerce,
and is thoroughly conversant with all
the details of the great apple show
yearly held at Spokane.”

Mr. Smith left this morning for
Vancouver. In the ¢ourse of the next
few months he expects to make a trip
through the eastern provinces in order
to arouse still further interest in
Canagda’s first national apple show.

FOUGHT FIRE FOR
MANY DAYS AT SEA
Heraic 8truggle of Officers and Crew of

the Freighter 8t. Nicholas When
Bound Here.

Mail advices from San Francisco give
further particulars of the struggle of
the: crew of the British steamer St.
Nicholas, which is inaugurating a
Antwerp-Vancouver freight service;
with fires on board for eight days.
Far off the South American coast 1,300
miles from any land, in topical waters
the erew of the burning ship fought.
There were times it appeared to the
wornout sailors * that ''nething could
save the vessel from ‘destruction. The
lifeboats, provisioned and loaded with
the personal effects of the men, were
Swung on the davitg ready to be low-
ered should the final attempt to quell
the flames fail, but the dauntless
bravery of the crew preévailed.

It is @ifficult to estimate the loss
sustained until' the- holds ‘of ' the
Steamer  are surveyed, but it is be-
leved that fully half of the cargo of
5,000 tons of general merchandise is
totally damaged. : The vessel also sus-
tained considerable damage. In many
places her decks bulge, and her in-
terior is believed to be in bad con-
dition. The St. Nicholas was . laden
with- general cargo for San Francisco,
Portland, Puget Sound ports and Vic-
toria.-and Vancouver.

‘The fire was practically confined to
No. 2 hold, where the bulk of the San
Francisco ‘cargo was stowed. This in-
cludes various classes of ' European
stuff, such as marble, wines, liquors,
coffee, linseed oil, iron, and other
merchandise. Both cargo and vessel,
it is said, are well insured and owners
and shippers will not suffer much loss.
The officers express the belief that
the fire originated from combustion
among rags and oil.

Discover Fire Aniidship,

Sailing from Antwerp on May 3, the
St. Nicholas had an uneventful pas-
sage across the Atlantic and into the
Pacific, through the Straits of Magel-
lan. At 4 o'clock on the morning of
June' '23, when the steamer was in
latitude '14.51 south, longitude 96.59
west, a little south of the Equator,
smoke was discovered pouring from
the .ventilators. Captain_Aitken im~
mediately ordered ‘all hands into ac-
tfon, "The fire was ‘traced to the
shelter deck amidship, where bales of
rags and several hundred bafrels .of
linseed oil were stowed. ‘Soon ‘the
decks began to blister the feet of the
crew, and. it was realized that the
fire below was of a serious nature.

An attempt was made to reach the
seat of the flames thréugh No. 2 hatch
but the dense smoke, which poured in
thick, black pillars from' the ventila-
tors and hatch covers, drove the crew
back. Undaunted by this rebuff, Capt.
Aitken ordered No. 3 hatch opened.
With the uncovering of this hatch
flames shot forth, and it was discov-
ered that the shelter deck was a mass
of seething fire, which it seemed im-
possible to combat.

Officers ars Heroes.

Chlef Officer J. W. Dickinson, Sec-
ond Officer Arthur Marriott and Third
Officer ; Walter Chavener volunteered
to enter the hatch with the hose pass-
ed along by the crew. Their mouths
and nostrils muffled with ‘wet cloths,
the volunteers were alternately lower-
ed down the hatéh. " The hose was
worked forward, inch by, inch, slowly,
a8 one ‘man could not' stand the suf-
focating fumes for more .than ‘a min-
ute or two.. As soon as one manp was
pulled from the depths, to fall limp on
the deck, another took his place, All
day and part of the night the crew
battled with the flames in the ’tween
decks, and after many  hours their
hopes were raised when the flames
no longer glowed in the smoking mass.

The worn-out ‘men turned in, but
their reprieve was brief. At 9 o’clock
the next morning the third officer re-
ported that No. 2 lower hold was afire.
An eight days’ ‘battle with the flames
then -began.

The only . way to reach the lower
hold was, through the shelter deck,
where the piles of burned-out mer-
chandise seemed impassable. - Captain
Altken ordered the men to work, jet-
tisoning this stuff. The hatch was
reopened and two hundred barrels of
linseed ofl were hoisted to the deck.
Fifty of these were thrown overboard
with other merchandise. About two
hundred tons of cargo was dumped
into the ocean.

It was doubtful if this attempt to
stop the fire would be successful, and
in anticipation of abandoning the
burning vessel Captain Aitken 'ordered
the ‘weather lifeboats trailed out
astern.” The lee boats were Swung on
the davits, ready to be lowered. -

All night 'long Second Officer Mar-
riott and Apprentice ‘'William Duggan
and Willlam Chrichton kept watch in
the boats whirling along astern at the
end of the fifteen-fathom  hawaer.
Captain Aitken had figured that if the
attempt to stop the flames failed, the
crew ‘would have to make a dash for
the boats. The sea was alive with
sharks—thousands of them, the men
said. If the vessel was to be aban-
doned the men were to take to the
lee boats, and be picked up by those
in tow.

A passage to No. 2 hold was finally
cleared through the wreckage of the
shelter. deck.. The steam pipes were
connected and steam pumped into the
burning hold.. It was then possible
to fleod the hold. The entire coma
partment was filled with water, - the
volume being 17,000 tons. The.worst
was over, but the battle was not vet
won. It was not until 8
the morning of June 29th that the fire
was reported extinguished. 3

B. C. INDIANS

Rev. A. E. O’'Meara Gives an Explan-
“ ation of His Position

Rev. A. E. O'Meara in conversation
with'a representative of the Colonist,
Spoke as'tollows:

“An editorial article, which appeared
in a recent issue of the Colonist under
‘the heading, “A Dangerous Policy,”
which has veen understood as reterring
to the organized friends of the Indians,
described the policy of those to whom
it referred in these words—the ertort
now being made in certain quarters to
Stir up the Indians to an assertion of
their imaginary title, and expressed the
opinion that such eftort might easily
brove very mischievous "and mignt
lead to bloodshed. Elsewher in the
press I have myself heen criticized as
One stirring up strife,

“These <¢riticismé are not  well-

“These  criticisms * are not well-
opposite. In seeking to deal with the
Indian land question, which can be
shown by official records to have ex-
isted for iforty years, 'and which we
understand to be the causé of the pre-
sent trouble, one object which we have
steadily kept in view has veen to pre-
vent strife and violence, and to secure
that the claims of the Indians shall be
dealt with only by legal and constitu-
tional means, ¥

“During the year 1909, in response to
requests coming from the Indians, ¥
advised and helped them so far as was
possible.

“In September last, acting upon my
advice, the representatives of about
twenty tribes of Indians, in a resolu-
tion adopted at their meeting held in
Vancouver, which was published in the
press, and was circulated among the
Iudians, among other things said:
‘We most earnestly "appeal to every
tribe of Indians througnout the pro-
vince to avoid all resort to forece and
violence in the assertion of their rights
being fully assured that if those’ whom
We represent and others having the
same interest press forward unitedly
and harmoniously, using only legal and
constitutiongl means, tull success will
ultimately crown tHe efforts which are
being put forth.

“In November last, when there was
:da"nxe&lof fighting on.the Skeena, river,

tawa, for the purpose of discussing. this
matter with a view to averting trouble,
and suggested to the degrtment. of In-
dian atfairs that there sent to the
Skeena river Indians a telegram assur-
ing them that steps were being taken
towards having the matter of their
rights submitted: to the judicial com-
mittee of the privy council, and.I-be-
lieve that some such message ‘was sent.
A telegram giving this assurance and
urging that wviolence be avoided was
also-sent by the counsel for the In-
dians to chiefs of the Skeena river.
The reply which came from the chiefs
afforded reason for believing that these
telegrams helped towards averting the
threatened trouble, and it is now ex-
pected- that the Indians of the Skeena
river will join the peaceable Indian
movement, from which on account of
theiri aggressive attitude they had been
holding themselves aloof.

“My own real object in taking part
in the present movement is as far-re-
moved as it could possibly be from the
stirring up of strife. It is mainly he-
cause I am a missionary, and believe
that the present situation involves a
missionary ‘problem of gredt and far-
reaching importance, the. solution of
which will greatly advanée the mis-
sionary cause, that I have undertaken
this work; - ° 3

“I:ean see no reason why a mis-
siondry should not seek to secure full
justice for the Indian tribes, and
thereby to remove a serious obstacle
now standing in the way of missionary
effort among them.

“When, therefore, in addition to ap-
peals coming in various forms from a
number of Indian tribes, I received
from the conference of friends of the
Indians an invitation to continue these
efforts, which was endorsed by the
executive committee of the Indian or-
ganization, I felt fully justified in de-
voting, for a time, my legal training
and missionary experience to the ac-
complishing of the object of that con-
ference, which has been stated by their
committee as follows:

“Those promoting the present move-
ment fully recognize that regarding
many matters connected with the In-
‘dian land. situation in British Colum-
bla there is room for great difference
of opinion.. They purpose taking into
aceount every interest and every point
of view, those of the provingcial gov-
ernment, of the settlers, of the public
in general, and of the missionary
cause, as well as those of the Indians,
and have sét before themselves as the
central object of the movement as
rapidly as possible to reconcile all dif-
ferences and to bring about.a solution
of- the problem,-both just to the In-
dians and advantageous to all other
interests concerned.”

\\and when neisr Roslyn, Liong Island,
less than seven'miles from his second
starting place, tiI\e aeroplane began to
descend rapidly in\ its perilous drop to
the tree tops.

‘When the crowd \gathered - Harmon
was found viewing' the wreck of his
craft. The engine ijlone was undam-
aged. He explained fhat fust before he |
dropped only three cylinders of his en-
gine were working, and he decided to
come down as best he could. He did
not say whether he wwould try again.
