In spite of the oft-repeated cry about the 

declining influence of religion as a social 
force, and the mutual anathemas of self- 
constituted champions Of theology and sci­
ence, we believe that the religions spirit, 
conserving itself, as all other force* do, by 
some change of form,was never more potent 
for good than in the society of to-day.

Very lately large sums of money have 
been sent out of the country for the pur­
pose of converting the heathen of Formosa, 
and that while the religions body mainly 
instrumental in collecting that money, 
urgently needed funds for its own denom­
inational collepe, not to speak of the 
s* ill more pressing claims of more import­
ant, because more broadly humanitarian, 
objects, such as the hospital for sick chil­
dren, the homes for boys and girl*, the 
various schemes for raising and reforming 
the heathen in onr own streets, the terrible 
sins end still more terrible miseries that 
multiply so close to our luxurious civiliza­
tion. It seems doubtful that a nation on a 
lower social plane can be artificially 
raised to a religion which harmonizes with 
the conditions of a race with higher culture, 
more especially to a religion which like 
Protestantism has eliminated all that ob­
jective symbolism in which paganism ceuld 
recognize an element akin to itself. Bat 
if the churches would devote all their efforts 
to a work, most nobly carried out to a cer­
tain extent try many of them, to the sim­
ple gospel of doing good, if they carried 
out the moral doctrines they profess by 
casting out from the chief seat» in their 
synagogues, all whose lives as business 
men or politicians, or in what is ordinarily 
called morality do not correspond with their 
professions, then not even the most hard­
ened agnostic could eo sin against his own 
principles of fair-play for all, at to call the 
pulpit a sham and the church an institu­
tion that had lost its usefulness.

supreme court of the United States, and 
the Chicago Tribune say- that it is the case 
on which by general consent it is understood 
the railroads rest their last hope for a judi­
cial reversal of the doctrine that state legis­
latures may fix maximum rates for the 
transportation of freight and passengers.

The facta are few and brief ; A man 
named Lewis took a seat in the car* on the 
Chicago, Burlington and Quincy Hoad, and 
tendered the conductor 18 cents, that being 
the fare established by the law of Illinois 
for the distance traveled. The conductor 
refused this and demanded 20 cents, that 
sum being the fare prescribed by the 

"company. Payment of the 20 cents 
not being made, Lewis was ex­
pelled by the conductor. Haggles, the 
conductor, was arrested, charged with an 
assault, sad fined therefor. The case was 
appealed, and eventually was decided by 
the Supreme court of Illinois, which 
affirmed the conviction. The conductor 
now carriea the case to the Supreme court 
of the United States, and Attorney-Gen­
eral McCartney appears for the state of 
Illinois.

Though technically the amount in con­
troversy was bnt two cents, the case in­
volves the whole question of the power 
of the state to fix the maximum rate to 
be charged by railway companies for the 
transportation of passengers and freight, 
even where under the charter of the road 
the state has contracted that the company 
may prescribe its own rates.

The state of Illinois pleads its statute of 
1671, by which it established the maximum 
rates for transportation. The railroad com­
pany replies that that statute violates the 
charter of the company, and therefore is in 
conflict with the constitution, which pro­
hibits any legislation impairing tbe obliga­
tion of contracts.

To this the state responds that the act of 
1871 is merely a police regulation, and as 
such its enforcement is only the enforce­
ment of tbe criminal law of the state, and

One of the last links connecting the pre­
sent generation with tbit which welcomed 
to Oxford the victors of Waterloo has dis­
appeared by tbe death, at the age of 93, of 
Dr. E Iward .Hawkins, provost of Orisl col­
lege, Oxford, 
through the rise, progress and decadence of 
the Oxford high church revival to which, 
hrwtver, he gave but modified support 
He was the intimate triend through life of 
Arnold, Whateley, Puaey, Keble and New­
man, having been elected provost through 
the influence of the last named. He had 
a keenly logical mind to which Newman 
owned that he owed his own power of clear 
presentation of his reasoning, and an 
accurate, severely precise memory : he 
was self-opinionated, and the most digni­
fied of Oxford dons. In many respects he 
seemed to be the counterpart of the late Pro 
vost Whittaker, of Trinity college. He was 
the terror of the delinquent freshman, and 
could scold with much vigor and penis 
tence. Vet he was thoroughly respected in 
his college, and through life retained the 
unbroken friendship of the eminent men 
from whose teaching be differed most 
widely, even to the extent, as in the case 
of Dr. Puaey, of being one of those who 
voted for the infliction of academic censure 
on romanizing doctrines.

The argument of the case is most elabor­
ate. The whole ground covered by the 
Granger cases is gone over fully. Substan­
tially the whole question involved is, 
whether the state by a charter can under 
any circumstances surrender or barter it1 
inherent right of police authority to which 
that of fixing rates to transportation con­
fessedly belongs ; and second, whether in 
case the state may do this, and actually 
does this in granting a charter to a railroad 
company to fix the rates of transportation, 
that grant does not carry with it an exclu­
sive power to fix such rates ; and then, 
where this grant of power is not exclusive, 
is the state precluded because of tbe charter 
from the exeicise of a power which it pos­
sessed, has never divested itself of, and 
which the state has never, even in the 
charter, contracted not to exercise ?

The same question substantially, but 
raised in other cases, has already been 
decided by tbe courts against the rail­
ways. But the Tribune says that from 
a cause supposed to have been hopelessly 
lost, ingenious and enterprising attorneys 
have discovered a ray of deliverance. In 
the words “ unless restrained by some 
contracts in the charter” they conceived 
might be cooked a pretext for rehearing, 
perhaps reversing or modifying the pre­
vious decisions, because of some contract 
in the charter of the railway company. As 
a general thing the charters‘of the various 
railway companies are substantially the 
same, and as one of the most liberal of 
all the charters was that held by the

A remarkable incident in connection with 
this astronomical phenomenon, is at the 
present time worthy of special notice, as
