The Halifax chamber of commerce has
again been stirring up the reciprocity
question. At a meeting held Thursday
10st, after consideration of resolutions and
smendments, the following was unani-
mously adopted: »

Before the adoption of the resolution
Mr, Jonas said the posision of the dominion
government was this : Sir John Macdonald
hed intimated that no approaches would
be made 0 the United States unless the
Washington authorities expressed Sheir
willingness to deal with the question of
reciprocity, and that as yet no suoh wil-
lingness had been expressed. When the
treaty of 1872 was made at Washington
Americans were willing to give us the
privilege of taking into their country free
coal, lumber and fish, and after a year or
two, salt. But Sir John refused this

' unless the grain of Ontario was ‘also

included. The next day -America with-
drew $his offer, and wounld never remew it.
Sir John had sacrificed the interests of the
maritime provinces to western interests
then, and these interests ‘would be sacri-
ficed again. The resolution calling on the
admiralty was an extreme one, but one
which, under the circumatances, was
justifiable. The government should be

given to understand that unless ample pro-

tection is given the fisheries of Nova Scotia
and the lower provinces the imperial

.government will be approached for pro-

tection.

We regret to have to say that in this
matter Mr. Jonas keeps back a part of the
truth, and a very important part, too
In the negotiations of 1871.72 Sir Jehn
represented the whole dominion, not any
gingle province merely; and the stand
that he took for western interests as well
as eastern is certainly to his credit. But»
whatever was done or not dome fourteen
years ago, Mr. Jonas carefully avoids
saying anything about what was done enly
six years ago, when the national poliey act
(1879) was passed. Section 6 of that act
reads as follows :

Any or all of the following articles, that
is to say, animals of all kinds, green; fruit,
hay, straw, bran, seeds of all kinds, vege—
tables (including potatoes and other roats),
plants, itrees, shrubs, coal and coke, salt,
hops, wheat, peas and beans, barley, rye,
oats, Indian corn, buckwheat, and other
grain, flowr of wheat and flour of rye,
Indian” meal and oatmeal, and flour of
wmeal of any other grain, butter, clese, fish
(saited or smoked), 'lard, tallowy ‘meats
(fresh, salted or smoked ), and lumber, may
be-imported into Canada free of duty. or at
w less rate of duty than is provided by this
act, upon proclamation of the gevernor in
council, which may be issued whenever it
appears to his' satisfastion - that similar
articles from Canada may be tmported into
the United States free of duty, or at a rate
of duty not exceeding that payable on the
same under such proclamation when im-
ported into Canade.

Whatever may bhave beem offered or
refused in 1871, the offer of recipygiity in
any or all of the articles above n has”
been open to our neighbors for now over
six years, About a year and a half ago,

gating the provision that the president of
University college shall be ex-officio ohair.
man of the university professoriate. They
are trying hard to induce the government
to take their Cobourg property off their
hands, with what prospect of success we
are unable tosay.

The question of federation, and of uni-
versity support in general, is oocupying &
large share of attention in the Methodist
annual conferences that have lasely been
These bodies are
not competent to do more than express an
opinion in the premises, because the final
decision of ~the matter rests with
the general conference, which does not
meet till October, 1856, Meanwhile the
question will be tboroughly ventilated, and
it may safely be predicted that when the
methodist body decides to go into federa’
tion, or decides to maintain a separate
university, the decision will for all
practical purposes be umanimous. Dr,
Nelles, the eminent president of Victoria
college, is personally in favorof federation,
as is his able; colleague, Dr, Burwash, but
denominational dnd university esprit du
corps is strong and it may prevail. The
final result is therefore ab this writing
very uncertain,

What shonld be the attitude of the
friendsand supporters of Toronto university
at such a time? Must they lie quietly
on their oars for a year, making no pro-
gress while our Methodist friends are
agitating the matter? Such a position
would be suicidal in the extreme. Their
vnice must be heard by the public in the
discussion, or their infinence will inevitably
be weakened /when the final effort has to
be made. We arelglad, therefore, to see
that a meeting of ocomvocation has been
called to re-discuss federation, and we kobe
the discussion will be thercugh and com-
prehensive, Thereneed be no reserve now
on the part of the friends of the provincial
university, for there has for some time past
been mnone on the part of the frieads of
other institutions. The meeting has been
fixed for the evening of the 9th inst., and
we hope every graduate and undergraduste
who can possibly do so, will make & point
of being present.

A Beign of Terner.

It is being whispered about—though ae
yet not many people have courage encugh to
say it out lond—that something very like a
reign of terror is creeping over the province
of Ontario. It is net that the liberty of
the subject is trampled uponby s tyrannica]
government; for we have freespeech, a free
press, and the right of public meeting. The
things that Junius, end Fox, and
Brougham thundered agsinst do not now
divide parties in Canada; thengh it is
hotly dispated smongst us whether revising
barristers, on Sir' John's side, or license

replied that they were not authorized to
touch upon anything except coal and iren
ore, Whereupon the minister of financg
again replied that he had merely suggested
salt too, but left it entirel}y o themselves to
say what articleas they wished to include.
He pointed out to them the section above
quoted, which still remains in force upon
our statute book, and especially to the
words ‘“‘any or all,” which leave the door
open for partial reciprocity, should reci-
procity in full (in natural products, that
is) not be desired. The American gentle.
men saw the point, and admitted that
Canada had, on her part, already provided
for the very thing they wanted, Nothing
more was heard of it, in public, at all
events; and it may be presumed that
although coal, and iron and railway men
were all anxious enough to make the
bergain indicated, the anthorities at Wash-
jngton did not see fit to take official action-

According to the wording of section 6
aforesaid, it would be competent for the
govex_-nor-in-council to make a reciprocity
bargain touching the coal and fishery
trades only; and leaving grain and other
farm produce out altogether. And, looking
_at the way things are working down by
the sea, in Newfoundland as well as in. the
dominion maratime provineces, it would not
greatly surprise us were the settlement of

the figsherice difficulty to be sought for by
some such arrangement,

A Radical Remedy.

Within
these few years past a power has arisen ip
our midst—a power that ik to-day strong
enough to muzzle both the pulpit and the
press, in great part, and to interfere very
geriously with the liberty of voting, Itis
—let us say it out plainly—the teetotal or
prohibition power. More than half the
press of Ontario fears to offend this power,
and is muzzled—yes, muzzled is the word.
If ministers of the gospel dare to stop short
of taking up the most extreme total absti-
nence ground, it is at their peril. In the
Anglican and Roman catiolic churches the
extremiats are free to persuade men, but
they cannot dictate, or intimidate, or dom.
mand. In some other churches the
minister who shonld refuse to go to the
extrems of enforcing testotalism by act of
parlinment would, be a marked man, with
practically a threat of expulsion and loss
of standing hanging over him. But can
such things be, in this free country, or are
the reports to that effect which we hear
“all stuff "—merely the crazy fancies of
beer-distempered brainsj? Alas, no! itis
all too true, as many worthy men know to
their sorrow?
