According to our contemporary, says the 
London Daily Mail, this latest help to fem­
inine adornment is made of celluloid or 
other highly and easily inflammable sub­
stance and is hinged in the centre, so that 
combs crimp the back hair on each side, and 
the teeth overlap amid the tresses.

Aftar emphasizing the difficulty of disen­
gaging this comb should it take tire, the 
journal states that it is in duty bound to 
issue a not uncertain note of warning as to 
the dangerous and combustible quality of its 
composition. An instance is quoted of the 
comb taking fire while fixed in the hair, 
owing to the touch of a pail of hot curling 
tongs, and this is confirmed by the result of 
experiments made.

Better Tillage, Not More Acres

Only a short time ago a farmer gravely 
told me he believed a farmer would starve 
to death on ten acres of land. And be 
meant what he said, 
good land, and according to his own state­
ment the average yield of hie crops was : 
Wheat, 12 bushels to the acre ; corn, 30 ; 
oats, 25 ; hay, three-fourths of a ton. A 
mile distant from him lives a farmer whose 
land is almost an exact counterpart of his, 
and his crops average : Wheat, 30 bushels 
to the acre^ corn, 65 ; oats, 50 ; hay 2 tons. 
It is not the quantity of land that a man 
farms that counts, but the quality of his 
farming. The fact that a man can grow six 
tone of first-class timothy hay on one acre 
shows the possibilities of an acre that is 
thoroughly tilled. Nine-tenths of the land 
that is sown to wheat is not more than half 
prepared for the seed simply because the 
farmer believes in acres rather than tillage.

How to Detect the San Jose Scale.

Id looking for this insect most persons 
will pass it by unnoticed on 
very small size. The female scale is only 
about one twenty-fifth of au inch in diam­
eter, while the male is only about one half 
that size. The shape of the female is nearly 
circular, while the male is more elongated. 
The female is sharply convex or conical in 
the center. This last character will help to 
distinguish it from many of the other more 
c tmmon species. Its color is nearly like the 
bark on which it is found. Another distin­
guishing character is found in the reddish 
discoloration of the bark immediately sur­
rounding the scale, extending through both 
the outer and inner bark. These characters 
will enable one with an ordinary pocket 
magnifying glass to readily detect the pres­

Rotation of Fertilizers.

Whenever much manure is used, as has to 
be thè case on gardens, the soil often becomes 
surfeited with one kind or form of plant 
food, while it is deficient in others. Stable 
manure is most largely used in farmers’ gar­
dens. After several years of such manuring 
the soil becomes what the Scotch call “muck 
midden,” and needs a change. It is then 
that commercial mineral manures come into 
demand by the soil. They not only supply 
the mineral plant food that crops require, 
but they also allow the surplus of carbon 
and nitrogen to be worked off. If the garden 
has lately been mainly fertilized with stable 
manures try commercial potash or wood 
ashes with phosphate for a change. The 
effect will be a good one.

—We look out for a good supply of our 
spring medicines six months ora year before 
taking, by sewing seed of cress, parsnip and 
salibfy in spring; carrots, endive and spinach 
in the fall; small onions put in ground at 
same time. All these will live through the
winter with a light covering^ leaves, 
or stable manure, and furnish-a supply of 
vegetables and greens long before we could 
grow them in the spring, and just when 
needed to purify the blood and tone up the 
system. A dozen roots of rhubarb, if lifted 
late in fall and left exposed to a sharp freeze, 
then planted in the earth floor of a cellar or 
root house secure from frost or light, will 
furnish a large family with all the sauce and 
pies they care for from January till outdoor 
plants are ready for use. Let us' live up to 
our privileges, take the good things of this 
life and throw physic to the dogs.

—There are many orchards that have not 
borne a crop in years, which with some care 
and manuring and pruning, might be made 
again productive. These old orchards, so 
long as the trees are sound and healthy, are 
well worth caring for. In most cases only 
mineral fertilizers will be needed. But these 
should be applied abundantly. The prun­
ing required will mostly be on the inside of 
the tree to let in the sunlight and air. Do 
not try to cut out the large limbs. This 
will either weaken the trees too much, or it 
will so divert the sap to the root of the tree 
as to induce too large wood growth to the 
neglect of fruit.

—The time has come when it will not pay 
to grow anything but fine fruit, just as it 
will no longer pay to produce poor butter or 
cheese, beef, or any other farm product. 
Nor will it pay to put your fruit on the 
market in a slovenly or bruised condition, 
as used so frequently to be the case. The 
day of marketing berries in pans and pails, 
and apples in meal bags, is past. Care and 
attention have to be given to packages and 
packing nowadays quite as much as to the 
selecting of the best varieties for market ; 
and if the old-time fruit-grower does not 
heed these things he is going to be left.

—If a cow is bilious she will give bitter 
milk. The biliousness may be determined 
by a yellow tinge in the white of her eye. 
A writer in The A merican Cultivator says he 
physicked with salts a cow that had yellow 
in the white of her eye and and gave her * 
tonic of mixed gentian and ginger, which he 
put into her food. Then her milk, which 
had been bitter, was restored to sweetness. 
Of course if a cow’s blood or digestion is our. 
of order it will make her milk bad. Moufdy 
or damaged bran or shorts or fodder will 
make a cow’s milk bitter.

Land Plaster for Potatoes.

The first application of Paris green tar po­
tatoes to kill the potato beetle shosfd be 
with land plaster, thoroughly mixed wHt be 
strong enough. Not only will the- poison 
kill the potato larvae, but the effeat of the 
plaster will be to make the vines grow 
stronger and cause more copious dew on the 
leaves, which will destroy many potato- 
beetle’s eggs.

Experimental Knowledge of Religion.

seek a refuge under the shadow of his wings 
until the tyranny of temptation is overpast ; 
go back at onefe to his bosom when you are 
conscious of a departure.from him, not wait­
ing until night to confess it, lest meanwhile 
the night of death should overtake you, or 
at best you should lose time in your spirit­
ual course. In short, walk hand in hand 
with God through life (as a little child walks 
hand in hand with its lather over some dan­
gerous and thorny road), dreading above all 
things to leave his side, and assured that, 
as soon as you do, you will fall into mischief 
and trouble ; seek not so much to pray as to 
live in an atmosphere of prayer, lifting up 
your heart momentarily to him in varied ex­
pressions of devotion as the various occa­
sions of life may prompt—adoring him, 
thanking him, resigning your will to him 
many times a day, and more or less all day ; 
and you shall thus, as you advance in this 
practice, as it becomes more and more habit­
ual to you, increase in that knowledge of 
God which fully contents and satisfies the 
soul.—E. M. Goulburn, D. D.

(George Elliot's “Silas Marner.")

Favorable chances, I fancy, is the god of 
all men who follow their own devices instead 
of obeying a law they believe in. Let even 
the polished of these days get a position he 
is ashamed to avow, and hie mind will be 
bent on all the possible issues that may de­
liver him from the calculable results of that 
position. Let him live outside his income 
or shirk the resolute, honest work tfyat 
brings wages, and he will presently find 
himself dreaming of a possible benefactor, a 
possible simpleton who may be cajoled into 
using his interest—a possible state of mind 
of some possible person not yet forthcoming. 
Let him neglect the responsibilities of his 
ofjice, and he will invariably anchor himself 
on the chance that the thing left undone 
may turn out to be of the supposed unim­
portance. Let him betray his friends’ con­
fidence, and he will adore that same cun- 
ing complexity called chance which gives 
hjtr. the hope that his friend will never 
know. Let him forsake a decent craft that 
be may pursue the gentilities of a profes­
sion to which nature never called him, and 
his religion will infallibly be the worship 
df blessed chance, which, he will believe in 
as the mighty creator of success. The evil 
principle deprecated in that religion is the 
orderly sequence by vt hich the seed brings 
forth a crop after its kind.

Confidences.

Ijt is better to be reserved rather than too 
much given to confidences with ordinary 
aquaintances. The most momentous affairs 
of your life are of little consequence or in­
terest to the greater part of the people you 
meet. What you have suffered or done is 
of little moment to them. You may be burn­
ing with your wrongs, and bursting with 
anxiety to relate them to somebody, bat to 
ninety-nine out of every hundred people you 
meet the story would be only faintly amus­
ing. It would hardly be remembered by 
them two hours affer you had told it.

It is a good plan to think over these 
truths, to keep them in one’s heart, and to 
promptly quench in one’aself that egotistical 
longing to tell our “ little tale of woe” to 
anyone who will ait still and listen to it.

YVe must find conso­
lation and compensation in ourselves for the 
ills of life, and then it will be easier to break 
ourselves of the wretched habit of always 
looking for a confidant.
