The Neapolitan Buurbons —The dy-
nasty of Spanish Bourbons, just now
expelled so ignominiously, has afilicted
the southern parts of [taly for more than
& hundred years. It was in 1735 that
the child of Phillip, first French King
of Spain (Lounis XIV.'s grandson), took
by force of arms the Kingdom of Na-
ples from the Hapsburg KEmperor of
(Yermany, together with Sicily. which
the treaty of Utrecht had bestowed on
the house of Savoy ; but it was not un-
til 1759 that this century of miserable
tyranny began. The first King Ferdi-
aand, with his consort. the Austrian
Caroline,* unsexed and filled with di'-
rest cruclty” as she was, was twice
cast out of Naples, and twice enabled,
by the force of his allies, to recover it.
The savage Ferdinand I. was followed
in 1825 by his son, the hypocrite and
profligate Francis I, and he, in 18390,
by the late IFerdinand IL, whom we
remember but too well, and who was
succeeded last year by tho present
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Franeis, last King of the Two Sicilies.
So that four bad sovereigns, in dircet
descent, with an ominous alternation
of names of Ferdinand and Francis,
have inflicted on the fair Italian pro-
vinces they owned, a dreadful course
of maltreatmuent and unmitigated mis-
rule
