CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

.- .leniftil supply of cars since
the middle of November bas resulted in a
heavy movement of lumber byrail. M ills
arc busy shipptng out order: which should
have been filled weeks ago, but which re-
n·ined unfilled owing ta the impossibility
of securing transportation. The inability
to obiain lumber has caused projected
works to be deferred until next spring,
while some of the stock intended for such
works will probably remain in the yards
over wnter. The quantity of unsold ium.
ber ai the mills is smaller than his been
known for years. Prices of gond lumber
remain unchanged, but the advance on
the lower grades does not seem to have
yet been checked. Common :ind mill
culls arc selling in Toronto ai about li
per thousand higher than they werc two
weeks ago. The average quotations are,
for mill culls about $i i, for à x ro and î:
connmon (rom Si 3 to Si 5, and for i-inch
sitips, miii run, $5 to$S5 50. A peculiar
feature of the trade is the fact that whole.
sale dealers lave not taken full advantage
of the advanced prices. In Toronto, for
instance, lumber is selling ai prices little,
if any, highes than are now bemng paid for
stock at the mills. Of course, dit stock
so offered was purchased a short time ago
at lower priccs than now prevati, but ibis
is no reason why the prcsent selling price
of lumber should not bear its proper 1 cla.
tion to the mil pri':e. t night be argued
that to advance wholesale pnces to their
proper basis would cause a cessation of
buying, but this would not likely bc the
resuit as <.onsumers hold uinusually 4i1ht
stocks and must continue to buy for
almosi immediate requiretrents.

Hardwood prices appear to have settled
down to a wincr basis. There has been

no change excepting in respect to maple,
which has advanced slhghtly. From the
Wiarton district sales of inch maple,
common and better, are reported at
$i2.50 per thousand ai the mill.

The shingle market lias undergone no
material change, î6.inch XXX selling in
Toronto ai $2.65 and XX at S1.75. The
demand is quite active. The lath situa-
tion is bordermng on the sensational.
Such rapid advances as have been made
of late in the prce of this material have
not been known for many years. Manu-
facturers are realizing from $2.75 to $3 for
No. i lath ai the mill, and in Toronto the
wholesale sellinj, price is from $3.25 to
$3.50 for No. i. and $2.75 for No. 2.

These prt.es reptescrit .n Jbtn-cr uf ur!i
one hundred per cent. within a couple of
months. It is the opinion, however, that
the present prices of lath will flot hold
throughout the winter. Towards the
approach of spring ai least, if not before
that tune, ne predic. signs ofluwer pric.es.

QUEIIEC AND Nw BRUNsWlcK.

A slught improvement is reported in
the timber trade at Quebec. Tbe prces
of timber now on the market arc un-
changed, but for white or red pine. elm
and ash of this winter's production con.
tracts are being made aI an advance of
from two to four cents per cubîc foot.
The market for spruce deals exhibits
greaier strengtil as the season advances.
Stocks ai the mills in New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia are smaller than they
have been in the past twenty years, while
deals which sold ai $8 one year ago are
now realizing $îî. There is a consider.
able quantity of lumber cut for the South
Ameîican market stili in the hands of
manufactures owng ta the mability of
shippets to obtain tonnage, but most of
this lias been contractcd for. Tihere aie
good prospects for a lively demand until
May nexi, wien the new stock may
probably reduce puces shghtly.

Cedar shingles and spruce lath are
moving frecly. Mantifacturers are ob.
taining $2.1o per thousand for lath f.o.b.
mill, while in the fall of 1898 not more
than 60 or 70 cents per thousand could
be obtaned for similar stock.
