Water should not be left in the Font
when not in use. It is blessed afresh
at each administration of Baptism.

By the Iaw of the Church theret
should bea cover to every Font.  The
Puritans greatly disliked Font-covers,
and they were destioyed in many
places during the Civil The
covers werd restored in 1680 and the
Fant often protected by rails like the
Altar.
