
(e) In case af disagreement between an exporting country

and an importing country on the quantity of wheat-

flour te be ineluded in a partieular transaction

being negotiated in compliance with the Council's

decision under subparagraph (c), or on the relation

of the prie.otfS uch:wheat-flour te the minimum

prices of wheat grain specified In or determined

under Article VI, or on the conditions on which the

wheat grain and/or wheat-flour ahall be bought and

sold, the matter shall be referred to the Council

for deciaion.

3. For the purposes of this Article Port Churchill shall

not be a port of shipment.

ARTICLE VI

Prices

1.(a) The basic minimum and maximum prices for the duration

of this Agreement shall be:

Minimum -- $1.55

Maximum -- $2.05

Canadian currency per bushel at the parity for the

Canadian dollar, determined for the purposes of the

International Monetary Fund as at March 1, 1949

for No. 1 Manitoba Northern wheat in bulk in store

Fort William/Port Arthur. The basic minimum and

maximum prices, and the equivalents thereof here-

after referred to, shall exclude such carrying

charges and marketing costs as may be agreed between

the buyer and the seller.
