
5.2. In connection with disposais pursuant to Section 5.1, British Columubia may enter into

commercial agreements with the Bonneville Power Administration flot acting in its

capacity as or on1 behalf of the U.S. Entity or with any other party to pro'vide further

delivery and other arrangements for such disposais separately or in combination with

agreements reached under Section 5. 1.

6. Dispute Resolution

6.1. Bonneville and British Columbia shall make reasonable efforts to setle any dispute that

arises under this Agreement (a i)ispute"), -including use of a facilitator or mediator as

agreed by the Parties. Setulement offers shal flot be admissible in any subsequent dispute

=esolutioni procCss.

6.2. Notwithstanding Section 6.1, either Party may at any time give notice of a Dispute

("Notice of Dispute") to the oCher Party, the Government of Canada and the Governent

of the United States. The Notice off Dispute shall be delivered in writing and by hand as

follows:
