ARTICLE 4

Presence of Persons Involved lu the Proceedlngs
ln the Requested State

1. The Requested State shail, upon request, inforrn the Requesting State of
the date, tinie and place of execution of the request for assistance.

2. To the extent flot prohibited b>' the law of the Requested State, judges
or officials of the Requesting State and other persons concerned in the
investigation or prooeedings shail be'permitted to bc present at the eXecUtion of
the request and to participate in the proccedings i the Requested State.

ARTICLE 5

Transmission of Documents and Objects

1. When the request for assistance concerns the transmission of records
aud documents, thie Requested State nia> transmit certified truc copies thereot
or the engluails where possible.

2. The original records or documents aud the objects trausmitted. t the
Requesting State shall be returned to the Requested State as soon as possible,
upon the latter's request

3. Insofar as not prohlbited by the Iaw of the Requested State, documents,
objects and records shall be transmitted in a fonni or accompanied by such
certification as ma>' be requested by the Requestiug State iu order to make them
admissible accordiug to the law of the Requestiug State.

ARTICLE 6

Avallabilit>' of Persons to Give Evidence or Asulst
Investigations lu the Requestlng State

I. The Requesting State nia> request that a person be madie available te
testify or to assist an investigation.
