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Clause 19. Extension of the Canada Grain
Act ta ail parts of Canada so that Canadian
feeders may obtain full advantage of western
grades on feed grain. I think it is a disgrace
-that eastern farmers have ta, put up with
the grades that are placed by the handling
-companies on the feed grains they buy, and
I believe an extension of the provisions of
the Canada Grain Act would be of real
.service ta agriculture outside the prairie area.

Clause 20. Comprehensive investigation of
the tremendous spread between prices paid
by the consumer and those paid ta the pro-
ducer. If food prices in Canada at any time
are high, I suggest they are not high because
the farmer gets too much; they are high
because the costs of distribution and of
,packing are sometimes 10 or 20 times as
great as the actual cost of the food contained
in the package.

Clause 21. Full investigation into the high
prices of farmn machinery. 1 believe the
federal government should have granted the
request made by the Saskatchewan govern-
ment that a royal commission inquire inta
the farmn implement industry in an endeavour
ta bring down the price af f armn machinery.

Clause 22. Action ta reduce the autrageous
prices charged for fertilizer. The fertilizer
rnonopaly has cast agriculture tremendous
sums of money, and I believe the government,
thraugh assisting ca-operatives, could help
farmers get into the fertilizer production
field Sa the cost of fertilizer could be reduced.

Clause 23. We believe payment should be
made an approved storage whenever there
are large surpluses of praducts that must be
held on the farms.

Clause 24. Federal financial assistance for
education ta, aur municipaities so0 that cur-
rent high taxes an farm. and urban real estate
may be reduced or at least be prevented fromn
going higher.

Finally, clause 25 of this farmers' bill af
rights calis for federal financial assistance
for a camprehensive road and highway pro-
gram including farmn ta market roads.

In conclusion I suggest that the fallowing
are fundamnental. ta any farmn bill of rights:
Farmers of Canada should be given immedi-
ate full parity prices for the production of
family farmns; there shauld be a natianal live-
stock marketing board and a board af live-
stock cammissioners; there should be support
for international cammadity agreements and
the continuatian of the international wheat
agreement; there should be support by the
Canadian government of an international food
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pool and increased food consumption in Can-
ada through a free school lunch programn and
free food for institutions; surplus food should
be provided ta underdeveloped countries,
without charge or in exchange for local cur-
rencies, to be used for famine preventian and
for free school lunch programs.

The C.C.F. believe that such a bll of rights
for agriculture is necessary, flot only for the
welfare of agriculture itself but as part of a
Canadian programn ta salve present wide-
spread unemployment.

On motion of Mr. Hamilton (York West) the
debate was adjourned.
