Mr. Peter Lang (Parlianientary Secretary to President of
the Treasury Board): 1. The total amount to Marcb 31, 1983
is $627,100,000.

2. Tbere are separate superannuation funds for members of
the Public service, tbe Canadian Armed Forces and the
RCMP. Tbe fund for public servants was establisbed in 1924.
The fund for the Canadian Armed Forces was created in 1946
and tbe fund for the RCMP was established in 1949.
Employee contributions to tbe tbree funds to March 31, 1983
have been:

Public Service Superannuation Account -$4,265,000,000
Canadian Forces Superannuation Account -$1 ,407,000,000
RCMP Superannuation Account -$ 231,000,000

3. Tbe total amount of interest credited on the superannua-
tion funds from tbeir inception to Marcb 31, 1983 was as
fol lows:
