rejected what would be regarded in
many quarters as a reasonable offer
of friendship from Germany. In these
circumstances it may be as well_ to
publish a statement of facts compiled
from the official records here.
“Early in 1912 the German chancel-
lor sketched to Lord Haldane (then
British lord high chancellor) the for-
eign formula as one which would meet
the views of the imperial government.
Germany's Proposais.
/‘First, the high contracting parties
assure each other mutually of their
desire for peace and frieniship.
“Second, they will not, either of
them, make or prepare to make any
unprovoked attack upon the other, or
join in any combination or design
against the other for the purpose of
aggression, or become a party to any
plan of naval br military enterprise,
alone or in combination with any other
power, directed to such an end, and
declare themselves not to be bound
by any such engagement.
“Third, if either of the high con-
tracting parties become entangled in
war with one or more powers, in which
it cannot he said to be the aggressor,
the other party will at least observe
toward the power so entangled bene-
volent neutrality ani will use its ut-
most endeavor for the localization of
the conflict. If one of the high con-
tracting parties is forced to go to war
by obvious provocation by a third
party, they bind themselves to enter
into an exchange of views concerning
their attitude on such a conflict.
“Fourth, the duty of wneutrality
which arises out of the preceding ar-
ticle has no application in so far as it
may not be reconcilable with existing
agreements which the high contracting
parties already have made.

“Fifth, the making of new agree-
ments waich render it impossible for
either of the parties to observe neu-
trality towards the other, beyond what
is provided by the preceding limita-
tion, is excluded in conformity with

“Sixth, the high contracting parties
declare they will do all in their power
to prevent\ differences and misunder-
standings arising between them and
other powers.

Unfair and One-Sided.
“These conditions, altho in appear-
ance fair as between the parties.
would have been grossly unfair and
one-sided in their operation. Owing
to the general position of the Euro-
pean powers and the treaty engage-
ments by which they were bound, the
result of Articles 4 and % would have
been that while Germany, in case of
European conflict, would have remain-
ed free to support her friends, this
country would have been forbidden to
raise a finger in defence of lers.
“Germany could arrange without
difficulty that the forma] inception of
hostilities should rest with _Austria.
If Austria and Russia were at war,
Germany would support Austria, as is
evident from what occurred at the end
of July, 1914, while as soon as Russia,
was attacked by two powers France
was bound to come to her assistance.
In other words, the pledge of neutral-
ity offered by Germany would have
been absolutely valueless because she
could always plead the necessity of
fulfilling her existing obligations un-
der the triple alliance as an excuse
for departing from neutrality,

Only Two Alliances.
“On the other hand, no such de-
parture, however serious-the provoca-
tion, would have been possible for this
country, which was bound by no al-
liances, with the exception of those
of Japan and Portugal, while the
making of fresh alliances was pro-
hibited by article 5. In a word, as ap-
peared still more . evident later, there
was to be a guarantee of absolute
neutrality on one side, but not on the
other. It was impossible for us to
enter into a contract so obviously in-
equitable and the formula according-

(the British foreign minister).

“Count Paul Wolff-Metteraich, (then
German ambassador to Great Britain),
upon this proposed four counter-pro-
posals which he stated would be with-
out prejudice and not bindirg unless
we were satisfied our wishes were me
on the naval question. On this’ un-
‘derstanding Sir Edward Grey on the
14th of March, 1912, gave Count Wolff-
Metternich the following draft formula,
which had been approved of by the
cabinet:

Grey’s Proposal.

“ ‘England will make no unprovoked
attack upon Germany and pursue no
aggressive policy towards her. Ag-
gression upon Germany is non.the
subject and forms no part of any
treaty, understanding or combination
to which England is now a party nor
will she become a party to anything
that has such an object.

“ Count Wolff-Metternich thougit
this formula inadequate and suggested
two alternative additional clauses:

“England will therefore obsorve at
least henevolent neutrality should war
be deelared on Germany, cr England
will therefore, as a matter of course,
remain neutral if war is forced upon
Germany.”

This, he added, would net be bind-
ing unless our wishes were met with
regard to the naval program. Sir Ed-
ward Grey considered that the British
proposals were sufficient. Je ex-
plained that if Germany desired to
crush France, England might not be
able to sit still, tho if France were ag-
gressive or attacked Germany no sup-
port would be given by his majesty’s
government or approved by England.

Germany’s Real Object.

“It is obvious that the real object of
the German propdsal was to obtain the
neutrality of England in all eventuali-
ties, since should war break out Ger-
many would certainly contend that it
had been forced upon her and would
claim that England should remain
neutral.

“An admirable example of this is the
present war, in which, in spite of the
facts, Germany contends war has been
forced upon her. Even the third mem-
ber of the triple alliance, who had
sources of information not.open to us,
did not share thi§ view, but reganrded it
as an aggressive war.

Britain’s Ultimate Proposal,

“Sir Edward Grey eventually pro-
posed the following formula: \

“*The two powers being mutually
desirous of securing peace and friend-
ship between them, England declm‘gs
that she will neither make nor join in
any ubpprovoked attack on Germany.
Aggression upon Germany forms no
part of any treaty, understanding or
combination to which England now isa
party, nor will she become a party to
anything that has such an object.”

“Sir Bdward Grey when he handed

this formula to Count Wolff-Metter-
nich said that the use of the word
neutrality would convey the impres-
sion that more was meant than was
warranted by the text. He suggested
that the substance of what was re-
quired would be obtained from the
more accurately expressed words ‘will
neither make nor join ip any unpro-
voked attack.’
“Count Wolff-Metternich thereupon
received instructions to make it quite
clear that the chancellor could recom-
mend to the emperor to give up the
essential parts of the novelle (the bill
then pending for an increase of the
German navy) only if we could con-
clude an agreement guararteeing neu-
trality of a far-reaching character and
leaving no doubt as to any interpre-
tation. He admitted that the chan-
cellor's wish amounted to a guarantee
of absolute neutrality, failing which
the novelle must proceed.

Where Hitch Occurred. -
“Count Wolff-Metternich stated that
there was no chance of a withdrawal
of the novele, but said it might be
modified- It would be disappointing
to the chancellor if we did not g0 be-
yond the formula we had suggested.
Sir Edward Grey said he could under-
stand that there would be disappoint-
ment if his majesty's government were’
to State that the carrying out of
the novelle would put an end to the
negotiations and form an insurmount-
able obstacle to better relatiens. His
majesty’s . government did not say
this, and they hoped taat the formula
which they had suggested might be
considered in connection with the des-
tination of territorial arrangements
even if it did not prove effective in
Ireventing an increase in the naval
expenditures.
“Sir Edward Grey added that if some
arrangement could be made between
the two governments it would have
a favorable, tho indirect, effect upon
haval expenditures, as time went on:
it would have, moreoy er, a favorable

“A few days afterwards Count Wolff-
Metternich communicated to Sir Ed-
ward Grey the substance of a letter
from the chancellor, in which the lat-
ter said that as the formula kuggest-
ed by His Majesty’s government was,
from the German point of view, in-
sufficient, and as His Majesty's gov-
ernment could not agree to tne lar-
ger formula for which he had asked,
the novelle must proceed on the lines
on which it had been presented to
the federal council.
“The negotiations then came to an
end, and with them the hope of a mu-
tual reduction in the expenditure for
armaments by the two countries.”

The myriad electric lights thruout the
miles of corridors contained in the school
revealed a scene of gorgeous splendor
and elicited general admiration.

The fact that it was impossible for the
crowd to see more than half the de-
partments in the time the building was
on view iast night impressed its vast-
ness on the visitors.

The corridors, over four hundred feet
long, giving access to 3320 rooms, pre-
sgnted an impressive scene as the public
surged along them, all expectant and
eager to see the library, gymnasium and
the great laboratories equipped with ma-
chinery of the most perfect design,
Vorkmanship and highest quality.

He also tendered congratulations
to the board of education, on the suc-
cess of their efforts for technical educa-
tion. He had great pleasure in declaring
the magnificent building open for the
Htechnical education of the youth of the
community.

An Ottawa Message,

Sir George E. Foster wrote expressing
regret that at the last moment he had te
cancel his appointment to attend. He
assured the board of education of the
sympathy of the Dominion Government
gith the movement for technical educa-
on.

Trustee R. D, Fairbairn, chairman ot
the advisory industrial committee, said
that the opening was distinctly a revolu-
tion in the education of this province,
and would, he felt sure, be followed by
every province in the Dominion. The
sequel in Toronto would be the erection
on three sites ‘already purchased of
branch technical high schools in the north
and cast and west portions of the city.

Hon. G. Howard Ferguson, acting min-
ister of education, representing the On-
tario Government, said the farmers of the
province were awakening to the import-
ance of technical education in reference
lo agriculture, as well as the citizens of
the urban municipalities.

Archbishop Spoke.

His Grace Archbishop McNeil was
gi\:en great applause. He said that when
he‘came as a stranger three years ago
to Ontario one of the things which struck
him in particular was the extent of the
lines of cleavage eon ractal and other
lines, but for technical education all were
united. It was his hope that numbers of
students graduating from the Catholic
schools would continue their studies at
the Central Technical School. He con-
gratulated Principal McKay and was
there to offer him the highest praise in
regard to the establishment of the new

and eplendid institution.
Mayor Adds Word.
Mayor Church joined in the congratu-
lations, but he thought the time had
come ' for the Dcminion Government to
give substantial aid just as s0o0n as the
war expenditures permitted, and for the
Ontario Gevernment to do much more
than it had.

FINEFOR WOMAN

Ninety-Nine Year
in Jail Goes
With It.

ACTION WARRANTED

Sentence

Judge Does Not Want to See
the Prisoner Any
More.

MUSKOGEE, Okla., Sept." {—Po-
lice Judge Ed. I. Williams yeisterday
fined Mandy Simon, a Creek Indian
woman, $1,000,000 and sentenced her
to serve 99 years in jail. She hag been
in' the police court here virtually every
week for several years.

Julge Williams said he set the fine
Nso high because he dii not want her
to ever be at large again. The judge’s
actions were recorded in the record
books of the police department and he
was supported by Chief of Police Joe
Depew.

“Mandy has been a continual pest
to the City of Muskogee for vears,”
said Judge Williams. “She was always
causing trouble by getting drunk and
doping up. Counting all the times she
has been sentenced in this court,
I would estimate that, had she served
out all her time she would have sery-
ed some 15 years.
