i» only allowed to see his friends four
times a year, for twenty minutes each
time. This is quite wrong. A prisoner
should be allowed to see his friends onee
a month. an:i for a reasonable time. The
mode at present in vogue of exhibiting
• prisoner to his friends should be altered.
Under the present system the prisoner
IS either locked up i„ a large iron cage
or in a large wooden box, with a small
aperture, covered with wire netting,
through which he is allowed to peer.
His friends are placed in a similar cage,
some three or four feet distant, and two
warders stand between to listen to, and.
if they wish, stop or interrupt the con-'
versation, such as it may be. I propose
that a prisoner should be allowed to see
his relatives or friends in a room. The
present regulations are inexpressibly re-
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
