CITTON CAUPYELD TO
CREATE A NEW BECORD

Will Likely Total Seven Thousand
Millien Pounds—Value One
Thoy‘sa\nd Million Dollars.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8.—With con-
tinued official assurances that the
1910-11 cotton crop of the United States

will be the greatest yield in the history
of ‘the country, there is much specula-
tion as to its total value.

Should the staple this year sell at
the same price it did imn 1910, the value
of the crop would be approximately
$1,000,608,000, exceeding the mecord-
breaking cotton crop value made last
year by more than $180,000,000.

PFurther estimates to-day from thé
government'’s official figures of 82.1 per
cent. of a normal for the condition of
the growing crop on July 25, indicate
that the | crop mill" be 7,046,500,000
pounds, or 14,741,661 bales of 478 pounds
net welght. This would surrpeu the
record cotton production year of 1904
by more than one million bales.

If the crop -this year wsells at 11.5
cents a pound, the average ptice for
the last five years, ite value would be
about $20,000,000 below last year's great
value reconrd. 3

MORE HARVESTERS GOES WEST.

There were about
1500 people aboard and they were all
going to the wheat flelds of Manitoba,
Alberta and Saskatchewan.

The G. T. R. train also pulled out of
the Union Station last night with 250
harvesters, who will go to the west via
Chicago. The Grand Trunk is also
carrying many hundreds more to the
wheatfields from points west of Tor-
onto.

OGDENSBURG, Aug. 3.—While en-
tertaining four friends to-day in a mo-
tor boat, near Huckleberry Island, in
the St. Lawrence River, Alexander
Harris set fire to the craft by striking
a match to light his pipe. Flames from
the resultant explosion of gasoline
burned the boat to the waters’ endge
and resulted in Harrls’ death.

The filve men clung to the boat’s edxe
as long as they could, dropped off when
the fire.got too hot and started for
shore. Harrls, who could not swim,
was drowned in 80 feet -of water. He
was 30 years of age, and leaves a
widow and three small childdren Search-
ing parties are grappling for his bady.
