ON THREE BIG POINTS

Next Full Meeting of Conference Awaits Re-
ports on Responsibility for War, and
Labor Legislation.

(Special Cable From John D. Dafoe.)
Paris, Jan. 21.—The peace 'confer-
: there is very
little outward sign of what is being
done. A formal meeting will not be
heid until late in the week, ostensibly
awaiting the report of the credentials
committee, ,but actually to permit of
the continuation of informal inter-
changes of views between the great
powers upon questions which consti-
tute the real difficulties before the
conference. Meanwhile the various
delei:ations, in keeping with the sug-
gestion made last Saturday by the
president of the conference, are pre-
baring written statements of their
views on the three subjects set out for
the first consideration of the confer-
ence — responsibility for the war,
penalties for the authors of war
crimes, and international labor legis-
lation. With respect to the first two
subjects, the British case is virtually
complete, having been 'prepared in
London by the special committee upon
which the dominion ministers served,
and has been given careful considera-
tion by the imperial war cabinet.
Three Circles.

The conference proper consists of
three classes of delegates. First,
there is the inner circle of twenty-five
plenipotentiaries representing the five
great powers having general interests,
then there is the second class of na-
tions numbering twenty-three with
forty-one delegates who are said to
have particular interests, with the
third class limited as yet to the four

South American republics which sev-
ered 'diplomatic relations with Ger-
many, but took no actual partsgin the
war.

The conference will vary in size
-from a complete representation to the
gathering limited to the twenty-five
great powers’ delegates.

Canadians Present.

There was yesterday
joint meeting of the British delega-
tion, at which there was an inter-
change of views., The Canadian rep-
resentatives were Sir Robert Bbrden
and Hon. C. J. Doherty. Among the
mattens discussed was the probable
lenzth of -the negotiations and they
gave earnest expression to the view
of the Canadian delegation that the
proceedings of the peace confcpenpe
are being unduly and unnecessarily
delayed.

There is still some disposition in the
French press to cavil at the represen-
tation of the British dominions which
gives *he British Empire a delegation
of 14. They suggest that simjlar re-
presentation should be given French
colonial possessions. Pierre Mille, the
well-known French writer, explains to
the French people in an article in Ex-
celsior that the British dominions con-
stitu‘e entirely independent states,
with their own parliaments, which
could have declined, had they so de-
s'red, to take part in the war, whereas
Algceria, the principal overseas French
possession, has representatives in the
French chamber, and is regarded as
an integral part of ¥France.

Britain - Will Probably Ap-
prove New Status De-
manded of Congress.

STATEMENT BY BORDEN

Moved Resolution, in 1917, at
War Council Which Prac-
tically Asserted Right.

Paris, Jan. 21.—Canada, Australia
and the other sclf-governing dominions
of Great Britain have begun an effort
for individual representation in  the
projected = league of nations. They
claim the right to enter the league
with the same status as other nations.

The question is now being 'liscussed
by the British and dominion officials
and it will be for the British govern-
ment to say whether it shall ask the
peace conference to accord the domire-
ons individual membership in the
league.

The admission by the peace con-
ference of the right of the dominions
to a separate representations at the
sessions, is held to-have been in itself
thie tacit recognition of their nation-
hood.

The new proposal, however. goes
further, and it 4s considered that its
acceptance would be a formal
acknowledgment by the world of the
dominions’ existing autonomy within
the British Empire, and of their equal-
ity with other nations. Unofficially.it
is stated that England will probably
approve the ‘plan, altho the matter is
still the subject of grave discussion.

Premier Borden’s Statement.

Sir Robert 1. Borden, premier  of
Canada, gave to the Associated Press
tonight “he following statemeat ve-
garding the claims-of Great Britain’s
self-governing dominiensité a place in
the league of natons _autonomous
nations of the imperial eGnimonweaith:

“In the imperial war council in 1917
[ had the honor of moving in Behalf
of Canada a resolution which was ac-

| cepted by “‘he United Kingdom and the
| other

dominions, .and which declared
that the readjustment of the constitu-
tional relations of the component parts
of the Bri‘ish Empire should be based
on the full recognition of the dominions
as autonomous nations of the imperial
commonwealth, i

“The principle thus established ha#
been illustrated and carried into ef-
fect by the peace conference in ‘which
the sewveral Dominions have distine-
tive representation as members of the
wolld-wide Britannic commonwealth,
which, in one sense, is itself a league
of nations,

“The resolution of 1917, to which I
have alluded, declared in emphatic
terms the right of each Dominion to
an adequate weice in the foreign
policy and foreign relations with
which the proposed league of nations
is intimately and vitally concerned.

“It is neither necessary nor desir-
able to forecast the exact meihod by
which this essential purpose shall be
fulfilled in framing the constitution of
the proposed league.”

Australian Claims.

Premier Hughes of Australia, dis-
cussing the claims of the dominions
with the Associated Press, said:

“We have earned the right by our
sacrifices and efforts in this great war
to a place in the family of nations.
We expect to come in with the same
status as any other nation. So far as
I understand it, President Wilson’s
conception of the league of nations is
that all nations shall come in on a
basis of equality, the nations to come
in as entities and retain their sover-
eign rights as nations.

“That being so, of course, once the
status of nationhood is established,
the dominions would come in as the
other nations and would be accorded
whatever rights they have.”

BRAVERY IS RECOGNIZED
AFTER 48 YEARS

Paris, Jan. 21.—Today's officiat
journal publishes a nomination to the
knighthood of the Legion of Honer
which was won forty-eight years ago.
The nomination says:

“Mrs. Gustave Enhardt, for excep-
tional services in the siege. of Strass-
burg. She conducted at the peril of
her life on Sept. 17. 1870, thru the
German lines, Prefect Basrhin from
Bischwiller to Schiltigheim. whence
he was able to reach Strassburg,
which was invested.”

ON RUSSIAN PROBLEMS

AN ANGLO-SAXON
LEAGUE OF NATIONS

Announcement of Dominions’ As-
pirations Discussed With In-
terest in Official Circles.

Paris, Jan. 21.—The 'announce-
ment of the aspirations of the
British dominions is being dis-
cussed with the keenest interest
M official circles in Paris. The
question is being frequently
asked whether this present im-
portant step is to be followed
later by insistence on the part of
the dominions of a right as na-
tions to have a full share in dic-
tating the foreign policy of the
empire, so far as it affects the
dominions. “The British Em-
pire is in one sense a national
entity and in another a league
of. nations in itself,” was the
way one_ high personage sum-
'marized the situation tonight.

FYOLT SUCCESGFIL
INNORTH PORTLGAL

Monarchists Are Said to Have
Formed a Government
at Oporto.

Madrid, Jan.. 21~The monarchist
movement in Portugal, ‘headed by Pal-
va Conceiro, has been successful in
northern Portugal, and a government
has been formed at Oporto, according
to a. report received :by the Spanigh
Government from .the governoriof tha!
Provinee. of Pontevedra, _in north-
western Spain. The 'repor‘t adds that
Lisbon is believe dto have joined in the
movement. ;

Circumstances of the outbreak of
the monarchical revolution in Portugal
are given in an agency despatch from
Lisbon filed’ at 11.45 a.m. on Monday.
Tt says:

““The minister of war, with a number
of officers, took special train for Opor-
to and arriVed there yesterday. They
were received at the station by officers
of the garrison, who conducted them to
headquarters, There they were in-
formed that a monarchy was about ‘o
be proclaimed in Oporto.

“The minister and his. suite were
able to take a train for Lisbon. #On
their way they received confirmation
of the proclamation of a monarchy in
Oporto.

“From a conversation between Pre-
mier Barboas and Ayres Ornellas, chief
agent in Portugal ¢f ex-King Manuel,”
adds the message, * it appears that the
foomer king c¢onsiders the present mo-
ment inopportune ' for an attemp* to
restore the monarchy.”

Stipreme Council Will In-
stitute Some Form of In-
vestigation, Disregarding
Exponents of Both Sides---
Danish Ambassador Tes-
tifies.

Paris, Jan. 21.—The supreme council

‘of the great powers hope to formulate

a concrete proposal on Russia at to-
morrow’s meeting. This was the defi-
nite official announcement of the com-
munique issued tonight atter the coun-
cil had been considering the Russian
situation continuously for the past two
days.

It can be added that while this con-
crete proposal was not finally decided
and reduced to writing, yet its main
features were agreed upon in principle.
The members came. from the session,
however, feeling that there was no
sovereign remedy ensuring a certain
cure for the difficult and dangerous sit-
uation, and that it waould be desirable
to embkody several lines of action in the
proposal. The first effect of this pro-
posal will be that neither Sergius Saz-
onoff, the Russian minister of foreigh
affairs before the revolution, nor any
soviet agents will come to Paris as ex-
ponents of Russian affairs, but that
some form of inquiry or investigation
of political -conditions in Russia will
e made without considering the pres-
ence in Paris of the adherents of either
side of the question at issue.

This determination is largely the re-
¢ult of a’ strong sentiment in some
quarters against having any direct
dealings with the Bolsheviki.

Lioyd George’s Plan Superseded

Early indications were that Premier
Lloyd George’s proposal to M. Pichon,
the ¥French  foreign < minister, would
again take fofm in having soviet agents
come here, and three names of promin.
ent leaders were mentw a8 %os_ligéq
emissaPiés But this is noWw said tobede-
finitely superseded by a plan of inquiry
or investigatiolj, without involving the
presence of soviet agents.

The Danish minister to Russia, Har-
old Scavenius, made a statement be-
fore the .executive session of the coun-
cil today; en conditions in Russia,
which also had a strong influence in
determining that soviet representatives
should not come to Paris. :

He was. the last of the ministers to
leave Petrograd, and today he emphas-
ized the futility of frying .to conduct
any intercourse with the soviet leaders,

He read an article written by one-of
the soviet chiefs, declaring that Pr.e-
mier Lloyd-George and President Wil-
son were too conservative and r'eactic_m-
ary for the soviets to deal with. He
also gave exact data on the Bolshevik
forces, showing that they did not ex-
ceed 90,000 armed men, the remainder
being without arms or ammunition,
clothing or shwes. He declared also
that thered army was largely recuited

LAND GRANTS TO SOLDIERS

MAY COST

MANY MILLIONS

Homesteads Being Unavailable, C.P.R. Lands 'Must Be
Expropriated at High Prices---Coming Taxation of
Wild Land Should Lower Cost.

From a World Staff Correspondent.

Ottawa, Jan. 21.—That W. F. O’Con-
nor, K.C., has been called upon to
assist thé Dominion and provincial
governménts in drafting necessary
legislation for carrying out a gener-
ous scheme of soldiers’ land settiement
indicates how delicate and important
the task must be. Mr. O'Connor is
best known to the public in connection
with his famous report on bacon, but
he is known to the government as the
most skilful statutory draftsman of
Canada. Hon. Arthur Meighen, min-
ister of the interior, is as sharp-as a
briar himself, but now and then he
has to call to his aid the razor-like
keenness of Mr. O’Connor. It was the
latter who wrote the War Times Elec-
tions Act, and wrote it so wel] that by
common consent he was made its sole
interpreter and chief administrator.
Mr. Meighen himself speaks in Win-
nipeg today on the general subject of
“Soldiers’ Land Settlement in the
West,”” but it is doubtful if he will go
much further in explaining details
than did Hon. J. A. Calder in his re-
cent address to the Canadian Club at
Toronto.

Broadly outlined, the scheme of the
government is to purchase or finance
the purchase of western lands suit-
able for cultivation, but held as wild
lands by the railway companies and
others into whose possession they
have passed. These lands were alien-
ated by the crown years ago, being in
large part granted as railway subsi-
dies to the Canadian Pacific and other
companies. It is now proposed to buy
them back, and the project is one of
such magnitude and financia! pessi-
bilities that it may involve the futuré
of more than one statesman, and the
continued existence of -more than one

government. Little as yet has occur-
fed to attract public attention, butin
the wast it is said that interesting and
even sensationa] encounters are gO-
ing” or¥ behind the scenes.

Rent Asunder.

Gossip has it that the Saskatchewan
Government has been almost rent
asunder upon some of the questions in-
volved, and the end is not yet, either
in ‘the provincial or Dominion field.
There is said to be a dusky-colored
gentleman somewhere concealed in thf:
woodpile,” and many suspect that his
initials are C.P.R.

There is. no question -but that the
Dominion Government will have to go
further and do more for soldiers’ land
se‘tlement than is provided by the
legislation.of 1917. That legislation in
effect provided that the returned sol-
dier might homestead upon any lands
belonging to the Dominion Government
and might borrow from “he govern-
ment wha‘ he needed to stock up and
get under way up to $2500, It was
an amiable and well-intent'oned ‘piece
of legislatien, and would have beeh
quite satisfactorvy had there been any
lands within reasonable dis‘ance of
civilizat'on for the soldiers to home-
stead. As was pointed out at the time,
and has been more fully dsclosed since,
there are no Dominicn lands in the
west available for homesteading ex-

{cept on what Hon. Mr. Calder describes
{as “the réemote fringes of civilization.”
{ Available lands are mainly 40, 50 and

60 miles from a railway station.

JURY CRITICIZE -
T.5R. METHODS

Dangerous Intersection Was
Cause of Conductor’s Death,
is Inquest Finding.

That the switching of street cars at
the intersection of Dupont and Bathurst
streets, is both ‘a danger to the public
and street car men, was the opinion ex-
pressed by jurymen in their verdict
last night in the morgue, in which they
strongly recommend the -discontinuance
of such practice by the railway com-
pany. The jury presided over by Cor-
oner G. W. Graham were investigating
the circumstances surrounding the

death of Conductor William McClenag-
han, who was instantly killed when
struck by a street car at the corner of
Dupont and Bathurst streets, on Janu-
ary 10. McClenaghan was switching
cars at the intersection and at the time
of the accident, he walked behind a
Bathurst car to adjust the trolley pole.
He was struck by a car coming north,
and crushed between both cars. Dur-
ing the rush hours, Bathurst cars are
accustomed to Y-ing at Dupont and
Bathurst streets in place of completing
the regular run to the end of the line
at Christie street.

Motorman Albert Stevens, who was
driving the car which ran down and -
killed McClenaghan, is being held in
cnsicdy by the police on a charge of
manslaughter, He was present at ‘he
inquest under police guard, but was
not called to give evidence by the cor-
oner,

Verdict

Following is the verdict presented to
Coroner Graham by the foreman of
the jury: “That William McClenaghan
came to his death on January 10,
thru injuries received by being
crushed between two cars of the Ta-
ronto Street Railway Company at . he
corner of Dupont and Bathurst streets
in the discharge of his duties as emn-
ploye of the said company.

“We find that the motorman, Albert
Stevens, from the evidence received,
did his utmost to stop his car, lut
owing to the condition of the rails and
the obsolete means and appliances at
his disposal was unable to do 30, and
we do not consider him negligent in
any way.

“We recommend that the Toronio
Railway be compelled (o discontinue
the practice of switching cars at the
intersection of Dupont.and Bathurst
streets owing to traffic conditions d
the danger both to the company’s r-
vants and to the public at large.”
