The directors of
the Consumers’ Gas Company are the legal
trustees of the surplus profits of that ¢om-
pany and they ;r\e morally  as well as
legally bound to execute the trust in the

defiance of the faw and their failure to
carry out the trust imposed on them is an
outrage upon the community, The directors
(\)t the Consumers’ Gﬁs Company are all
Wealthy men and it is a rank shame that
they should retain in their hands the money
that belougs to 20,000 householders, to many
of whom a single dollar‘means as much

as a thousand does to the plutocrats: of the
