AN APPEAL TO CANADIANS.

Army and Navy Veterans Propose
to Erect a Monument in Mem-
mory of the Early Fighters,
The Army and Navy Veterams, some
time ago, undertook the responsibility of
erecting a monument to the memory of
the British veterans and Canadian militia-
men and Indians who lost thelr lives In
defending Canadlan soil in the war of

1812-14 and upon other occasions in early
Canadian history,when British sovereignty
in Upper Canada was threatened. The
members of the Veterans' Society antici:
pated that the City Council and Provincial
and Dominion governments would come to
their assistance with handsome granits.
They have, however, failed in their ef-
forts to obtain subscriptions from two
of these sources, and in the third In-
stance no favorable reply has yet been
recelved. The Veterans' Soclety has
therefore decided to fall back upon the
4 generosity of the individual “eltizen  for
the financial ald necessary to carrg out
their laudable intention. The r<‘>¥ﬂcm’u
fecl that they can with perfect conti-
dence look to the many descendants -of
the gallant men and women whose memor-
les they desire to hdmor, who are to-day
loyal citizens of Canada, and to patriotic
Canadlans generally to assist them in their
undertaking.
The Veterans’ Appeal.

Capt. P. H. Drayton, Hon. Secretary of
the Army and Navy Veterans’ monument
fund, writes to The World In connection
with the matter as follows :

“As the statement was published In
several papers that the Dominion and
Provincial Governments and City
Council had granted the amount of
$7000 -for the veterans’ mionument, we
now beg to Inform the public that
they. decline granting anything towards
this object, ~therefore we appeal thru
the press to the citizens of Canada ‘to
assist us: in erecting. this memorial.
Enclosed with this is the Inscriptions
that will be put on tlhe mohument,
which we ask you to kindly insert
with this letter. We Have raised a
small. sum from some of the Imperial
regiments, also from two'or three city-
firms and several private citizens, for
which we cordially thank~them. Sub- "
scriptions for the monument may be
sent to P. H. Drayton, Hon. Secretary
monument fund, 7 York Chambers, To-
ronto.”

The Inscriptions which it is proposed
to place upon the four sides of the monu-
ment refer to the defence of York, the
death roll, the war of 1812-14, and the first
white child. The honor roll of the regi-
ments and corps which have at various
times served in ¥pper Canada bears the
names of some of the most famous corps
in the army, whose names are interwoven
in the history of the empire, and whose
valorous deeds have aroused the admira-
tion of the nation. It is proposed that
the four inscriptions shall commemorate
special events and services.

famous actresses in Europe and of ali the
rich smart set as contradistinguished from
the aristocracy. It has been said that he
was Queen !‘Alexandra’s dressmaker, but
this is an error, as Doucet and a woman
who has a little shop in the Rume de Fau-
bourg St. Honore make her gowns.
Doucet, Paquin, Worth and Redfern have
sent condolences, but they admit that the
bankrupt was their superior. Numerous
offers of financial assistance came from
the rich women he has dressed, but Felix
is dispirited, and declined them all. He
says he is too old and will retire to the
country.

Felix kept a large company of beautiful

creations to /the best advantage. His
prices were enormous, and there was no
limit to them but the purses of his cus-
tomers. -
