ELEGTRICAL ASSOCIATION

HEAR PAPERS ON PONER':

Europe Provides Encouragement
and Instruction for Develop-
ment in Ontario.

The Canadian Electrical Association
convention began in the Chemistry
Building yesterday morning, the pre-
sident, R. S. Kelsch of Montreal, in
the chair.

The delegates were officially welcom-
ed by Prof. Galbraith on behalf of the

for the city and by President Falconer
on behalf of Toronto University.
The membership has increased to

395, but only 130 delegates have report-
ed.

Papers read were: ‘“Power Rates and
Factors which Influence Them,” by W.
N. Ryerson; ‘“How to Increase the
Station Load,” by George Willlams;
“Lost and Unaccounted for Current,”
by C. R. McKay, and “Various Elec-
trical Power Plants by European De-
signers,” by C. H. Mitchell.

“Canada’s great wealth in water
powers is an asset to be seized upon
and developed according to the expan-
sion of the country,” began Mr. Mit-
chell, “and Canadian engineers en-
trusted with this development natur-
ally seek much inspiration abroad, and
especially in those countries which,
historically at least, have led in theig
branch of work, as the basic principles
of the design, construction and opera-
tion of hydro-electric power are much
the same here as in Europe, and Swit-
zerland is to the hydro-electric en-
gineer what Paris is to the ‘engineers’
of fashion.”

Necessity had compelled Switzer-
land, Northern Italy, Eastern France
and the Austrian Tyrol to develop the
water powers because of the utter lack
of coal and other fuel, and now these
countries are many years ahead of
their competitors.

In Geneva the large numbper of tak-
ers under two-horse power Ik astonish-
ing and 113 of these small “takers at
110 volts are using only 50 ¥-2 horse-
power altogether. The op€ plant in
question serves power @sd light to 27
city and suburban localities, prices
varying from $64 for one horse-power
to $22.40 per horse-power for 100 h.p.
blocks.

The development at Vallorbe, a small
city north of Geneva, was spoken of
as remarkable, as there is a network
of 250 miles of wire, and the farthest
point served is only fifty miles dis-
tant, the total population served being
about 100,000,

“In the study of power rates,” said
W. N. Ryerson, general superintendent
of the Ontario Power Co., Niagara
