HUGH TOWN, 8t. Mary’s, Secilly 1s-
lands, April 20.—The inhabitants of
the: rocky Scitlly Islands were famous
{ wreckers of primitive times, but they
will foréever remember this as the
greatest day in their history., The AY-

lantic Transport lner Minnehaha,
which ran ashore early Monday morn-
ing, disgorged part of her 17,000 tons
of valuable cargo, casting it upon the
waters all day long, .to be gatherad
up by those who cared to take the
trouble.
