hol. In his protest Mr. Roberts says 
he hast been informed and has regson 
to believe that, despite the scarcity of 
sugar and its abnormal price, 
material coming into Canada is being 
turned into alcohol. He urge* that an 
investigation be made and if the facts 
are as has been stated, an order be 
issued by the controller discontinuing 
the practice.

Investigation shows that at least 
one refinery has been engaged in dis­
tilling alcohol for several years, and 
it is said to be still so engaged. Part 
of its alcoholic output at present is 
said to be used for munition purposes 
He goes on further to say that a sugar 
famine already exists in England and 
France, and that one is threatened in 
this country and in the United States, 
and therefore that it is most improper 
that any of the raw material should 
be so used. Other temperance organi­
zations are likely to petition the food 
controller to take immediate action.

New York, Oct. 31.—President Wil-
specialThe problem of transportation wliich 

Great Britain has had to solve during 
the war is almost beyond conception.
Not much has been said about it, be­
cause it has been necessary for Rea­
sons of caution to suppress informa­
tion. Only quite recently have any 
of- the amazing statistics of the sub­
ject become available.

Britain has been required not only 
to braid and equip its armies since 
the war began and to transport them 
to the fignting areas in widely sep­
arated parts of the world, tout also 
to provide ocean transportation for 
most of the requirements of its allies; 
for Italy, for France, for the army at 
the Orient, for the Mesopotamian 
sedition, for East and West Africa; to 
bring troops from the dominions and 
crown colonies; to move supplies from 
ail parts of the world to the fighting 
Areas where they were needed, and to 
insure that the people of the British 
Isles and France should have food and 
the other necessaries of life.

Such data as are now available rep­
resent the highest authority on the 
subject and may be taken as abso­
lutely accurate, but théy do not deal 
with anything like the entire scope 
of transportation operations. The fig­
ures, however, çn the movement of 
officers, soldiers end strictly military 
suppliés and equipment, altho they 
represent only a part of the transpor­
tation task, are simply astonishing.
Transported 2,686.000 in Two Years.
It is learned, for example, that down- 

to the end of 1915, 100,000 officers, 2,- 
686,000 man and 542,000 horses had 
been transported overseas. This in­
cludes traffic across the channel to 
France- and all the other movements 
of troops, including the Mediterranean 
expeditionary force and the movements 
of Indian and colonial soldiers, aggre­
gating several hundreds of thousands 
and requiring very long voyages.

During this same period the move­
ment of .supplies to feed and equip 

_ these forces naturally required a much 
' greater tonnage. Thus the supplies 

sent out to France only included 388,- 
000 tons of food and 533.000 tons of 
forage. Along with these went 69.000 
tons of fuel and 29,000 tons of medical 
stores. Likewise there were moved to 
France 17,338,000 gallons of petroi and 
4,911,000 gallons of oil. Mails con­
stitute one of the big items, no less 
than 491,000 mail bags and 14,000 tons 
of parcels being moved.

taken with incipient ailments which 
might be overlooked by a cursory ex­
amination. The man who returns is strip­
ped and thoroly examined, every wound 
recorded, and the exact state of his 
health noted on records which are filed 
in the department headquarters.

Unknown Weaknesses.
A man whose disability is due primar­

ily to the amputation of an arm or leg, 
may have contracted other weaknesses 
from service which could be remedied by 
treatment before his discharge. He may 
be ignorant pf the condition himself, 
but it becomes immediately evident to 
the physician.

On the other hand in future years the 
man may suffer from some disease which 
he will attribute to his service, but which 
will be due to other causes. The exact 
record of his health at the time of dis­
charge will determine what basis there 
is for such a claim, if there is any.

The M.O.’s at the discharge depots 
examine about 100 men a day in this 
way, and upon their report and recom­
mendation the interviewers whose busi­
ness it is to take a man’s vocational 
history and make recommendations for 
his vocational retraining if such a course 
Is necessary, base their advice.

BicycUOttawa, Oct. 31.—Effective gov­
ernment control of the packing houses 
and cold storage plants of Canada was 
the program outlined today by Hon. 
W. J.. Hanna, food controller, to a 
representative gathering of packers 
and 'produce Imem. Following Mr. 
Hanna’s address a committee, repre­
sentative of the packing house indus­
try, was appointed to co-operate with 
the food controller.

The produce men indicated their 
willingness similarly to co-operate. In 
his address Mr. Hanna explained that 
Ms office was working in 00-operation 
with the Dominion and provincial 
governments in a general production 
campaign, which would include the 
production of hogs on as big a scale 
as could be developed. He con­
tinued:

"The hog producer will \Vant to 
know at tlie very outset that there 
is assured to him as grower his fair 
share of the price paid 'by the con­
sumer. Between him and the con­
sumer is the packer and the dlstrihu-. 
tor. Both he and the consumer have 
the right to know that the charge for 
packing and distributing is in relation 
to the cost of these services.

“In the case of flour mills we have 
worked what is practically govern­
ment control in the form of license. 
We are adopting the same plan in 
connection with the wholesale fruit 
and, vegetable men. Just what form 
it will take in the case of packing 
houses and cold storage plants has 
not been decided; but it "must mean 
ntiacttcal and effective government 
control.”

Thousands of miles of 
railroad track, hundreds of locomotives 
for use on both broad and narrow 
gauge track, tens of thousands of cars 
have been pouring in a steady stream 
Into France and the stream still flows.
About half of the cars and more than 
half of the larger locomotives now 
operating in the sector of British op­
erations in France were taken from the 
British railways. This, of course, ne. 
cessitated the imposition of rigorous 
Restrictions upon traffic at .home.

After restricting travel in Great 
Britain to the utmost, it was still im­
possible to spare as many locomotives 
and cars for service in Fance as were 
necessary. So the Colonials were 
called upon and immense amounts of 
rolling stock have toe en sent from 
them. Thousands of cars have been 
specially constructed for the military 
work of the country-. Hospital trains 
end armored trains have been built, 
and special trucks have had to be con­
structed for the movement of heavy 
artillery. The ordinary railway freight 
car in England is built to carry not
