THE TARIFF
COMMISSION

Sat in St. Stephen Yesterday
and Lefr This Morning for
St. John.

The taniff commission met in St. Steph-
en yesterday and were addressed by C.
Johnson, o fthe Milne-Coutts Company,
8t. George Granite Workers, R. E. Arm-
strong, who spoke for the fishing interests;
. Geo. M. Byron, of Campobello, for the
! weir men and with reference to the licens-
l ing of lobster factories and the free lisiing
of can-making machinery; and W. W.
Clerke, of St. Stephen, who also spoke
along the same lines.

Mr. Johnson wants the duty on finished
red granite increased from 33 to 50 per
cent, on the ground that their only com-
petitors were Scotch manufacturers, who
had the advantage of cheap labor and
cheap freight. The local wage rate had in-
creased from $2.25 per ten hour day to
§2.50 per nine hour day, which is lower
than in the United States. The unions
have given notice that from 1906 wages
will be raised to the United States rate.

Mr. Johnson asked also for a reduction
of duty on bar steel and carbaunden. The
former is used to make polishing discs, the
latter for polishing in place of emery. ®He
also asked that machinery for polishing
granite be placed on the free list.

Geo. M. Byron, who is weir owner of
Campobello, asked for free importation of
caq-maklng machinery: 'I'here wepe only
a few men here who could put this ma-
chinery in and as the market here is very
small no Canadian mégnufacturer’ will un-
dertake to make them, as they are a $5,000
machine. If this machinery was made
duty free the Canadians would be in a bet-
ter position to compete with the American
sardine people, as at the present time
many of ‘the factories on this side of the
line make their sardine cans by hand.

Mr. Byron took up the lobster licenses,
and claimed that there was discrimina-
tion ip favor of Americans and against
Canadians in the granting. He knew of
instances where this had occurred.

: R. E. Armstrong, of St. Andrews, speak-
ing for the fishermen of his district, acked
for abolition of the duty on wire metting
to be used for weirs. The brush that used
to be used entirely for the bottom of the
weir is being done away with and the wire
netting substituted.

_ The present thirty per cent. duty made
it expensive for the fishermen to fit up,
a.nd' would like, therefore, to have the
netting to be used for this purpose come
in free,
