Article Tenth.-Candidates for the Elementary School Certificate must undergo an examination in each of 
the programmes of schedule F’, to wit : F’rench Grammar, English Grammar, Geography, Sacred History His­
tory of Canada, and the Art of Teaching. The questions shall be drawn by lot from among those of the pro­
grammes, and not less than four in each programme shall be put. The candidate shall, moreover, as regards 
arithmetic, solve a problem in fractions and another in the rule of simple interest. Candidates for the Model 
school certificate, if they be not already in possession of an Elementary school diploma, shall undergo the tests I 
above prescribed, and also answer at least four questions in each of tho programmes of schedule G, to wit : 
French Grammar, English Grammar. Geography, 9acred History, History of Canada, Universal History or 
Histories of England and F’ranee, Literature, Book-keeping, Elements of Algebra and Geometry, the Art of 
Tonchiug amt Agriculture, which questions shall be drawn by lot ; and candidates shall, moreover, solve a 
problem in compound interest, a problem in algebra, and another in mensuration. They shall also be required 
to write a literary composition iiimn u subject indicated ; for which exercise tho maximum time allowed them
