TORONTO MAYOR SAYS 
TOO MUCH ID TAPE

Americans who have recently traveled 
through Austro-Hungary say they have 
been much impressed with the difference 
in the attitude of the people in the two 
countries toward the war. In Austria 
life goes on very much as usual, and 
the general public apparently pay little 
attention to the progress df the cam­
paigns- In Hungary, on the other hand, 
everybody seems keenly interested, far 
more people are reading the newspapers 
and the war bulletins arc eagerly scan­
ned and discussed.

Except In the country between Inns­
bruck and the Swiss frontier, north of 
the Italian war zone, railway traveling 
is not difficult in Austria. But there all 
the express trains have been taken off 
and passengers are closely scrutinized. 
Persons leaving Austria, natives as well 
as neutrals, are held up on the Swiss 
frontier for a period varying from a 
week to twenty days and compelled to 
pay their own hotel expenses. The ob­
ject of this measure presumably is that 
thy should not bring out any fresh news 
of what Is going on. Austrians and Hun­
garians are specially .directed not to give 
any Information regarding the affairs in 
the monarchy, and warned that if they 
are found to have, done so they will be 
Severely punished when they come back.
