Cuba went ashere off San Miguel Isi-
and, off Santa Barbara county, 13
hours before, and its survivors were
picked up by the Reno, with the ex-
ception of one boat load, which was
picked up by the Standard Oil tanker
W. H. Miller, in the Santa Barbara
channel, while its occupants were row:
ing out to sea in a dense fog, under the
impression they were headed for short.

Mistook Position.

The warships went ashore while
cruising from San Francisco to San
Diego Saturday night shortly aftf
nine p.m. in a dense fog. Mistaken
position in relation to the coast line
is believed to have -caused the crash.
The destrovers were speeding through
the fog, hugging the shore in single
file formation when they piled up on
ibe rocks from 200 to 500 yards apart!
