FOOT BALL.

AN INTERESTING DESCRIPTION OF
HOW THE INTERCOLLEGIATE
GAME IS PLAYED.

All'About Touch-downs, Safeties, Goals
and Kicks~The Positions and Sig-
nals and the Different Methods of
Kicking.

There are not a few people who have
undertaken to master the game of foot
ball as played by the college elevens to-
day and have signally failed. The game
is known a8 the Rugby or American In-
tercollegiate.

In thisgame, instead of kicking entire-
ly, the ball is advanced toward the op-
ponents’ goal by being carried along in
the arms of the players.

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THE WINTER PORT.

Despatches in the upper province
papers state that the Canadian Pacific is
now crowded with freight. During the
past season 250,000 tons of freight be-
sween Vancouver and American ports
passed over that line of railway. Now
thousands of tonsof grain are conveyed
to American ports over the same line.
Why is it that none of that enormous
freight traffic is coming to the port of St.
John? When the Bhort line railway
was built it was expected that the
difficnlty which stood in our way,
with reference to becoming the winter
port of Canada, would be solved. Now
that the line is complete we find our-
selves as far as ever from realizing our
hopes. It would be well for the people
of St. John to enquire seriously whether
the fault lies with them, or with the con-
ditions that natnre has placed upon us.
Mr. VanHorn says that it would pay the
Canadian Pacific better to carry freight
over 400 miles of their own road, than
over 280 of an American road. If that is
80 the reason why grain does not come
to St. John must be connected with the
question of terminal facilities, and mnot
due to the extra distance. We fear
that the fault of the present con-
dition of affairs must rest with our-
gelves, and that it is because we have no
wharves, warehouses, or grain elevators
suitable for the trade that it does not
come to us. If this is the case it is time
that a remedy was applied. When the
present council was elected and the
Leary scheme of harbor improvements
was emphatically condemned, we were
told that there was to be a substitute
which would give St. John all the wharf
and warehouse facilities required. That
substitute has not yet made its appear-
ance, although there are plans in the city
building which are supposed to have
some relation to it.

THE COHSERVITIVE:EETIIG AT BIRMING-
HAM.

The Conservative conference at Birm-
ingham which is now engaged in prepar-
ing & programme for that party, by the
passing of resolutions, yesterday con-
demned the proposal to disestablish the
Church of England, as an insidious
movement, and unjust to the best inter-
ests of the country, and one which should
receive the determined opposition of the
whole unionist party. There was great
enthusiasm when this resolution was
adopted. Another resolution was also
passed pledging the conference to resist
to the utmost, Mr. Gladstone’s proposal
to disestablish the church in Wales.
This proposal to disestablish the church
in Wales, was declared to be one which
if carried out would inflict great injury
on religion in Wales, and also seriously
weaken the position of the church in
England. The other resolutions passed
yesterday,were as follows:—

That this conference is of opinion tha
when the question of the repr 10n
of the people is reopened by parliament
serious consideration should be given to
the claims of the women to be admitted
to the franchise when otherwise entitled
by ownership or occupation.

That in the opinion of this conference
the attitude of t'ile conservative party to-
wards bona fide unionists labor candi-
dates should be one of sympathy and
encouragement.

That considering the great importance
of labor question, it is desirable that a
labor department be formed by the gov-
ernment to be presided over by a minis-
ter of the crown to be termed the labor
minister.”

That the conference desires to express
its thanks to Lord Salisbury’s ministry
for appointing 8o large a number of work-
men as factory inspectors, and at the
same time hopes that the government
may see its way to appoint women in-
spectors for employments in which their
own sex is engaged.

A motion was offered, congratulating
the government on the improved social
condition of Ireland, and endorsing the
intention of the ministers to introduce
at the next session, bills for the exten-
sion of local government, and also for
the promotion of technical education
in that part of the United King-
dom. This resolntion was rejected.
From these resolutions the policy of
the Conservative party in England
may be pretty fairly gathered
and the attitude of the English Conser-
vatives towards Ireland can be properly
understood. With regard to the re-
jection of the resolution referring to local
government in Ireland, and the pro-
motion of technical education in that
country it would seem asif the confer-
ence had set itself up in opposition to
the government. The government of
Lord Salisbury has promised to intro-
duce measures of this kind, at the next
gession of parliament, and to
press them to a passage, yet here
we have a Conservative conference
composed of representatives from all
parts of England distinctly and emphat-
ically condemning the policy which the
government has pledged itself to carry
out. We must infer from this, either
that the government will be weakened
inits efforts to carry out this policy by
the withdrawal of the support of so
many conservatives, or that these resol-
utions have been adopted with a view to
make it unnecessary for the government
to redeem its pledges, with regard to
local government for Ireland.

It will be observed that the conference
expresses the opinion that serious con-
gideration should be given to the claims
of women to be admitted to the fran-
chise, “Serious consideration” may
mean a great deal, or it may mean
nothing, fora man may give “serious
consideration” to a proposal which he
has made up his mind from the first to
reject. It would have been more to the
purpose if the convention had pledged it-
self to support the claims of women who
are property owners, or house-holders,
to vote. The resolutions in regard to the
labor question are hardly more definite.
An attitude of “sympathy and encourage
ment” towards bona fide unionists labor
candidates is a very indefinite sort
of support, and it is Thardly
probable that the labor vote
will be got by such unmeaning phrases.

the criss-cross, worked in this way : The
ball is passed to the left half-back, and
he runs with it toward the right end.
The right half-back runs by toward the
left end, and as he passes the man from
the lefthe takes the ball. The man
that originally had the ball continues on
around the right end, just as though he
had the ball, while the right half, who
had taken it from him, makes a good
gain around the opposite end, with some-
times very little interference from the
opponents, who are after the man who
first had the ball.

If the side having the ball cannot
make five yards, or lose 20 yards, in
three downs, the ball must be given to
the opponents if the gain hasn’t been
made at the fourth down.

When the ball goes in touch, or out of
hounds, it is put in play in the following
ways : A player of the side that touches
the ball down must bring it to
the point where it crossed the
line and then bound it on
the ground and run with it, kick it, or
throw it back to another player; or else
walk out at right angles with the bound-
ary lines a distance of not less than five
nor more than 15 yards. He must first
tell what distance he will carry it. The
object in having a man from the side
not in possession walk beside the man
carrying the ball out is to prevent him
stealing ground.

The methods used in making touch-
downs and goals frequently bother the
uninitiated. The touchdown is made
when the side having the ball carries it
to any point behind the opponents’ goal
line and touches it down.

A goal may be made in three ways;
namely,from the field, from a touchdown,
or from a punt out. There are three
methods of kicking in the game; namely,
place kicking, drop kicking and punting.
A place kick is made by kicking the
ball placed in position, but usually from
the hands of one who holdsit. A drop
kick is made by letting the ball fall to
the ground and kickingit just as it rises.
The punt consists of kicking the ball be-
fore it touches the ground.

A goal from the field must be drop
kicked. A goal from & touchdown is
made in this way; When the touch-
down has been made the ball is brought
out to any desired distance, by one of
the side that touched it down, op-
posite the point where it was
touched down and at right angles

When the touchdown is made ata
point on either side of the goal posts
where it would be very difficult to kick
a goal, a punt out is tried. One of the side
making the touchdown brings the ball to
the goal line, and making & mark op-
posite where it was touched down, punts
it out to ome of his team, all of whom
must stand not less than 15 feet from the
goal line. If a faircatchis made, the
catcher has a free kick at the goal. If he
fails to make a fair catch, the ball goes
to the other side atthe point where it
first touched the ground.

If the try for the goal is successful in
either of these cases, the ball is taken
out to the centre of the field and put in
play. If the try fails, the ball is only
brought out 25 yards.

Scoring is accomplished in the follow-
ing manner: A goal from a touchdown
counts as 6; goal from the field,5 ; touch-
down, failing goal, 4; safety touchdown
by opponents, 2. A safety is made when
a player is forced to touch the ball be-
hind his own goal, having received the
ball from one of his own players.
