At length the spirit of adva cement was 
aroused, and about 1750 was built the “R yal 
George," a vessel which was regarded at that 
time as a "paragon of beauty, and the no plus 
ultra in the s ience of marine architecture " 
Her length was one hundred and seventy 
eight feet —less than that of a modern gun 
boat—and y t she carried one hundred guns! 
This vessel during her existance was the pride 
of the Engli h navy ; she carried more guns, 
had seen more actions, borne more admirals’ 
flags, and done more service to that country 
than any other vessel in the navy. She was 
lost by a melancholy accident, which has no 
parallel in history. Lying at anchor off Spit 
head, she was heeled over by the guns being 
run to one side, when a sudden squall from off 
the land caused her lower tier of ports to go 
under water, when she immediately filled and 
went down, carrying with her the admiral 
K mpenfel It, and nearly nine hundred others. 
At the time of the disaster there were on board 
not only the crew of the ill fated vessel, but 
many of their wives and children. Attempts 
were made some years after to raise her, but 
they were not successful. A number of bronze 
guns were obtained from the wreck, and then 
large charges of gu powher were exploded 
within her, and the bull broken up.

The French were at this time the shipbuild 
ers in the world — at least their models were
