Monclova, Mexico, Nov. 22.—(Via: Eagle
Pass, Texas.)—After desperate fighting
.three Mexican towns, defended by  gov-
ernment troops surrendered to the Insur-
gents to-day.” Severe.losses on both sides
are reported to have been sustained.

Torreon,. Gomez, Palacio.and Laredo,
‘with & population totalling 75,000, are in
the hands of the revolutionists, according
to .rallroad men arriving here,

~!The heaviest fighti was at Torreon.
No American citizens/have been reported
killed at Torreon, but the plants of Am-
erican companies were damaged by artil-
lery. fire.

According to the meagre advices re-
ceived here the fighting began at Gomez
“Palacio. After a stubborn resistance the
federal garrison surrendered,) and then
joined forces with the insurgents in an
attack on Torreon. This force, acting in
¢onjunction with’ a rebel detachment of
+1,000 men, captured the hills overlookihg
Torreon and began a fierce . bombard-
ment.

The defenders of the town withstood a
withering fire for an hour and then low-
ered their flag. The bombardment wrought
. heavy damage to the government houses
and factories at Torreon, the residence
section escaping most of the shells,

It is privately reported that the insur-
gents captured the Villardena mining
camp in the state of Durango, where a
smelter trust plant is located. The smel-
ter is said to have been damaged \and
American citizens at the plant subjected
to indignities. :

Fighting continued at Durango, and last
reports brought by the railroad men in-
dicated that the government forces still
controlled Zacatecas, Chihuahua, Orizaba,
8an Luis, Potosi and Saltillo.

Francisco Madero is reported near L.a
Esperanza, en route to Torreon. Two
regiments of Mexican cavalry started
from Monterey last night en route to
Torreon.

The insurgent forces are strong and
elated, and a big battle is expected.

PUAN T0 RELEVE
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‘Proposal to Gut Tunnel Under
Cote des Neiges Hill at
Montreal

Montreal, Nov. 23.—Plans were discussed
at a recent meeting of the Metropolitan
parks commission at the eity hall for the
relief of street traffic, which has become
a problem in Montreal. Sir William Van
Horne made-an interesting suggestion of
cutting a tunnel under_the Cote des Neiges
hﬂl_v_t;]!]pgl‘g?_ the purpose: of connecting
the” two. sections of ‘the city,” which are
now rdpldly growing in ‘that direction.
The mafter under dlscussion at the mo-
ment was the best way to reduce the
trau.c which now moves along Sherbrooke
street. It was remarked by Contreller
Wanklyn that ‘if the -traffic went.on in-
greasing: -there- they: would .be-forced to
pave, the, street .in -stene -blocks of some

- Ontario street east of Park avenue was
the cause of throwing a lot of ,traffic on
to Sherbrooke street.

This brought the dicussion into the steep
grades, of Cote des Neiges hill. Sir Wil-
liam Van Horne then came forward ‘with
the suggestion ‘that a tunnel should be
built under Cote des Neiges hill, and he
declared that he had been surprised at
the small-cost of such an undertaking.
With a triple tunnel approximately 6,000
feet- long,  present conditions would. be
overcome, and the wwhole work. would be
completed at a figure of $1,000,000,.. The
construction of such a tunnel was almost
a necessity, as the natural outlet for ‘he
rapid growth of the city was in a north-
westerly direction, and traffic facilities as
at present offered had to be improved.
Moreover, the stone and other material
secured from the boring of such a tunnel
could be disposed of advantageously by
the city, as the hill was composed of the
best of Montreal limestone. .

The suggestion was listened to carefully,
and was regarded as being feasible.
Controller Wanklyn submitted in turn
that the tunnelling of St. James street
from Geosford west for._ the ‘plaging un-
derground of street car tracks had be-
come a stern necessity. The street was sa
narrow that with the certainty that traite
would increase much in a few years, it
seemed to be the only solution for the
dailly congestion. :
Sir Willlam Van Zforne remarked that
If such a subway were built it should
provide for four tracks. All of them

ight not be needed at once, but growth
*ad to be provided for. :

Sir William was also of the opinion that

if such a subway were constructed it
was just possible that surface street cars
could be removed from Craig, Notre Dame
and St. James streets,
Both  projects were discussed by . the
members present, who were satisfied that
they required careful . consideration - as
traffic outlet for Montreal streets.
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CANADA’S DAIRY PRODUCTS.

An‘qual Report Shows Large Increase in
' Value'of Exports. . | .
- Ptawa, Nov, 2.7 A. Ruddick,. dair
and cold, storage commissioner states tha{
the total exports, for the fiscal year show
an .increase in value of dairy products
exported amounting to $1,262,718. For the
year 1910 the value of the exports of con-
densed milk and cream was.$541,372, against
$90.520 in 1909; butter, $1,010,274, against
$1,521,436; ‘cheese, $21,607,693, against $20,-
386,666. The total valuye of these various
classes of products exported being $23,159,-
338 in 1910, as compared with $21,994,622 in
1908. On # basis 6f annual consumption per
head of/milk; cream, chéese and condens-
ed milk to value of $10, he estimates the
value of these products consumed during
the year 1909-19 to be = $75,000,000, which
added to the value of the exports, makes
a total of $98,000,000 as the probable total
value of dairy production In Canada’ for
the year.

Settlers Flocking in, in Search
for Rich ‘Acres They
Hear Of

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
Never before did the future of Van-
couver Island loom up more brilliant-
ly than- at the present, and evidence
of a new epoch in the history of this
island is shown on every hand. The
pace which is being set is well in
keeping with that of the rest of the
Dominion. Probably the most inspir-
ing proof of the island’s prosperity is
that of the number of incoming. set-
tiers, who are taking up pre-emptions
wherever these can be obtained. :
“The once sparsely settled northern
‘section is' now being opened up in a
remarkable manner. Settlers . are
flocking te the San Joséf valley and
other points in the north tq pre-empt
sections, and the prediction is made by
men well versed in present conditions
that \,btirore two years have elapsed

and for pré-emption.

This rush to the north follows close-
ly the demand made for land in the
Banfield * district, which: ‘proves that
this island is in the eye of the people
of- at ‘least the northern half of the
globe. ' Englishmen especially are
seeking acreage here as well as resi-
dents in the northwest who '‘do not
Jdike the cold winters there. The land
still left in the Clayoquot and Ucluelet
‘distriets is being rapidly tdken up by
prospective "settlers, but as there is
little left in the south and middle of
the igland’ the newcomeérs have had
to go north for their homesteads.

For many years the San Josef valley
was little’ thought of, "but when ‘sev-~
eral of the settlers came back from
thére, wifh reports that the land was
second to ‘none on the “island, it was
& signal for the advancing of a small
army to that section. In this newly-
opened district mixed farming is being
carried on to. great advantage, and it
is' expected that if the' farmers there
specialize in dny brafich it' will be in
dairying, as the pasturage for cattle
is excellent.

THOUSANDS MOURN
TOLSTOI'S. DEATH

Nobles ‘and Peasants Attend
- Funeral of Famous Rus-
sian Writer

St. Petersburg, Nov. 23. — Without,
ceremony and with no requiem the
body of Leo Tolstoi was consigned to
the grave at the count’s estate near
here yesterday. Thousands of peas-
ants' and many hobles attended the
funeral. Heading the cortege, .which
numbered more than 1,000, was a ban-
ner inscribed, ‘Leo Nicholavitch, the
memory of your goodness will never
fade from the minds of us, your
orphaned peasants.”

Choirs composed of students chanted
a funeral dirge.

Countess Tolstoi and other members
of the family followed the coffin to the
grave on foot.

The graye is beneath Peverty Oak,
where the, peasants on Tolstoi’s éstate

Thousands of weeping peasants and
nobles assembled when the body ar-
rived from Astopova. As the flower
strewn coffin was borne past the sor-
rowing multitude, heads were barred
and noble and peasant alike bowed in
reverence until -the cortege had passed.

The action of the Greek church in
refusing to perform the funeral rites
after Tolstoi had declined a reconcili-
ation was the cause of much unfavor-
able comment, and it was predicted
that the affair would result in thou-
sands deserting the church. Officials

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WORK DONE THIS YEAR

BY CHAPMAN PARTY

Mapping Out Southern Portion
of \'ancouver Island Being
Proceeded With

~ (From Wednesday's Daily))
R. H, Cha;iman, who is in charge of
the topographic work- of the Geologi-
c¢al* Survey on Vancouver Island, -is

-about to leave for Ottawa. When asi-

¢d by a Times man regarding the work
acegmplished,. Mr. . Chapman -said:,

“The work of the. Geological Suryey
during the. field season. just passing
bas been much delayed by the heavy.
fmoke and laterly by the early rains.
1t is now nearing completion and.tha
parties will soon be en route to. Ot-
tawa for the office work.

-The work planned and begun in May -
included a  topographic map of an
area exiending from ' Albert Head
along the west coast to 2 north-south
line. west of . Point-no-Point, and
northerly to an, east-west line through
Ladysmith. This area includes, with
other items, all of the watershed of
Leech and Sooke rivers, Goldstream
and .Sooke and Shawnigan lakes, the
headwaters of the Jordan and San
Juan rivers, the Cowichan valley to
within three miles of Cowichan lake,
the drainage basin of the Koksilah, not
quite all of the Chexpatnus drainage,
&nd all the mguntains betweeén thest
waters. It shows, for the first time,
the correct relation, one to the other
and to outside points, of the various
well. known places, such as the Jordan
Mecadows and the old silver mine on
the Koksilah® river.

“Many trails have actually been
mapped for the first time. This map
embraces all the e¢ast coast line of
Vancouver icland, from the head of
Finlayson Arm io Oyster Harbor, and
thw adjacent flatter portions to which
the mountainous arvas contrasg sharp-
ly. The towns are all mapped and
many lakes and ponds not heretofore
shown - on. any map are. . correctly
placed and the ’height above  sea
shown. Several islands of the gulf are
included wholly or in part. the western
portion of Salt Spring Island, part of
Galiano, the. whole of Ktper, Thetis,
and many small islands betwéen.

“This map, prepared at a field scale
of 1:96,000, for publication 4t two
miles. to an inch and the iopographic
relief shown by ¢ontours at an interval.
ete.. In ad-
ditien, a’ topographic field sheet,'on a
larger scale, has been prepared, 6f‘the
vicinity of Nanaimo. It joins the pre-
viously described work along the east-
west line through Ladysmith and ex-
tends northward, ineluding all -of the
island to ‘a point on the shore about
ten miles northwest of Nanaimo. It
takes in the lower portions of Haslam
creek, Nanaimo river and the smaller
streams, and includes South Welling-
ton, Extension and Northfield. Vari-
oys islands' are. also’ within the map.
More than half the western portion of
Gabriola island and all of the small
islands lying off the coast about Na-
naimo.

The field stale of this map is 1:48,-
000, and it is to be published at about
one ‘inch to one mile. The topo-
graphic fedtures are shown in great
detail by contours, at an interval of
20 feet. This map is upon the same
scale .as that done at Victoria and
Saanich in 1909. This sheet is not
quite completed but will be finished
in a few days.

“The triangulation necessary to the
control of the area described was done
during the season of 19089. This fea-
ture of the work is an important one,
and must be done in advance of the
actual mapping. In anticipation of
future map work, a triangulation
scheme ., has been extended north-
westward  up the island. Several
stations have been established
and obsérvations made. Included are
Mt. Arrowsmith, Mt. Grey, Big Inter-
jor Peak and Mt. Albert BEdward.  The
triangulation party is the pioneer in
topographic work . and in some in-
stances had interesting experiences
and ‘near’ hardships. In June last the
party returned to the station estab-
lished the prévious year, and, on
réaching the mountain top, had diffi-
culty in finding the signal, a tripod of
timber about eighteen feet high cov-
ered with cloth; at last the top of it
was discovered sticking out of the

| winter months.

*Mt. Arrowsmith ‘was one of the-in-
teresting peaks ascended. ‘Near the
suminit the mountain-is quite steep,
and there are several huge towers of
rock, which add greatly to the scenery.
The southern peak of the group, which
is the highest, was selected for a sta-
tion. and : was -ascended without diffi-
culty from a gap-just to-the north.

Members of Commission Hear Wit-
nesses at Fernie.

Fernie, B. .C,, Nov. 22.—Ds:. Bryce,
of the royal commission on technical
and” industrial training, accompanied
by Mr. Forsyth of the Berlin Techni-
cal school, who is also a member of
the commission, arrived in town yes-
terday, and at once held a session of
the commission in the . city council
chamber. ‘Dr. Robinson - and other
‘members_of the Conimissioft, excepting
‘G."M. 'Murray, B. A.,, who'is atténding
the congress of technical schoels, uow
in session in Boston, went to  Leth-
bridge and Medicine Hat.  This divi-
sion of the commission has heen found
necessary in order to cover the terri-
tory mapped out for the itinerary
within the time specified.

On the return of the train the com-
mission was reconvened by . Dr. Bryce,
who gave thoce assembled a con-
cise statement of the object and scope
of the work laid down for the commis-
sion in the interest of a thorough and
practicel educational system.
