He was
elected January 2nd, 1858, member of
the provincial parliament, by the
county of Dorchester, and has always
supported the Conservative party.

CONDITIONS IN
PACKING HOUSES

FOREIGN CONSULS ARE
MAKING INVESTIGATIONS

Report of British Representative Said
tobe Generally Favorable to the
Peckers.

Chicago, June 12:—Foreign govern-
ments, through Chicago consuls, are to
take a hand in the investigation of the
conditions of packing houses at the
stock yards as the result of allegations
in the reports submitted to President
Roosevelt by Messhs Neill and Rey-
nolds.

It was learned to-day that Alexander
Finn, British Counsul in Chicago, has
made a personal investigation of con-
ditions in the packing plants and will
forward his report to London in a day
or two. This report is said to be gen-
erally favorable to the packers and in
distinct contradition of the Neill and
Reynolds report.

Report of Retirement of Goremykin
Cabinet Denied by the Premier.

St. Peterghurg, June 9.~Thesx “repoxt
of the retirement of the Goremykin
cabinet was definitely denied: to-day,
when the Premier returned from Peter-
hof this evening, and authorized the
statement that he had not tendered
his resignation and had no immediate
intention of retiring from office.

The avoidance thus far of an open
rupture, and the prospective main-
tenance of the status quo for a month
to come, while the Lower House of
parliament is indulging in oratory in-
stead of action on the agrarian prob-
lem, apparently inspired the Em-
peror’s determination to retain M.

NOBLES SUPPORT GOVERNMENT.

Congress Now in Session at St. Peters-
burg Practically Endorses
Agrarian Programme.

St. Petersburg, June 12.—The nobles |

congress now in sessicn here has prac-

tically endorsed the government's
agrarian programme, having declared
itself against the forced®expropriation
of land and proposing only two
methods for the relief of the peasants,
namely, purchases of land through the
peasants banks and transmigration to
Siberia, especially. commending the
latter and recommending the granting
of free land in Siberia and exemption
from taxes for a period of years. The
congress also endorsed the govern-
ment’s proposition for a dissolution of
the community from where it 1is de-
sired.

An’ influential but small minority
headed by Count Uvaroff of Saratoff,
protested against the selfish attitude
of the nobility, urging unavailingly
that the large landlords if they wished
to escape from utter ruin must cede
comething to the peasantry and at
least consent to expropriation of sur-
plus estates.

A strong effort is being made by the
moderate liberals to induce the Em-
peror and court to attempt to com-
promise the situation by supplanting
the Goremykin ministry with a mixed
cabinet chosen from the Qctober party,
the party of democratic reforms and
the Constitutional Democrats, but
there is' no evidence that His Majesty
is ready to try the experiment. On the
contrary the straws point in other
directions. Some of the provincial
governors are still openly continuing
the campaign to discredit parliament,
and this morning the deceration of all
the officers of the Zemivosky regiment,
who made themselves hated after the
Moscow rising, was announced.

Although the crop reports from the
entire western provinces are execellent,
the latest reports from the Volga re-
gion indicates that Russia will not es-
cape a famine. The harvest in that
corner of the empire this year especi-
ally in Kazan, Bambrisk and Samara,
threatens owing to the lack of rain to
be a complete failure. This is the

EPIDEMICS IN INDIA.
During One Week Last August There
Were More Than Fifteen Thousand
Deaths

Washington, D. C. June 12.—The con-
stant ravages of epldemics in India is
shown in reports received by the public
health and marine hospital service, the
latest one being for the week ended
August 21st last year showing 17,855
cases and 15,633 deaths from plague
that week in India, 6,116 cases and 1942
deaths from plague in Bengal and 126
death from cholera, 367 from plague
and 99 from smallpox in Calcutta.

PORTLAND IN DARKNESS.

Fire Destroyed Dynamos at Electric Light

Plant at Oregon City.

Portland, June 10.—A special to the Ore-
gonian from Oregon City states that fire,
originating from crossed wir2s in the
Portland station, did immense damage to
the plant of the Portland General Elec-
tric Company at Oregon City. Three of
the largest dynamos were destroyed, two
others were ruined by water, and a _Izn‘gb
switch board was burned out. An estimate
of the damage cannot be made before to-
mMOrrow.

The accident happened about 8 o’clock,
and"in almost an instant the streets of
Portland and Oregon City, which depend
on this plant for light, were in darkness.
The inter-urban rail service between Ore-
gon City and Portland and the street rail-
ways in Portland were interrupted for
more than an hour and a half. Jem-
porary arrangements have been made for
street lights and for railway power, but
it will be several months before the elec-
tric company will be able to resume full
operaticns.

CASTRO WILL RETURN.

Report That He Will Resume the Pres-
idency of Venezuela Next
Month.

New York, June 13.—According to the
Herald’s dispatch from Caracas Ven-
ezula, via Port of Spain, on Tuesday,
general Gomez will retire on July 5th.
and Gen. Castro will resume the Pres-
idency at once.

DISCONTENT ANONG
RUSSIAN TROOPS

ADDS TO TROUBLES
OF EMPEROR NICHOLAS

Two Generals Will Make Tour of Prove
inces Where Disaffection in Regi=
ments is Increasing,

Odessa, June 12.—Generals Kaulbars,
of Odessa, and Soukhomlinoff, of Kief,
start to-morrow, accompanied by large
staffs, on tours of inspection of garri~
sons in the southern and southwestern
provinces, where the disaffection in
numerous regiments is increasing
rapidly.

The seriousness of the agrarian ques-
tion is enormously enhanced by this
military discontent which independent
testimony avers is purely political.

In Lower House.

St. Petersburg, June 12.—The lower
house of parliament to-day continued

ceived with cheers. Members, how-
ever, continued to address the house at
length, but they failed to excite ine -
terest,

MAY SUCCRBD Wit So R e

G. Pinchot Named as Secretary of Ag-

riculture in the United States
Cabinet.

New York, June 13.—According to a
Washington dispatch to the Times, it
was reported last night in circles, which
sustain close relations with the White
House, that Gifford Pinchot, chief of °®
the forestry service, will succeed James
Wilson as secrestary of agriculture
within the next few months. No con-
firmation of the report could be- ob-
tained. Mr. Pinchot is a great favorite
with the President. He is a man of a
family and is said to have played an
important part in drawing what is
known as the Beveridge meat inspect-
ion bill.

TORNADO IN MONTANA.

Barracks and Stables Destroyed—Oft-
cers and Troopers Had Narrow
Escapes.

Havre, Mont., June 13.—Meagre ae=-
counts from Fort Assiniboine tell of
the great destruction wrought there
vesterday by the tornado. The large
commission building together with the
adjutant’s office, stables of the troop-
ers and several barracks went down.
Captain Bonaface and seven troop-
ers had narrow escapes from drowning
while going to the rescue of a family

which had been cut off by the flood.

It is impossible to establish com-
munication with Harlem and Chinook.

.TWO ENGINEERS KILLED.

By Falling Tree While Taking Shelter
From Storm.

Seattle, June 12.—C. C. Johnson and
Henry Lunn, engineers at the logging
camp of Robert Peterson, at Derby,
this county, were Kkilled yesterday by
a falling tree. A party of eight -men
had quit work and taken a position
near a donkey engine shed to await the
passing of the storm. A large tree,
whipped and bent by the wind, sud-
denly ciracked and came down with a
mighty crash. Johnson and Lunn, be-
lieving it was about to fall across the
engine, leaped away, but the others
would not follow their example.

The falling fir caught both the men
and hurled them aside, Johnson with
a broken neck and Lunn with a crush-
ed skull. The former was engineer on
the locomotive that runs over a nar-’'
row gauge road into the camp. He
was 42 years of age and is survived
by a widow and six children, living at
the camp. Lunn was 17 yvears of age
and was engineer of the donkey en-
gine.
