Lose Lives While Attempting to
Escape From Advanc-
ing Flames.

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 2.—Overtaken

by a prairie fire from which they were
attempting to escape, Mrs. Frank
Grover and her two children, Cath-
+ erine, aged four years, and Dorothy,
aged three years, were burned to death
on a farm near Lee, Alberta, yester-
day, according to dispatches which
reached this city to-day.

Mrs. Grover was in the farm house
with her babies when she saw the
sheet of fire approaching rapidly across
the level land. Terror-stricken, she

picked little Dorothy up in her arms, |

and dragging Catherine by the hand,
the woman fled from the house.

The flames, fanned by breeze,
soon caught up with her, however, and
enveloped the mother and the tots she
was trving to save. In a few minutes
the wall of flame passed, leaving in its
wake the dead bodies of the mother
and children. A

POSSIBILITIES OF
PEACE RIVER DISTRICT

Plums Grow 350 Miles North
of Edmonton—Work at
Experimental Station.

Word has just been received from the
dominion experimental station at Fort
Vermillion, in the Peace River district,
under date of August 10th. The super-
intendent reports everything moving
favorably at the station, with the pros-
pect of excellent returns for the season.
The apple and plum trees set out three
years ago have done wonderfilly well,
and the superintendent states that he
will have a particularly interesting re-
port to make at the close of the season,
which will likely come as a surprise to
many peaple,

This station was established three
years ago by F. S. Lawrence, and the’
returns have given valuable additional
proof of the tremendous - agricultural
possibilities of the Peace -river district.
It is interesting to note that this station
is in latitude 58-29, fully 350 miles due
north of BEdmonton, and is reached at
the present time by a somewhat cir-
cuitous route of 700 miles. Curveys are
being rapidly pushed in this district,
and in spite of the distance from rail-
way communication, settlers are even
now finding their way into these dis-
tricts.

PRETENDER TO THRONE
BURNED TO DEATH

El Roghi Set on Fire After Be-
ing Mauled By
~,  Lions.

Paris, Oct. 2.—A dispatch to the Ma-
tin from Fez says that inquiries show
that El1 Roghi, the pretender to the
throne of Morocco, who was executed
at Fe in the middle of September, was
put to death by Suiltan Mulai Hafid
himself under circumstances of revolt-
ing cruelty.

According to the correspondent, the
monarch, assisted by his servants,
dragged the pretender into a cage of
lions, and the animals, which leaped
upon the manacled captive, inflicted
horrible wounds.

Then as El Roughi fell to the ground
motionless the lions left him alone, de-
spite the goads of the Sultan, who
thereupon pulled his still living vic-
tim outside the cage with hooks and
emptied a can of oil over him and set
him ‘on fire, feeding the flames with
oil-soaked tags until nothing but the
charred bones of the pretender re-
mained.
