New York, Nov. 23.—Samuel Gom­
pers, president of the American Feder­
ation of Labor, paid his respects to the 
legal profession yesterday at the open­
ing session of the civic federation an­
nual meeting. He was discussing the 
lieed in this country of new laws to 
cover the subject of employers’ liabil­
ity and to provide adequate compen­
sation to wage earners injured by ac­
cidents.

“Lawyers will prevent our getting the 
best and the wisest laws in the mat­
ter,” he said. “They will have little 
difficulty in finding almost insurmount­
able constitutional objections, for the 
resources of our constitutional matters 
tor interpretation are limitless, partic­
ularly- when they are superinduced by 
the opportunity for well earned fees.

“All we can hope for is a little pro­
gress. We must go on with the work 
of spreading the light. For the presept 
let us be satisfied with establishing 
some semblance of the justice which is 
demanded by such disasters as this 
most recent one at Cherry, Ills."

Ottawa, Nov. 24.—Sir Wilfrid La;:r-Brooklyn, N. Y., Nov. 24—Six per­
sons, two women, a man and three 
small children, were burned to death, 
ten persons were Injured, one fatally, 
and one woman Is missing as a result 
of a tenement house fire In Haven’s 
Place early to-day. The ruins of the 
structure are being searched to as­
certain If there are other bodies in the 
ashes. -

The place was occupied by eight 
families, although intended only to 
house four families.

When the blaze started In the base­
ment, the lodgers became frightened 
and began firing off revolvers from 
their windows. A panic was the result, 
and unable to escape down the blazing 
narrow stairway, many .of the occu­
pants jumped from the windows. One 
woman, Mrs. Rosemont Forte, leaped 
from a window after tossing her one- 
year-old baby into the cfowd below. 
The baby was caught by a man and 
uninjured. The woman will die from 
the effects of her fall.

Scores of persons were rescued by 
the firemen, who carried them down 
ladders. Among them was Mrs. Rose 
Caravifia. Upon reaching the street, 
the woman broke frantically from the 
grasp of her rescuers and ran scream­
ing back into the flaming frame build­
ing for her two children, tier body 
was found later lying

Some institution, eh?
The latest reserve lists of the two 

big leagues show that there are 759 
players tied up with these two organi­
zations. Add to this little bunch the 
3,399 players on the réservé list of the 
various minor league teams, and it 
runs the grand total of players under 
the national agreement up to 4,158.

It has been flguerd that every big 
league city has about ten teams on 
which players receive pay. Smaller 
cities In organized baseball will hard­
ly average half that number. How­
ever, to make up the average, there are 
hundreds of cities in the country too 
small to support a league team of any 
kind, but which have independent paid 
teams. These are they which will keep 
up the average of ten teams to one 
in organized baseball.

Some of these 4,000 odd players, In 
organized baseball during'the winter 
will be dropped before summer sets 
in, only to be snapped Up by Independ­
ent teams.

A train of cars has gone North from 
Vancouver on the barge Georgian- for 
Prince Rupert. A total of 24 flat cars 
and an engine, the latter weighing 75 
tons, are being towed, the Escort being 
the tug tq have the honor of hauling this 
valuable cargo. The engine brought its 
own train from the East and will be used 
on the western section of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific.

The towing of this enormous load 
through smooth water and for a short 
distance would be an easy feat for any 
good tug, but the conveying of it over the 
open waters of the ocean, through 
treacherous Queen Charlotte Sound, is a 
feat which merits recognition for the 
staunch tug. This tug, by the way, has 
been doing some wonderfully hard work 
for the past six years without an açcident 
of any sort. Only last year she took 
north, on two different trips, over 600,000 
feet of lumber on the Georgian, and made 
the trip to Prince Rupert from Vancouver 
in three days and one hour. Now when 
she returns, after leaving the G. T. P.’s 
rolling stock at its destination, she will 
have a new boiler Installed as a reward 
for her services.

All told, the MacKenzie Bros. -Oompany, 
with their barge and staunch tug, are to 
tow north this winter about‘400 pieces of 
standard guage rolling stock, which will 
Include eight or nine more locomotives.
