Great Loss of Lumber.—It is said 
that the stock of deals, &c., at Archangel, 
of the White Sea. Company, which was 
recently destroyed by fire, amounted to 
nearly 10,000 Petersburg standards, and 
further that the/eaw-mills will not be re­
built ; so that*the retirement of this Com­
pany as shippers of wood is not at all im­
probable. We understand the mills were 
insured for some 600,000 roubles, equal to 
about £60,000, which appears, by what 
we have heard, to have barely covered 
the value of the stock, and leaves a loss of 
about £1 a standard.

In consequence of this fire, considerable 
disturbance will be caused in regard to 
the White Sea freights ; manvessels 
being now on their way to load, wtth no 
goods ready for them. The stocks at the 
other White Sea ports, it is feared, will 
be insufficient to supply the tonnage thus 
thrown on the market, and we are told it 
is perfectly impossible to fix fresh vessels 
at any price for a White Sea port—Tim­
ber Trades Journal.

A Cause for Boiler Explosions.— 
Steam engines have come into such com­
mon use, and "mysterious explosions” are 
of such frequent occurrence, that 
will be interested in reading of a cause for 
explosions hitherto rgrely thought of by 
the persons entrusted with the care and 
running of engines. We quote from the 
Scientific American :

Supposing that the work is to be sus­
pended either for the night or for any 
long interval, after a stated hour, and 
that a boiler is commonly driven under an 
average pressure of 80 pounds or 90 
pounds of steanj ; some time before the 
hoar of closing, the stoker lets his fire 
slacken, fills up his boiler, and leaves off 
with perhaps 50 pounds or 60 pounds on 
the guage. Next morning, or after the 
interval, he finds the pressure guage 
standing at 20 pounds or 30 pounds, with 
a good supply of water. Consequently, 
in order to save the heat stored in the 
boiler, he begins to fire up, without think­
ing of the danger which may lark in the 
water that has been boiling all night. 
The stoker never thinks of putting in more 
water, because the guage is all right, and 
thus prepares the essential preliminaries 
of a “mysterious” explosion.

The water that has been standing above 
the boiling point for hours has lost its 
power of ebullition, because the air which 
it formerly contained has long been driven 
off ; and in this dsad condition it is 
ble of absorbing heat without the power 
of delivering it up in the form of steam. 
The water thus becomes superheated, and 
at the moment of any mechanical agita­
tion—such as the opening of the steam 
valve, or the introduction of fresh water— 
it may instantaneously flash into steam 
with explosive force. It has been abund­
antly proved that, apart from gross de­
fects of construction, condition or manage­
ment, superheating of the water has of 
late years been the only intelligible cause 
of the greater number of boiler explosions.
