The gasoline engine has proved a
great benefit to mankmd and per-
haps no one has got from it a greater
gain than the fisherman, for it has
served him time and work and, as a
consequence, has increased his eamn
ings. There is danger, however, in
the gasoline boat if proper precau-
tions are not taken. A week or so
ago three fishermen out in a gasoline
boat off the North Shore of Prince

Edward Island were blown to sea and
lost, on account of their engine fail-
ing them.

The first of this week a man and
boy were adrift for o0 hours in the
Bay of Fundy and were rescued just
in time by the government steamer
Stanley. Their gasoline had run out.
Their was another case of rescue in
the nick of time off the southern
shore of Nova Scotia. It would
seem as if the fishermen would do
well to retain a mast and sail on their
gasoline boats. It might be a little
awkward but it would safeguard their
lives.
