It is passiog strange
that the Bchool Board, &fter pérmitting
the Roman Catholics to bave schools and
teachers oxclusively Roman Catholio
inside the free, unsectarian system,
should be further obliged 1o let & Ro>
man Oatholie bishop, or any other per-
son, build houses for their schools. The
threatenings of the Archbishop will not,
we feol assured, be sustained by the

Roman Catholle laymen of Halifex. By |

the ylelding of his geace, and yield we
belleve ho will, it may be understo »
that be is not sustained by his con-
stituency, Indeed we beliove that if
our excellent Roman Ostholie . fellow
oliizens were left Lo act on thelr own
jndgmenta in schoal matlers, they would
not have separate schools, but would
bave Roman Catholic teachers avd
pupils freely und cqaitably intermin-
gled with Protestants of every name in
common school education, There is, 8o
we are informed, no school set apart for
Roman Oatholics in Dartmouth. The
Catholics seem contented 10 have their
children mingle with Protestants on the
esat side of the harbor. Why not on
the west side as well?

In this csse, us in the case of the Deal
and Dumb School troubls, fa which the
Archbishop was opposed by leading men
of his own body in the public press, so,
in thia collision with the Bchool Board,
we believe that his own people will ad-
vise him to a different ocourse from the
one he has taken, and he, seeing him-
self alone, will get & lesson in discretion.

The encroachmenta of Rimanism are
often subtle and persistent.
