Besides these thiere are other objects,
such as Alumni Professorship, Interest
Fund of Acadia Seminary 'Manual Train-
ing School and Ministers' Annuity Fand
to which & number of the members of
our churches are regularly contribuing
To these might be added the appeals
from churches to aid in building bouses
for worship, and persons” from alwoad,
who go through the pravip’ o, soliciting
ald for different enterprives. As v s have
not the means of estimating the arounts
gathered fur these diffsrent obi otspwe
confine onr examination to what

for our regular’ work as’ named above,
It is sufe to say, however, thatat no time
in our history has more been given for
objects outside of our regular work than
in the last f¢w years. For the answer to
our questions we call attention to the
following statement which shows the
amounts given each year from 1881 to
189¢. We include the amounts collect-
ed by the Ald Societies, becanse they
come chiefly from churoh members and
becausé they go to some of the regular
objects named above.
